C a u k e r 'Worm. 

G. W. Spalding, Cisna, W a y n e Oounty, 

III., say?: 

I have been pestered with w h a t some 
call the canker worm, in my orchard for 
the last two years . Tho pests commence 
their depredations in the spring as soon 
as the leaves make their appearance , and 
if not checked they destroy a l l the leaves 
aud truit . Tho worm is about one inch 
and a quar te r loug, and about as thick as 
a rye s t raw. I t is of a brown color. 

The wingless female moth tha t lays the 
eggs of the canker worm must ascend the 
tree by climb-ng u p the t runk. All the 
methods of prevention opposes no obsta-
cle to her ascent , or catch her in tho act 
of climbing One g rea t difficulty with all 
these preventatives is that they are not 
put upon the tree early enough. I t has 
been found tha t the insects ascend tl o 
Iree very ear ly, even during the warn 
spells tha t we often have in February , anil 

rols of cream are ruined for mak ing yel-
low but ter by not skimming the milk soon 
a l ter all tho cream has risen. The sooner 
the cream is removed af ter it ha s risen, 
the better the butter will be. .Milk which 
should be skimmed at evening is f requent-
ly lef t till the morning, when the creare 
will be injured to such an extent tha t yel-
low buttev cannot be made a l a l l ; nei ther 
will it make as many pounds us if it had 
been skimmed at the proper t ime. 

G. Let tbe churning be done by a per-
son whose hands and clothes a r e as clean 
and sweet as a blossom oi red c love r : and 
lot the churning he continued until the 
bu t te r has come. I t is ruinous to bu t ' e r , 
to p u t cream in the churn,as is sometimes 
done, and churn rapidly for a minute or 
two every hour of t he day, thou iu the 
evening all take ho'.d in turn, and keep the 
c ream dashing an splashing until mid-
night. II the cream is proper ly managed, 
but ter will a lways come beauti lul ly in le.^s 
than hu.lt an hour .
