Drs. Wood and Brady, if wo are correctly 
informed were not authorized by Burlingame 
to come to Lowell, but came in the interest of 
one Welch,^who hired them to come. They 
came, made 'a private examination, took ru-
mors instead of sworn testimony, and attar 
they had concluded investigating (?) Dr. Bra-
dy asked Dr. Wood, ' -What is the general ex-
ternal appearonce of the body ? " Dr. Wood 
answered "Normal." Dr. Brady then asMTd 
Wood what he considered the cause of Ua-
gan 's death. The answer was, " inflammation 
of the lungs." One of Ragan's friends (Welch) 
then asked what caused the inflammation of 
tho lungs. Dr. Wood replied, " I don ' t know." 
T h e same conclusion that was reached by our 
physiciani who made the first examinat ion. 

We h a r e no desire to shield the brute Sny-
d e r ; on the cont tary we know him to be a 
dangerous character who deserves to bo put 
where the dew can't fall on him. b u t the truth 
of the affair is wha t we desire to make Ifnown. 
In regard to the examination and inquest, we 
have to say that the former was conducted by 
skillful physicians and tbe latter by intelligeut 
men, and the intelligent publisher of tne Time.-
ought to have known better than to pro-
nounce their proceedings in the case a "far-
cical affair ."
