Text of the ClrU Rights BUI. 

The text of the civil right* bi l l aa i t 
passed the Senate is as fo l lows : 

SECTION 1. " That all citizens and other 
pereous within the iurisdiction of the United 
States shall be entitled to full aud equal eujov-
ments of accommodations, adva itages, facili-
ties aud privileges of inns, public conveyhnces 
on laud or water, theaters aud other places of 
public amusement, and also of common 
schools, public institutions of learning or 
benevolence, supported In whole or in part by 
general taxation, and of cemeteries so sup-
ported, aud also institutions known as agricul-
tural colleges endowed by flie United States, 
subject only to the conditions and limitations 
established by law, aud applicable alike to dti-
zens of everr race aud color, regardless of any 
previous condition of servitude. 

SEC. 2. That any person who shall violate 
tbe foregoing section by denying to any person 
entitled to its benefits, except for reasons by 
law applicable to citizens of every race and 
color, aud regardless of any prerious condition 
of servitude, the full enjoyment of any accom-
modations, advantages, fadlitiss or privileges 
in said section enumerated, or iudtiug such 
denial, shall for every such offense forfeit aud 
pay the sum of (500 to the person aggrieved 
thereby, to lie recovered in acti'-u on case with 
full costs, and shall also, for every such of-
fense, be deemed guilty of misdemeanor and 
upon conviction thereof shall be fined unt mora 
than 11,000, or shall be imprisoned not mora 
than one year; provided that the party ag 
grieved shall not recover more thau one lisual-
tv ; aud wheu the offense is refusal of burial 
the penalty may be recovered by the heirs-at-
law of the person whose body has been re-
fused burial Aud provided further, that all 
Itemms may elect to sell for the penalty afore-
said, or to proceed under their righu at com-
mon law and state statutes : and having so 
elected to proceed in one mode or the other, 
their right to proceed in other Jurisdiction 
shall be barred: but this proviso shall be ap-
plied to criminal procaediugs either under this 
act or the crimiuai law of any state. 

SEC. 8. That District and Circuit Courts of 
the United States shall have, exclusive of tho 
courts of the several states, cognizance of all 
crimes and offenses against and violations of 
the provisions of this act, aud .actions for the 
penalty given by the preceding sections mav 
be presentsd in territorial Districts, or Circuit 
Courts of the United States wherever defend-
ant may he found, without regard to other 
parties, aud district attorneys, marshals and 
deputy marshals of tho United States, aud the 
commissioners appointed by the Circuit aud 
Territorial Courts of the United States, with 
{wwers of arresting, imprisoning aud bailing 
offenders against the laws of the United States.

summon any citizen for the cause aforesaid, 
shall be deemed guilty of misdemeanor, aud be 
fined not more than #100. 

SEC. 5 That all cases arising under the 
provisions of this act in the courts of the 
United States, shall be reviewable by the Su-
preme Court of the United States, without 
regard to the sum in controversy, under the 
same provisious aud regulations'as w.e now 
provided by law for the review of other cases 
in said court."

\ Prizes for Kscnlrbsons. 
I t may interest many breeders of 

cat t le in this count ry to learn tha t 
prizes will be given at the F a i r of t he 
Eoyal Jersey Agricultural Society, to be 
hold in the I s land of Je r sey dur ing 
tho coming summer, fo r cows having 
t h e best escutcheons or milk-mirrors. 
Th is ia the first t ime tha t prizes wero 
ever offered for escutcheons. 

Mxed Grasses. 
At the annual meet ing of tho Agricul-

tura l Associa t ion^ paper was read upon 
growing grass. I n the discussion which 
followed it was remarked t ha t f a rmers 
fihould be careful to sow together only 
/ those grasses which r ipen at tho same 

^ i i m e . Th is is a mistaken idea. The 
> chief reason why a variety of grasses 

should not be sown is , tha t there m a y 
b e a constant succession of growth. 
T h e weakest poin t of our meadows is 
t ha t the grass r ipens, fades and sus-
pends growth for t h e season, leaving a 
brown, withered or ba re surface. If 
there were a succession of consecutively 
r ipening grasses, the re would be a con-
t inued greenness and verdure, and if 
t he pas tures were only not over-stocked, 
th i s would be as great an approach as 
we cah make wi th ou r peculiar c l imate 
toward a permanent ly green meadow o r 
pas ture . B u t if all grasses r ipen at 
once, we may as well oontinne to grow 
one single good grass, as several good 
and bad ones. 

