tho beaut i ful "Mounta ins and Valleys o t 

Cal i fornia," "A sail upon tho Hudson by 

Moonl ight , " and the "Val ley of tho 

\ osemito"—the handsomest paint ing, 

by far, iu tha t vast collection. 

Hort icul tura l Hull is decked and fes-

tooned wi th plants, l lswers and shrubs 

of ail countries, in such m a n n e r a t h a t one 

would suppose tha t they were in tho 

historic Eden, wherein 5Ian was first 

created. This floral display affords tho 

gieatest.contrast. for beside tho cactus, 

that rich plant of New Mexico, arc placed 

the gooseberry bush of our own North-

ern clinic. In fact, 1 think, the vegeta-

tion of th is country, not a t all well 

placed lo show its excellence and supe-

riority over the other countries to ad-
vantage. 

Memorial Hal l is filled with historic 
relics of the olden time, and tho most 

interest ing to every American, is the 

oM implements of warfare, agricuituro 

and science, but I will  not enter into a 

lengthy detai l of all tho old curiosit ies; 

sufllco it lo say that a visit t j this par-

ticular department is worth the l imo 

and money expended in reaching it. I 

also paid a visit to the Campbell Press 

works, and noted the ingenuity mani-

fe-tcd in the invention of such beaut i ful 

and perfect pr int ing machinery. There 

arc some two hundred pretty bui ldings 

creeled on the grounds by individuals, 

companies and corporations for the dis-

play and sale of their products.
