abound in the vilest epithets and asinine 
charges against Republicans everywhere; 
ridicule the efforts mako m Congress lo 
provide by a consti lut ional amendment 
against the relentless hostility of a por-
tion, at least, of their par ty ; declare 

' against any lob •ion of schools " fo r 
| niggers" or the existence ef white or col-
1 ored Itepublicans in tbo south, and jus 

lify  the daily murder ef them, incited 
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I by their teachings, and hold that it is 
1 Hie d i l y of every " t rue southron" to 
screen the perpetrators of these savage 

; butcheries. An examination of iho 
, record of Democratic conventiong h d d 
I this year, reveals the facts that no man 
! without a confederate war record has 
i found any grace in the eyes of southern 
delegates Tilden and Hendr icks except-
ed : and in the northern conventions of 
that pa ' iy , in almost every case, only 
those who rendered Iheinselvcs most re-
pugnant lo Uyitl  men by their sympathy 
with llie reliellion and their taci t appro-
val of the starvation of Union prisoners, 
have been selected ns standard bearers. 
Even in New York Slate, where they 
were largely indebted to tho " l iberal 
Republ icans" for their victory in 1874 
the cry goes up that no one is to be 
placed on guard in this Centennial year 
but l ife-long Democrats; and Mr. Dors-
heimcr has been snubbed on all handa, 
and a demand is now made that he give 
way to some one whose Bourbonism can 
not be questioned. 

Ti lde it's perjury, which remains tin-
challenged, iho./iasw of the e it iro De-
mocracy at their Saratoga convention 
and tho crushing news f iom Vermont, 
have completely unmanned the Demo-
cratic polit icians who are temporari ly 
residing hero lo supervise tho campaign 
work carried on from Ibis point. Tho 
visions of a plethoric treasury, and a 
hundred thousand Federal offices wait-
ing for ex-rebel and copperhead incum-
bents. which have mocked and tant1 '-
i/.cd them for these many years, are 
rapidly passing from tho field of their 
observat ion; and they begin to realize 
that dry husks arc about all they aru 
justif ied in expecting from Iho present 
out look. Some are so unfeeling as lo 
advise them to hibernato on tho crow 
they have eaten, dur ing Iho past two 
months , for the four years of President 
Hayes' admin 's t ra t ion; and then organ-
ize a new party in sympathy with tho 
progress and acbievonients of tho nine-
teenth centi i ry. Indeed many Republi-
cans and other f r iends of f ree ins l i lu-
tions, as embodied in the constitution of 
the United States, now advocate a littlo 
change in the plan of tbe campaign, so 
as to insure tho ullef annihi lat ion of th is 
political party whoso practices and tra-
di t ions all point backward tu tho ages 
uf barbaric ru le . The Attorney Gensral 
receives the hearty commendation of al l 
intel l igent patriots for the moderate yet 
explicit instructions given to U. S. Mar-
shals and other officers who are likely 
lu come in contact wi th tho spirit of Ku 
Kluxism in tha south between Ibis and 
November. There does not appear to bo 
one ohjectionablo l :ne or word in thcui 
lo law abiding citizens, whatever their 
party predilections may be. Of courso 
be is abused and villified  by these hop-
ing for a united south for Ti lden through 
tbe interposition of the '•rille c lubs" now 
so numerous throughout tbo south. 
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
