islation, and by nnd by everything will 
be lovely and the democra'.ic goose will 
lung exceedingly altltudinous.

the honest payment of tho public'debt

WABHINOTON TALK. 

WASIIIROTON. D. C. . Sept. 14. 1877. 

It is perhaps loo curly to uttempt any 
enumeration of the legislative jobs to be 
urged on Congress this winter; but It 
is asserted that lobby representatives of 
a good many aro already on baud, mak-
ing preliminary surveys and laying their 
wirea with a view to getting early nnd 
resolutely down to work, directly after 
Congress assembles. They look hungry 
and famine-stricken from their (enforced 
abstinence, as the Presidential quarrel 
rilled them alt out last sessiou. The 
sewiug machine is now out of the field 
and will  cxasperat c us no more. But 
fresh and regenerated by their long in-
action, tho advocates of guaranteeing the 
bonds of the Southern Pacific Road will 
be hero in force before tho 19 proximo; 

and it is believed the choice of Speaker 
will  hinge upon that scheme, tho selec-
tion made showing pretty accurately its 
strength in the House, Thoie arc to !« 
minor candidates in abundanec who will 
••swap" off their hopeless chances, and 
transfer as many as they can of their 
handful sspportera, for the most desira-
ble chairmanship they can get in return, 
Randall, Saylcr and Cox, formidable in 
the older named, are, by general con-
sent, to be tho principal competitors. It 
it believed both Thompson and Adams 
have a hard fight ou hand to re-estab 

lish themselves iu their old places; no 
one, however, doubt belligerency where 
a fat office is tho prize contended for. 

Even provided that the vroist happens 
to Senator Morton, as many fear, and 
that Patterson, Spencer and Conover are 

found willing to barter thoir party integ-
rity to gratify their resentments and to 
mend their political fortunes, as appears 
counted on by o^cr-sanguine Democrats, 
they will  still lack some votes to cap-
ture the orgaiiizntion of the Senate and 
its patronngc, ns they arc plotting to 

do. 

Reports of a j general revival within 
the past few weeks,in many branches of 
industry, reaching us, are so conclusive 
that the chronic grumbler and the con-
stitutional skeptic have been forced to 
cave in and admit It. But there looms 
up another spectre, the defiant attitude 

assumed by the armies of tramps that 
iufest the country, that is creating 
alarm and calls for speedy treatment. 
An uncertain proportion of them would 
gladly work if they could Cnd it to do. 
A large part of the balance aro said to 
belong to the criminal classes, disguised 
the better to ply their vocation. The

Treat such of them as 
will  accept it as honest men, and the 
others vagrants and criminals, (when 
nscertnined to be such) and force them 
to earn an honest living. The move-
ment in this city lately inaugurated and 
numbering among its participants the 
most of our prominent residents, is be-
ing organized with the yiews Indicated.
