Hatch soon anived and plunged Into the 
river  (the water being uven or eight feel 
deep) and brought tbe boy to ahore. Dr 

Malcolm and othen arrived and no time w u 
loot in attempting to bring the boy lo life but 
all rtTirla  wore In vain, Thn body w u taktn 
t o tbahonuo f l heboy 'annc le Mr,  Sinclair 
(the home of Mr.  Baker alao) and by nqnei t 
ol the ftlenda an inqnMt  w u held before 
Jait ioe Wert i ,  the Jury eonalating of H . J . 
Boaworth, F. B. Hine, J u . Loop, .'j.  Sweet-

land, E. S, Burdick  and L, F, Severy. The 
verdict w u that Ihe boy came to hia death by 
accidental drowning. 

It  w u a tad tcene. The boy hod arrived 
here from hb honje in Liporte,  lud. only 
two or thro*  days bafon, leaving hia mother 
thero, who, we undentand, w u aoon rzpect-

ed to follow. The bay came on lo ie* hie 
father who with Mr.  Sinclair ia engaged in 
the grocery bnilneu here. The remain* of 
the llltle  fellow were forwarded lo Liporte 
oa Monday, lor Interment. Mnob aympa-
thy for Ihe grief itrlcken  parenta and ftlenda 

is felt In thla vlelnily. Such aaariSc«a are 
coatly warnlnga. Childrea, all children, 
ahould be nndo to ie* the danger of even ap* 
proacblng the bink of the river  unleu ac-
companied by tneir parent* or penf na old 
enough to protect them.
