Silt—In response to your verbal in-
quiries I have the honor to submit the 
following observations respecting the 
refunding of the national debt In ad-
dition lo the 818,1 iri.ooo six per cent, 
bonds absolutely payable December 31, 
1880, and 81145,000 payable July 1.1880. 
the following bonds of the United 
States will  become redeemable within 
the next year and a half, viz: May I. 
1880. live per cent . 8508,440,1150; Janu-
ary 30, 1881, six percent., 8'Jtl4,:i'Jl,3.'i0. 
making a total of 8""2,701,"0fl, the an-
nual Interest charge on which is 841,-
3«1)20S.50. About one-half of these 
are coupon bonds, running only to the 
dates of rcdeemability, and if they are 
not refunded or paid off the holders 
will  have to be supplied with addition-
al COU|«III sheets at the expense o; the 
government and a l a cost probably 
nearly as great as woultl pay for the 
original issue of a loan. It is manifest 
that these bonds cannot lie paid off in 
ISM, and I therefore feel it my duty to 
recommend in my annual report that 
authority be granted to refund them 
into 4 per cen t lionds, thus effecting a 
saving in iinnual interest charge of

num." 

This bill  if  enacted into a law would 
perhaps be construed as prohibiting 
the sale of bonds for resumption pur-
poses al a greater rate of interest than 
itJi per cent., although such is not 
probably the lutention of the bill. 
Aside, however, from its possible bear-
ing upon the ability of the department 
to maintain resumption, I believe that 
its passage would be fatal to refund-
ing, althoug I should of course be hap-
py to refund the debt into 3 4 per cents 
if  it were practicable to do so; but a.'i'-i 
per cent, bond would not now sell for 
par, I am fully satisfied, and I see no 
reason to expect that such it bond will 
be more favorably looked upon in 1881 
than it would be now. On the contrary, 
with the revival of industry andgreat-
er act ivi ty in manufacturing, signs of 
which are, already lo be seen in all 
parts of the country, and the constant 
and increasing demand for money 
arising therefrom, it seems to me to be 
not a l <11 certain that we shall then be 
able lo borrow freely at even 4 per 
cent, per annum, and of the correct-
ness of these views I received the most 
IKisitive assurance during my recent 
visit lo New York.

With a small supply in the markei, lbe 
great bulk of them having been ab-
sorbed as permanent investments, the 
4 per cent, bonds are selling for near-
ly the best price ever obtained lor 
them, but il  is nut probable that this 
price can be fully maintained against 
au additional issue of any large amount : 
and I would remind you tha i dur ing 
the late refunding operation the sales 
of these bonds ;had to be suspended 
more than once owing to other de-
rangements in the money market and 
the unfavorable state of exchanges 
causing the bonds to fall beiow par, al 
one lime to lis per cent. Fortunately 
these derangements were but tempo-
rary, and, af ter more or less delav, the 
deparlnient was able to resume sales. 
As before slated. I think tbe present 
an exceptionally lavorable t ime for re-
funding. and I am satisfied that 5 and 
il  iter cen t bonds, so soon t > become re-
deemable, cannot be so safely and so 
profitably provided for in any other 
niiinner. 
The very large amount l obe refunded 
prior to July 2, 1881, nearly 8800,000,-
ooo, is considerably in excess of the a-
mount refunded In any one year since 
the refunding began, and I respectful-
ly submit thut the l ime now available 
is none loo great for the purpose.

Among the most curious examples 
of persistence in a n are H i well 
known Aggry beads,which occu. overy-
where in Africa, and In many parts of 
Asia. Similar beads are slill  made tor 
the purpose of barter by glass-makers 
in England and I ta ly ; yet they appear 
among the oldest remains in many 
widely separated places. Mr. Nesbi l t 
considers them Phumician, and sup-
poses they were made for purposes of 
barter with unciviilztd nations, such 
iis the ancient llritons. Glass beads 
of extreme hanlness have been found 
in Hrilish graves; and, on analyses, 
were found :o be composed and col-
ored'in the same manner as those of 
undoubled Egyptian origin. The usu-
al type is large, not round, but spindle 
shaped, and marked with alternate 
bands of red and blue, the colors lielug 
-iepaiated by a narrow whi le line 
These beads are found in England, on 
the Gold Coast, lu India and Goimauy. 
in Daly and Egyp t They are partic-
ularly common in the cities along the 
course of the lUiine. The oldest spec-
imens m ust be Egypt ian; but in all 
probability, Ihe pattern was contained 
In many distincl manufacturies at 
many different periods. 

Tlio Cemeteries of Paris. 

Paris contaus ten cemeteries w i th ia 
the walls and two outside, the former 
being generally reserved for each dlf , 
ferent division of the ci ty; tha t of 
Montmartre for the first,8i cund, eighth, 
ninth and tenth a io i idhsemrn t i ; IVre 
La Chaise fur the thl id,fourth,eleventb, 
twelfth and twent ieth; Mont Parnasse 
for the fifth, sixth, seventh, Ihirteentli 
and fourteenth; Hatiguolleii for Ine 
seveuleenth; Marcadet - Montmartre 
for the eighteenth; La Vl l let te for Ihe 
nineteenth; those of Grenelle and Vau-
girard for thu fifteenth; ami ihoee of 
Passy and Auteui l for the oU'.eeuth. 
lu October, 1661, Harun Haufsmann, In 
consequence of the aiinexalion of ihe 
suburban communes. Issued a decree 
closing all the above cemeteries except-
ing for jiast or fu ture possessors of 
perpetual concessions ot ground for 
family graves, and at the same l ime 
ordered the creation of two new ceme-
teries outside tbe walls. They are 
those of .Saint Otien, to the North, lo 
which the people attach the name of 
Cayenn , from iis barren and arid site: 
the second, Ivry, to the South, which 
has also received a subiiquel, thu 
Cham p-de-Navets, frum the mnikel 
gardens which previously covered the 
gromd.
