Fabor ' s Ta l k i ng Machine. 

The celebrated Faber talking ma-
chine h:ts had its |iowersof articulation 
almost doubled by the nephew of the 
original inventor, also named Joseph 
Faber. Describing a recent exhibition 
of the machine, the London Ttmu 
points out that its chief points of in 
terest to tho physicist, the physiologist, 
and. It may bo added, the philologist, 
lie in the results obtained from the in 
genlous contrivances by which the 
funct ions of the flexible and mobile 
organs of voice are performed. The 
principal features of the muchlne are, 
to begin with, the bellows, from which 
Hie air is driven with considerable but 
varyiui! force, by means of a pedid 
lever. The air passes in a horizontal 
stream through a small chamber, 
which represents the human larynx, 
and in the same right line out Uirough 
the month. 

The lips and tongue are of India-rub-
ber. and the lower jaw is movable. 
Ilelow tho laryngeal apparatus, and 
opening from the chamber in which 11 
is contained, is another smaller cham-
ber, about Hte size and shape of a lem-
on, from which a pipe curved upward 
allows Hie air when driven through to 
esca|ie. This supplies the place of the 
nose to the instrument, and when a 
valve Is ojieiied, enables the sound of 
Hie letter m and n to be produced by 
the striking of the mime keys with 
which the sound of 6 or p are obtained. 
The larynx is. of course, tho most com-
pier par t of the machine, and to l ler r 
Faber is due the elaboration of this 
portion of the mechanism. Within a 
small oblong box. a narrow and ex-
ceedingly thin strip of hippo|iotamus 
boue, strengthened by India-rubber on 
one side, produces, by its vibrations, 
the speaking tone, which may be called 
the fundamental sound to be subse-
quently modified. A t the will  of the 
operator the pitch can be raised or 
lowered, but not during the utterance

Olo Bul l 's Fo l l y . 

Rarely a vestige remainsof the castle 
which Ole Hull built twenty-eight 
years ago in Pol ler county. Pa., six 
miles from New Itergen, when he at-
tempted to found there a colony of tils 
countrymen, and met, as he might have 
expected, with most signal failure. He 
designed the castle for his permanent 
home, and erected it on the summit 
of a mouutaiii, from which there wits 
a commanding view. Wishing ".n re-
vive la tho wilderness oi the New-
World some memories of his native 
land, he spent a large sum of money on 
his project. Painters and guilders 
were taken from this city to embellish 
the structure, one vast room of which 
was intended for the music hall. The 
roof was of glass; the walls were rich-
ly decorated: It shoue with a degree of 
barbaric splendor; the musician was 
to make it memorable with noble con-
certs. Before the castle had been 
finished, the colonists grew discontent-
ed, and. though he opened his purse 
widely and labored to remove all 
causes of trouble, he was impotent to 
do so. H« learned about the same time 
that the t i t le to the 120,000 acres he 
luul purchased was worthless. The 
parties who had sold to him had no 
claim to it whatever, and tho legal own-
er came forward to assert his rights. 
Overwhelmed with perulexiiiee, and 
bankrupt in fortune, Hull relinquished 
everything, returned hither, and again 
had recourse to the violin, which has 
been to him a sort of Aladdin's lamp. 
Deprived of i ts chief, the colony 
gradually went to pieces, the colonists 
scattering far and wide. Scarcely one 
of tliem can now be found al New 
liergeii, which Hull named af ter his 
Norwegian birthplace. Almost the 
sole reminder of his picturesque epi-
sode is tho village of Uleaoa (so-called 
In his honor), which clusteni around 
the base of the mountain rapped by 
tho once lordly castle, known to this 
day .along with the colonization scheme, 
as Olo Bull's Folly—AT.

There a m no regular stat ist ics in 
England, but of the number of mar-
riage licenses granted in Fngland and 
Wales last year in per cent, of the 
males and more than 22 per cent, of 
the females were unable to sign thelv 
naiucs to the marriage register. On 
the average of every loo marriages in 
1841 the proporlion of men who signed 
their names with marks was thirty-
three, and the proportion of women 
was m. In France, in 1872, il  was 
found that :10.S percent, of the total 
number above il  years of age were un-
able to read or write, and that II per 
cent, more were only able to read, lu 
Germany, education is compulsory, and 
there are but very few |>er.sons unable 
to read or write The mass of the po-
pulation of Russia is as yet withunt 
educaiion. In isiio only 2 out of every 
100 recruits lev ied for the army were 
able to read and write, but the propor-
tion had largely increased in 1M70, 
when 11 out of every 100 were found 
to bo possessed of these elements of 
knowledge. In the Grand Duchy of 
Finland, which hits a sy stem uf public 
instruction separate from lha t of the 
rest of the empire, education is all but 
universal, the whole of the Inhabitants 
being aide at least to read. If not to 
write. In Belgium, it appears from 
ofllcial returns based upon recent ex-
aminations of the National Guards, 
or civic militia uf the kingdom, thai 
nearly one-Iifth of the grown-up popu-
lation are unable to read or write. In 
Spain at the last general census in 
1S6U, of tlie. total population of the 
kingdom there were 2,-114,015 men 
and 71 &,ttoil  women able to read 
and write, ::Hi..'il7 men and SS'.i.-
211 women able to read but nut 
write, and lhat all the rest—upwanlof 
5,000,000 men and i!,soo.ouo women — 
could neither reiul nor write. In thu 
United States there are over fourteen 
per cent, in the population over 10 
years of age unable to write, and 
nearly twelve per cent, unable to read.
