The funeral of President Garlled at 
Cleveland yesterday was more imposing 
and on a grander scale than any other 
demonstration of the kind thai has been 
made in this country. Many circum-
stances combined to make it so. Presi-
dent Garfield was the chief oflicer of the 
government, whose death could under 
no circumstance be other than an event 
of the first importance; he was tho vic-
tim of a cowardly and brutal assassina-
tion which made his death a wrong in-
flicted upon the whole American people; 
bis patient and heroic bearing through 
weeks of suffering in the very shadow of 
death, elevated him to the ranks of the 
noble army of martyrs; the beauty and 
sweetness of his domestic life, from 
which the curtain of privacy was drawn 
aside by tho remorseless hand of sick-
ness and death, endeared him to thou-
sands of households and made his funer-
al seem like that of one who belonged in 
some sort to every man's immediate 
family. 

General Garfield's funeral was held 
among bis friends and neighbors, for 
his face was familiar to almost every 
one in northern Ohio, and few men had 
such an extended iiersonulacquaintance. 
His old pupils whom he had instructed 
in Hiram college came to his funeral: 
his Sunday-school scholars came: peo-
pie who knew him in his church rela-
tions came; his Masonic brethren came; 
bis old Ohio regiment, that he led at 
Chickamauga, came; men who bad serv-
ed in congress under his leadership 
came; (Militical  allies all through the 
western reserve came; the govfii ims 
of a dozen states came; and multituili  s 
of his old constituents—farmers whose 
horny hands he bad held in bis own 
times without number; young men to 
whom he bad given needed words of ad-
vice. and women at whose table he was 
accustomed to sit—all came to do honor 
to bis memory. 

The display of flowers was something 
amazing. Tbev came in literally by the 
carload, and greenhouses were exhaust-
ed from l-ake Erie to the Ohio river. 
Cincinnati sent her munificent contri-
butions. with a florist to arrange and 
care for them. Cleveland gave her blos-
soms. and noliody hestitated to spare 
every bud and stalk that could add .to 
the beauty of the display. There were 
arches, and pyramids, altar-pieces, harps 
and trumpets, sheaves of wheat and ma-

snnic emblems, architectural designs of 
tbe {.rates a jar , monuments and light 
houses, pillars, scrolls. Bibles, crosses 
and stars: urns, harvested fields and 
ships gone ashore; and symbolical figures 
of charity and peace and the union, all 
cunningly wrought in bright flowers 
that surely could have bloomed for no 
more touching or appropriate use. Tin 
train brought from Washington the 
iH iiutiful  wreath that was presented by 
Queen Victoria, and on its way it passed 
over many miles of track almost bidden 
by the llownrs strewed upon it. Tbe 
e\es of men who were at Cleveland yes-
(i rday will  never again look upon such 
a lloral display as greeted them there. 

Hut the magnificent funeral at Cleve-
land was only the central one of a series 
of memorial services which stretched 
around the civilized world. Not only 
were they were they held in London, 
where Dr. Parker declared that tbu 
name of Lucretia Garfield stood next to 
that of the queen in all English hearU, 
and throughout England and in tliecajH 
itals of western Europe, but in St. Pe-
tersburg as well and in Grand Cairo by 
the Nile. In this country the bells were 
tolled and public religious exercises were 
held in almost every city and village 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific. Prob-
ably no other day in the world's history 
has been devoted to the memory of one 
man more universally than was Monday 
to the memory of the dead President.
