Ho would do himself great in-
justice and his patrons no kindness. 
Then, don't feel hurt when you receive 
a "statement" from him. Don't call it 
a " d u n " n n d find fault. Consider that 
he has obligations to meet ns well as you. 
A little sober reflection on this subject 
will  tend to remove tho mistaken notion 
some have that a "dun'* is an insult. 
Is it an insult when a fanner sells a 
load of wood to a merchant for him to 
step into the store and call for hib pay 
for that wood? No, it is business. Is it 
an insult for tho merchant to ask that 
farmer to pay him for goods tho farmer 
bought of him three or six months 
ago? We remark not. We all have a 
perfect right to ask for what belongs to 
us, regardless of sex, color or occupation. 
And it is a reflection on the business in-
telligence of any man who disputes it by 
word or action. Then, don't look upon 
a "dun" as an insult, for it is nothing of 
the kind.

O n T h e S u l j e o t o f " D u n n i n g . " 

—Some people don't like to be "dunn-
ed ." Now what is dunning. 

The merchant, the manufacturer, 
or the pubh'sher of a newspaper, for 
instance, has accounts on hie books 
against some of his patrons. The ac-
fcounte are due or past due and not yet 
paid. He needs his money which those 
patrons are carryine: around in their 
pockets. He either sees them personally 
or sends them statements of their ac-
counts, showing the balance due him. 
He is merely asking that what belongs 
to him may be remitted to enable him 
—to do what? We will  tell you. This 
merchant, or this mUnufacturer, or this 
publisher has been "dunned." He don't 
call it a "dun' ' but he might do so with 
just as much propriety as do his patrons. 
He reooivee a "statement" every 30 or 
80 days of his account from tho whole-
sale dealers of whom he has purchased 
his stock. He expects it. I t is a matter 
of business. I t is a fixed custom with 
wholesale firms to send these statements 
every 80 or 60 days. Does the merchant 
grumble and call it a "dun?" Not at all. 
The bills are due and must bo met. He 
would no more take offense at receiving 
a statement of his account than he 
would to receive an invitation to din-
ner. He pays up and continues to deal 
with tho same firms that have "dunned' 
him a hundred times or more. Now 
why should his patrons take offense 
when they receive f rom/ t tma statement 
or a "dun," as they are pleased to call 
it? Ho is merely doing as he is done by. 
And, yet, no he isn't. He gives his pat-
rons often six months' or a year's time 
when he gets only SO or 60 days time. 
But some of his patrons find fault and 
a few occasionally get mad if they re-

ceive a statement f rom him. Their ac-
counts are past due and he is depending
