We 
have no proofs of this, nor against it, 
thereforo are not prepared to discuss it. 
But it is evident, as we said a t the out-
set, if  there is any th ing in it wor th sav-
ing it mus t be separated f rom al l leger-
demain shows before i t can obta in gen-
eral recognit ion. The rope-ty ing, ban-
jo-playing, bell-r inging performances 
are no longer conclusive evidences of 
spirit communicat ions.

prisoner mus t have the softest seat in 
t he room and be al lowed more privilege& 
than anybody else. H a d he kept his 

mouthxloeed, he would still be the fa-
vored one, bu t a f te r spending a month 
or so in cal l ing counsel and witnesses li-
ars, insul t ing the court, and disgust ing 
everybody wi th his constant gibber, he 
was removed to .the "dock , " only to 
keep u p his disgraceful ant ics and 
mouth ings there. Let us hope the dis-
gust ing spectacle may soon be shut out. 
The people are heart i ly t ired and sick of 
i t and t he foreign press is shocked to 
find the boasted dignity of our judiciary 
so prost i tuted, and well it m a y be. I t 
has been a most shamefu l farce to fol-
low such a serious tragedy aa the will-
f u l and deliberate murder of President 
Garfield. I t is enough to make just ice 
vomit to think of it. 

—Scoville, Guiteau's brother- in- law 
and counsel, has had a hard t ime of it, 
and when the trial is over and Guiteau 
is sentenced to be hanged, we'l l bet a 
peanut against a corner lot that way 
down deep in Scoville's heart there will 
be an orchestra of l i t t le angels playing 
an over ture to just ice and t ha t Scoville's 
conscience will  call fo r an encore.
