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T h a t " S p l r l t n n l I n j u n c t i o n . " 

Sire. E. P. Barnard, charged with 
causing the death of Mrs. Curtiss at La-
peer, was tried on that charge in the 
Eaton Circuit, and twelve jurymen de-
clared her not guilty. The Greenville 
Baptist church, of which she was n 
member, soon after her acquittal, ex-
pelled her frpm the church without a 
hearing. Last week a council composed 
of chosen delegates from eight or nine 
Baptist churchrs met at Greenville to 
decide whether the Greenville church 
did right in thus striking her name 
from the membership roll. The council 
deliberated, discusscd, and finally adop-
ted the following resolu'ion, two voting 
against it and two not voting. 

"Jiesulvcd, That after mature delibera-
tion upon the action of the church of 
Greenville in the exclusion of Mrs. E. 
P. Barnard on the 8d day of December, 
1881, we are convinced that said action 
was in accordance with the Scriptural 
Injunction and the usage of Baptist 
churches. 

In accordance with what Spiritual In-
junction the Council did not quote. 
What spiritual injunction is it that de-
mands the expulsion of a church mem-
ber without a hearing, with no charges 
or specifications presented for tiiat mem-
ber to answer? What spiritual injunc-
tion is it that directs the church to con 
demn one unheard, whom the courts 
have declared innocent? What spiritual 
injunction is it that makes the church 
drive from its doors ono against whom 
no sin is proven, and at the same time 
recognizes as iu good standing a minis-
ter of the gospel who associates with 
gamblers and puts up a portion of his 
priestly salary on three card monto and 
loses it? Does not this spiritual injunc-
tion call for a donation to make good 
the deficit? We would like to see ibis 
spiritual injunction that impels the 
church to do these things. Wan she 
guilty of murder? No, the court declared 
her innocent after a most thorough and 
impartial trial and public sentiment was 
in harmony with the verdict. Was she 
guilty of adultery? No evidence to 
prove that she was guilty of that or any 
other crime. What then is her offense? 
What would Jesus say? What did He 
say when the scribes and Pharisees 
brought Co him a certain woman who 
was guilty? They said to Jesus that 
Moses would have her stoned but Jesus 
said to them "he that is without sin 
among you, let him cast a stone at her." 
They didn't even throw a paper wad. 
And Jesus said unto her: "Woman, 
where are those thine accusers?" They 
had skipped. "Neither do I condemn 
thee" said Jesus, "go and sin no more." 

Here was an example of Christ's treat-
ment of a woman who was known to bo 
guilty. Where is the "scriptural in-
junction" that led the Greenville church 
to throw stones at a woman ogainst 
whom ao charge is proven? Moses was 
pretty hard in the bit BometimeB,so much 
so that Jesus set aside some of his arbitra-
ry and uncharitable rulings, but even 
Moses wouldn't hhve stoned an innocent 
woman. Show us the scriptural in-
junction that justifies such action. Hu-
man law permits no person to be con-
demned without a hearing. Divine law 
Is a mockery, If it does. AVe regard the 
action of the council as an outrage up-
on both divine and human law, an out-
rage upon society and the rights of indi-
viduals. If church discipline comes to 
this we shall have to go outside to find 
that "love toward one another," that 
"mercy that endureth forever," that 
• ' C H A R I T Y " which Christ so loved to 
preach to the world, and which he in-
tended to be the very corner stone of 
the church. 

This in brief is Senatcr Ft-rry's record on 
the ({iiostion of finance. It is the position 
of the Republican party as laid down in 
its National Conventio'ns. Ho is now, 
as he ever was, for honest money, an 
honest payment of the national debt, 
and free unrestricted national banking. 
The people are with him, let his detract-
ors say what they may. 

—The notorious Navin, Adrian's mis-
sing mayor, did not skip any too soon. 
About $100,000 in forged mortgages 
have recently come to light, and Navin 
is the chap who did the work. The 
vicinity of Adrian is badly stirred 
up over the new discovery. Navin 
is the shrewdest villain that has 
operated in Michigan for some time. 
And he is probably shrewd enough to 
keep out of the way of those who want 
to see him most. 

—Wm. Brown, of Kentucky, is the 
man who wrote that dirty libel on the 
character of Garfield. He is a Republi-
can and was a Blaine delegate to the 
Chicago convention, ho says. Wo are 
glad Blaine is not responsible for that. 
^Ir. Brown may vote the right ticket 
but it's our opinion that he is a con-
scienceless scoundrel.

H l a R e c o r d . 

Tho Allegan Journal is a strong sup-
porter of Senator Ferry. Referring to 
the Senator's record it says; 

Mr. Ferry's position on the great ques-
tion of finance is a matter of historic 
record. He was one of tho first to pro-
pose a plan to remedy the evils growing 
out of the panic of 1873. On the open-
ing session, Dec. 4,1873, ho introduced 
in the senate and' advocated in a set 
speech; a proposition for removing tho 
monoply icaturc from the national bunk 
system, making it free to all—making 
greenbacks receivable for duties— 
for a ' low-interest, convertible 
bond, and for the substitution of silver 
for the fractional ourrency then in circu-
lation. To his credit be it said every ono 
ol these propositions which were first 
advocated by him have been incorporat-
ed into the statutes of our Nation. His 
t'^'o financial speeches of Dec. 4, 1873 and 
March 10, 1874, of the same session are 
expositions of political economy and fi-
nancial acumen. His motto was 
"Greenbacks rodeonmblo in and equal to 
coin." His famous speech with this 
caption. May 2, 1878. was reprinted in 
different editions to the extent of 100,-
000 copies by tho Republican Congress-
ional Committee and that ablo document 
contributed largely in healing dissen-
sions in the ranks of tho great Repub-
lican party. 

Mr. Ferry was a member of the Special 
Senate Commiteo that reported 
tho resumption act of Januap* 14, 
1875. He has always been conspicuous 
in promoting the funding of the nation-
al debt into low-rate interest bonds. 
During tho third session of tho Forty-
sixth Congress he was chairman of the 
caucus committee of seven Republican 
Senators on the refunding of tho Gov-
ernment loan into 3 per cents and 3  ̂per 
cents. Ho has participated frequently 
in the Congressional donates for several 
sessions ana contributed greatly to the 

' success of the measure for the "payment 
of the duties of the Government in 

greenbacks, thus stopping the discredit 
bv the Government''of its own currency.

ible, their preservation until they have 
done all that nature requires. 

Evils arising from disease in tho tem-
porary teeth, are gum poisoning, alveo-
lar abscess, exfoliation of tho alveolar 
proce88e8,and frequently the ramification 
of the parts employed in tho develop-
ment of tho permanent teeth are impair-
ed. The result is an imperfect tooth not 
only in position, but in texture. One 
essential to the preservation of these or-
gans is attention to cleanliness; the par-
ticles of food that lodge between the 
leeth and along the margin of the gums 
soon undergo decomposition, which pro-
duces irritation of the gums and ren-
ders tho fluidH of the mouth impure, 
thereby producing decayed teeth. The 
means of prevention are plain. The 
amount of filth that is sometimes allow-
ed to accumulate about the teeth of 
children is astonishing.
