Mr. Hinds says: "As to 
climatic influences your readers require 
no discussion from me, as it is a well 
known fact that northern Michigan is 
favored with a climate subject to as 

v sudden and extreme changes as any 
locality in the union: and while our 

inters are rather long the death deal-
ing blizzards and extreme low t empera-
ture so common in the northwest never 
. hill  the blood of our Michigan stock. 
As to the first proposition, is this a natu-
ral grazing country, I answer emphatic-
ally yes. All  kinds of grasses are in-
digenous to our soil and it is only nec-
essary to fall our dense forests or destroy 
them by fire when a carpet of grass 
will  spring up, which is very much im-
proved by sowing timothy and clover 
seed right in the woods." The sheep, 
ho continues "can bo carried in large 
flocks for a merely nominal cost per 
head and the wintering can bo largely 
reduced in both length of time and cost 
of feeding by reserving a portion of the 
range for winter pasture only." He 
cites the fact that his fine Merino flock 

were out to pasture until the week of 
Christmas," and then went to pasture 
again this spring about April  1st. "As 
to the fecundity ami breeding conditions 
of our wood sheep, the visitor is always 
satisfied in looking over our flocks."
