A f te r the making of 
each of said new registrations no other 
shall lie used in any manner at any elec-
tion or township meeting, but the same 
shall be reviewed and corn ctcd 
f rom time to t ime as bcrein-before p ro -
vided upon the mak ing of each new 
registration here under, the former reg-
isters shall be securely sealed up and 
filed with the township clerks n -qtect-
ively. a id shall not again be opened ex-
cejtt upon an order of a cour t of com-
petent jur isdict ion, the Legislature, or a 
duly authorized Commit tee of one or 
both of the Houses thereof. .\W/ir ' i7m// 
bo (jiiru  hij Iln' sn'cntl township cleius 
of the t ime and of each new registration 
by posting wri t ten or printed notices 
thereof in six of the most public places 
in each township at least twenty days
