If so you may rest as-
sured that the legislature will  be qui te 
as glad us the people outside tha t the 
war is ended. The prolonged contest is 
but a violation of tiiftt  principle which 
has hitherto governed, and must always 
govern in this country or disaster will 
follow. I refer to the major i ty rule. 
Had that been held inviolate the contest 
would have ended on the 17th day of 
January ami the people would have had 
no occasion to grumble or find faul t 
wi th the legislature for engaging in a 
protracted struggle such as has been 
gone through. While tho progress of 
legislation has been impeded by this pro-
longed contest for the sentaorship it is 
nevertheless t rue that the legislature lias 
been doing hard work f rom the first and 
many of the members have put in more 
hours per day than most of their constit-
uents. The two regular daily sessions 
have been held as a rule, which with the 

dai ly joint convention, tho conferences 
and the skirmishing at odd hours, have 
caused members to movo nimbly and ta-
ken them into the "wee sma' hours"' 
many l imes before their day's work was 
done.
