He does not in 
dicate the sagacity of Belzebnbor Belial 
in Satan's eouncll. in attempting to 
fori  e the Bible out 'if  school, by law. 
Without  eiiiering into argument with 
him and the Seventy I'etitioners. on the 
merits or demeriis of the bible, I under-
stand tills government in all ils strue-
tnres. was based upon the belief that 
the bible was the word of God. The 
framers arid signers of the Declaration 
of Independence so recognized it. The 
father of onr country so recognizee! it. 
and even Paine denied but its penalties. 
Not a President of the U. S. has ever 
been sworn into ofllce but upon that 
bible. Evury Congress and legiHlature 
has so recognized it. Eveiy siiprume 
court and lower courts also, so recognize 
it:  not one of all these has ever desig 
nated it as a sectarian hook. What the 
people of Iiowelland surrounding towns 
desire in Iiowell is a first-class graded 
school, callable of li lt ing  students for 
the freshman's class at college.

King, Quick &  King's boom just 
above Flat river  bridge I roke and for 
several hours it was feared the bridge 
would go out, which meant the destruc-
tion of the entire row of buddings over 
the river  now resting on uncertain foun-
dations. Fortunately the logs were se-
cured and danger from this source was 
averted. Flat river  continued to rise, 
however, and Grand River continued to 
rise faster until  the waters of the two 
rivers met nearly on a level. The road 
north  of the Upper Grand River bridge 
was under several feet of water Satur-
day and ou Sunday the high water road 
this side of the lower Grand River bridge 
was covered for twenty rods or more, 
the water being over two feet in places. 
The sidewalk for a considerable distance 
was covered with aliout eight inqhes of 
water. All  of the flats between the vi l -
lage and Grand river  were "at  sea.' 
The low< r bridge, although condemned 
and fenced in. was crossed fn -
quently by teams, i iolwilhstanding 

the protestations of the highway com-
missioner and others.

ment of taxes, for school purjioses, is 
nothing but robltery. 

Smmd. Moral  training  is just as nec-
essary as intellectual culture, in crder to 
make good citizens. 
On this proposition,we think  the opin-

ions of the eminent public men ot the 
country are in |ioint. Allow a 
a few quotations, "A  ginxl system of 
schools should be the first  article in a 
code of political regulations; for It  is 
much easier to introduce and establish 
an effectual system for preseiving mor-
als. Ihan to correct by penal statutes,

"Moral,  political and intellectual im-
provement, are duties assigned by the 
aid lior  of onr existence to social, no less 
than to the individual  man. For the

Without  extending these quotations 
from individual  opinion, allow just 
one more from that celebrated enact-
ment, the urdinance of 1787, for the gov-
ernment of the territory  northwest of 
the Ohio river,  which was passed, as is 
well known, within  a few months of the 
adoption of the U. S. constitution, and 
which provides, that "Religion, Moral-
ity  and Knowledge being necessary to 
good government and the happiness of 
mankind, schools, and the means of 
F.diication, shall be forever encouraged." 
Ordinance of 1787. Articles of compact 
No m . 

Now, without quoting further  author-
ity, we see by the above t in t  moral 
training,  in the estimation of tho noted 
public men of this country, is placed 
alongside, and of equal importance with 
intellectual training.  Now, if it  is the 
right  and duty of the state, for the good 
of the state, to provide intellectual 
training  for the future citizen, then it is 
equally the right  and duty of the state 
to provide moral training,  and for ex-
actly the same reason. 

But how is the state to provide moral 
training? We answer: First by provid-
ing teachers of good moral charac-
ter. as the law plainly requires: 
and second, by using iis a text book of 
morals, the book which contains the 
best code of morals according to the 
modern opinion of even skeptical think-
ers. of Germany, France, England and 
America; viz. the Bible. Without  tak-
ing time or space to quote from Euro-
pean opinion, to the same point, sufllce 
it  to give two or three quotations from 
opinions expressed by our own country-
men. Thouia.s Paine says: "The moral-
ity  taught by Christ has never been ex-
celled by any." Franklin  says: "1  think 
his (t 'hrist's)  system of moral anil relig-
ion the best the world ever saw.or is like 
to see." Jefferson says: "His  system of 
morality  was the most benevolent and 
sublime probably lhat has ever been 
taught, and more perfect than those uf 
any of the ancient philosophers.'' So 
much for even skeptical opinion. Add 
to this practice of reading the Bible in 
school, from the time tbe first  common 
school was organized in the colonies, 
more ihan two hundred years ago, till 
the present, tbe practice of having relig-
ious exercises in alt legislative IMMIICS. 
constitutional conventions. iHilitical  con-
venlioiis; chaplains m tbe army, and in 
government and slate iustitutions &c, 
and is it not quite apparent that the idea 
that these practices an1 a violation of 
constitutional law, is an extremely mod-
e m discovery, made by the "Liberals," 
and uiisupported by the facts of our 
country's history. 

But the "Liberals"  of Lowell "know 
that they are right;"  that the modern 
freethinkers of Euro|ie and America, 
are fools, that the practice from "time 
immemorial"  in this country is all wrong, 
ami an oppression to minorities &c;  and 
if  any teacher in school reads to the pu 
pils from the New Testament.

To be followed by a relatively greater 
number men engaged in agriculture. 

To b« followed by an increase in the 
supply of farm products, with no corre-
sponding increase iu the demand. 

To he followed by a reduction of the 
farmers profits. 

I. for one, do not like it." 
Perhaps some robust philosopher who 

raises theories instead of corn will  rise in 
his place, on the call of the States, and 
prove that Samuel Peebles doesn't knew 
what he is talking about. Up to the 
present time, bo.vever, Mr.  Peebles ap-
pears to have a clear majority  in Ins 
favor. 

The Iowa farmer is not only sound 
and logical, but there is one point in 
his analysis of the "tariff-for-revunue-
only"  heresy that men of his class 
would do well to consider. It  is that 
whenever there is a reduction of the 
tariff  and a consequent reduction of man-

ufactured goods of all kinds, there are 
large numliers of men driven to agricul-
ture, ami the entries at the Government 
land ofllces are simply enormous. 

Thus under the operation of the low 
tariff  of the Clay Calhoun compromise 
of 1m:{;j.  in one year (18:10) f..rly-four  and 
a half millions of revenue was derived 
from the sale of public lands, when un-
der a high tiriff  the receipts from that 
source never liefore yielded more than 
three millions m any one year. Such 
facts carry their own comment. Noth-
ing exhausts the public domain so ra|>-
idly  as a low tariff,  which closes the 
mills and factories, which drives large 
numbers of men to agriculture, which 
decreases prices, which damages the far-
mers, which injures business of all kinds 
at the root, which brings on general fi-
nancial stagnation, bankruptcy and ruin,
