Upon the way over the par ty fell in 

with Mr A. C. Bowman, aim ascertain-
ed that the discussion upon freight fa -
cilities at the last meeting of the Valley-
f ru i t growers had borne f ru i t . Mr. 
Bowman represents the f re igh t interests 
of the Detroit, Grand Haven & Milwau-
kee rai lway, and after investigating the 
amount of peaches to be shipped f rom 
Lowell, Ada and Grand Rapids, has 
made the following ar rangement for 
shippers: The train known >is 17, that 
now arrives at Grand Rapids soon a l ter 
dinner f rom the east, is to be made a 
frui t t ram at Lowell and to run through 
to Grand Haven and connect with the 
boat to Milwaukee. Tho train will  leave 
Lowell between 13 and 1 o'clock, ar r iv -
ing here soon a f te r 3, will  remain unt i l 
6 and then leave for Grand Haven, a r -
riving there in t ime for t ransferr ing the 
frui t to the Itoat, which gets to Milwau-
kee about 7 in the morn ing. A rate of 
twenty cents per bushel basket is made, 
thus affording peach men a convenient 
and not expensive mode of shipment. 

After describing the f ru i t farm, &c, 
Mr. Garfield says: 

Years ago the peach bel t of Michigan 
was indicated by a na r row strip along 
the Michigan shore. Every gent leman 
in the party who visited Mr. Husted's 
place yesterday will  cer t i fy that the belt 
extends to Ionia county. This orchard 
of Mr. Husted's is only one of others 
planted early in the seventies which 
bear regular and abundant crops. Tho 
trees are healthy, and the crop abundant . 
If  there is any orchard t ha t hugs Lake 
Michigan that can make as good a show-
ins; as Mr. Husted's, t he owner will  cer-
tainly in this year of scarci ty reap a r ich 
reward, bu t let him remember in adver-
tising his crop that his locality and sue 
cess are 'matched in Lowell, Michigan. 

There are numerous excellent peach 
orchards in this vicinity, a visit to any 
one of which is better than a basket pic-

nic.
