(Nor*.—While the above may icem to Le hliRht-
ly axaggerated the reader must bear In mind 
that It is a boiled down report containing the su-
Car in the sap of a hundred other reports, pre-
pared by paid sapheads. 

—There isn't a stronger temperance 
advocate in the state than the Lansing 
Republican and there isn't a paper in 
the state that denounces in stronger 
terms the action of the political prohi-
bitionists than the same Lansing Repub-
lican. It sees very clearly, as all who 
have eyes must see, that the prohibition-
ists in running an independent organi-
zation are giving material aid to their 
worst political enemy. The "fusionista'' 
in Michigan are looking complacently 
on hoping to see rapid accessions to the 
ranks of the prohibition party, well 
knowing that prohibition gain is also 
Democratic gam because it is Republican 
loss. Under Republican rule in ni.ohi-

During these seven years 
the population of the stale was increased 
by several hundred thousand, and hun-
dreds of new towns and villages sprung 
up in the newer counties, and yet we 
find in 1881 897 fewer saloons or liquor 
dealers in the state than in 1870. This 
showing is the result of Republican leg-
islation in what the Republicans believed 
to be the Interests of temperance. It is 
a much better showing in the intevests 
of temperance than was exhibited under 
the old prohibitory law which stood for 
a score ot years a disinherited creature 
of the people. Every advance step in 
the direction of moral reforms has been 
taken by the Republican party and its 
record is a safe guarantee that it will 
take no step backward. 

—A writer in the Popular Science 
Monthly attributes the increaso in the 
violence and frequency of cyclones to 
the increase in railroad and telegraphic 
operations. The solution is not satisfac-
tory.

The grounds of the Ionia agricultur-
al society are among the most attractive 
to be found any where in tho country. 
They are delightfully situated on tho 
bank of Grand river comprising about 
30 acres of land which has a line natural 
drainage and is admirably adapted in 
every respect for the purposes of a fair. 
At the west end is a natural grove of 
forest trees giving the whole a park-
like aspect. The track is the best half-
mile track in the United States as 
horsemen all agree. The buildings are 
now fully adequate, tbo splendid new-
grange and floral hall being a conspic-
uous feature in the north-east corner. 
This ball consists of a main building 
octagonal in form, fronting to the east, 
and 4» feet across. This is surmounted 
by a tower and a handsome balcony in 
front. From one of the sides of the 
octagon a wing extends 50 feet to the 
west which is set on a stone foundation 
raised above high watermark, and lath-
ed and plastered inside with a good sub-
stantial floor and roof. This opens into 
the rotunda or main room, and is for 
the use of the county and Ionia town-
ship granges. It is intended to in tho 
future put m two more wings, as they are 
needed , when the entire width of the 
building will  be 148 feet. The main 
room is also on a stone foundation 
though not so high as the grange hall. 
The cost by contract is $1500, one-third 
, of which was paid by the grange, two-

thirds by the socieiy.