Haw to Keep Eggs Freak. 
- My plan for the pas t e ight years h a s 

M been as fol lows: T h e y are ga thered 
V every day, and k e p t in m y house, in a 

box of kiln-dried sawdust which is about 
one inch thick. T h e y m a y be k e p t on 
the end or flat, and oare m u s t be taken 
to tu rn them over at least three t imes a 
wuuk. i m p r e g n a t e d eggs will ha tch 
well if kep t in th i s way, even if t hey be 
two months old. I now have seven 
chicks (from nine eggs) which were kept 
as above, and 1 am positive they were 
ovey five weeks old when p u t under the 
hen. I t i s necessary to be careful in 
tu rn ing them over t ha t t hey do not ge t 
any sudden j a r .

Dark Hrnbuins. 
Th is is one of my favorite varieties, 

aud I consider t h e m unsurpassed fo r 
all purpopes. Tho grea t demand fo r 
t h e m is an indicat ion of t h e h igh rank 
they hold among o ther varieties. They 
ore chiefly remarkable fo r the i r size, 
beau ty of form and feather , excellent 
flesh, egg-producing, extreme hardiness 
and early matur ing , being also bet ter 
foragers than any o ther of t h e large 
breeds. 

The i r color is such tha t it is not soiled 
by the dus t and aiaoke of the town, 
and they bear conflnement well, and 
can be fenced a s easily as a pig. Being 
so extrefoely h a r d y and quiet , t hey cost 
little more than common fowls to keep, 
and pay bet ter in eggsdu r ing wiuter .and 
as a market fowl. I t being so well adapt-
ed t o t h e f a rm a s well as c i ty (juartera, 
with i ts many est imable qualitiefl, ren-
ders this a most desirable b reed .—Mats . 
Ploughman. 

I ' r e p n r n t l i m f o r W i n t e r M o w e r s . 

I t is best , even in summer , to make a 
little prepart ion for winter flowers, and 
it is surpr is ing what a little fore thought 
will do in this direction. A pot of 
Mignonet te and another of Sweet Alys-
sum coat nothing, and ye t few thinga 
will be more pleasant and attractive in 
the winter season. P l a n t s t ha t appear 
unimportant , almost insigniflcant, and 
entirely echpaed by more ambi t ious 
rivals, when the ga rden is ablaze with 
its summer glory, sometimes prove to 
be very queens of beau ty wheu trans-
ferred to the sit t ing-room, or the bay 
window. The Balsam is a very desira-
ble plant for winter blooming, part icu-
larly the white, and towards au tumn we 
ofteu select cu t t ings f rom a few of the 
tinest p lants in tho garden, aud root 
them in pots for winter flowers. The 
stocks a re equally good. Tho Gobcena 
Scandens, and near ly all the cl imbers, 
make excellent winter bloomers. W e 
mention these th ings because they are 
so easily grown, and ye t every way de-
sirable. 

To grow plants for winter flowering, 
seed can be sown abou t J u l y or Augus t , 
in a shady, cool placo in the garden, or 
in boxes, the soil be ing kep t well wa-
tered, a n d b y a u t u m n p lau t s will be 
jus t right to t ransfer to the house. Of 
course, as the p lants ge t large enough 
10 t r ansp lan t they m u s t b e p u t in pots 
n which they are to flower. Mign-

onet te and Sweet Alyssum m a y b e sown 
as late as September. P u t f rom th ree 
to six plants in a pot . T h e Madei ra 
Vine tubers may be kept out of the 
ground until t he la t ter par t of June , 
and if then p lanted in pots will be in 

1' u s t proper condition to trc. isfer to the 
louse, and will prove no mean orna-

men t to the window garden. T h e Tube-
rose should bo t reated in jus t t he same 
manner , and will flower in the early 
winter. Any p lants in the open ground 
t ha t have not b loomed maybe taken u p 
careful ly and pot ted , shading a few 
days a f te r pot t ing, and giving a fu l l 
supp ly of water. 

I n answer to inquir ies f rom a gentle-
man in Saratoga, last year , we wrote 
t h e aubstSnoe of t h a above article, and 
the resul t was so satisfactory, and ou r 
Sara toga fr iend so del ighted, tha t he 
s en t u s a very pleasant le t ter of thanks 
a n d a photograph of a bay window, 
which he had t b " s aided to beau t i fy , 
aud it was really so wall a r ranged and 
p r e t t y t ha t we have placed i t in our ar-
t i s t ' s hands, and i t will appear as an 
engraving i l lustrat ing window garden-
i n g in a f u tu r e n u m b e r . 

L o o k around tbe garden before f rost , 
snd see if yea have some young and 
s t r o n g p lants t h a t proved a l i t t le la te 
fo r out-door flowering, t ha t you would 
like to t ry in pots. If so, take them up 
with as little d is turbance as possible, 

Sut in good soil, and t rea t as previously 
irected.— Vick't Floral Guide. 
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Agrlcnluire of Hungary. 

A E u r o p e a n le t te r to t h e Pacific 
F a r m e r says : 

T h e agr icu l ture of no count ry in Eu-
rope has made grea ter progress than 
t ha t of H u n g a r y within the last twenty-

rl v e years . Blessed with a cl imate re-
sembling very much t ha t of France , i t 
can become as wealthy, were its inhab-
i tan ts ins t ructed, ana the facilit ies of 
communicat ion opened up . Lauded 
proper ty is not so much subdivided as 
in France, b u t a resul t has been re-
marked as t ak ing place in Hungary , as 
is known to have been also in the case 
of I ta ly , a d iminut ion of b r igandage aa 
small holdings mult ipl ied. I n the 
space of ten years the waste lauds re-
claimed amounted to 10 per cent. T h e 
average price of an acre of a rab le land 
is 250 francs, pas tu re and wood lands 
abou t 80 f rancs per acre. The re are 
abou t 70,000,000 acres in cultivation, 
employing in all capacities, 5,000.000 
of people. T h e wages of f a rm laborers 
vary f rom 8 f rancs to four sous per 

l ^ d a y ; in harvest, etc. , a t t imes hands 
arc scarce ; a t o ther seasons, too plen-
t i f u l P roduce is bar tered ra ther than 
aold, fo r money i s rare, and {Hjtatoes 
are the national diet. Seedtime is of ten 
so dry that field mice swarm like lo-
custs, and devouring the wheat, neces-
s i ta te resowings. Expor ta t ions have 
quadrupled , and importa t ions consist 
chiefly of machinery—for agr icul ture 
above all. The average yield of wheat 
i s 42 bushels per acre, selling at 15 
f rancs pe r bushel . T h e cult ivation of 
tobacco is most profitable, follows 
wheat, and is a favorite crop. I t does 
not exhaust t he soil—as ye t at all 

. events. F a r m s have no distilleriea at-
| tached, as are so f requen t in Germany, 

bu t Hunga ry distills three t imes more 
quant i ty ol alcohol than the lat ter . 
Af ter France, Hunga ry produces tho 
most wine, Tokay be ing the favorite, 
and of which there are sixty varieties.

s ays ; Miss Br idgman is now probably 
fifty-eight yea r s old or more. S h e is 
still with t h e Bloomfield family, with 
whom she has lived for pe rhaps the last 
th i r ty yeara, or since h e r depar tu re 
f rom the American Asylum. T h e fami-
ly have recent ly removed f rom the 
house where she has lived for so long a 
t ime, to a residence at Bloomfield Cen-
tre, near t h e Congregational Church . 
I t will p robably take L a u r a some t ime 
to become famil iar with the (to her) 
unknown premises ; b u t she learns with 
surpr is ing readiness when one refiects 
how completely she is isolated f rom the 
world of ou tward things. She could 
go about t h e house and premiaes where 
she lived as readi ly as most persons 
who have t h e fu l l use of their senses, 
aud she can also d is t inguish ins tant ly 
t h e different persons wi th whom she i s 
b rought in contact. Near ly half a ceu-
tu ry ago, wheu she was at the asylum 
here , he r powers of discrimination in 
th i s la t ter respec t were such as to aston-
ish people who weut to see her . For 
instance, a pa r ty of ladies, s t rangers to 
her , called to see he r a t t h e asylum, and 
had their interview with he r a f t e r they 
had taken off and hung u p their shawls, 
bonnets, 4 c . Laura , (who has always 
possessed t h e sense of touch) went to 
each one of t hem, and fel t of them. 
Af te r sa t is fying he r curiosity in this 
way, alio went on with h e r usual work— 
for she could kni t , and do a good many 
o ther th ings . When the ladies rose to 
depar t , she went to tho place where 
they hod h u n g u p th?ir " th ings , " and, 
t ak ing down each ar t icle separately, 
took i t s t ra igh t to i ts proper owner. 
W h a t a f a t e i s he r s ! He re she has 
l ived fo r near ly sixty years a l i f e all 
isolated f r o m the world around her . 
An interior world is hers, into which 
noth ing t h a t wo know of l ight—the 
physical l i gh t of tbe sun—can over en-
ter , nor a n y outward sound. Alike to 
her, th rough all the years, t he silence 
of midnight or t h e cheer fu l sounds of 
dai ly life, t h e notes of birds, t h e voices 
of winds and leaves and fal l ing waters, 
t h e power of music, t h e peal of thunder , 
tho loving tones of t h e h u m a n voice.
