E D I T O R I A L COMMENT. 

—Without entering into a general dis-
cussion ot the merits ot the question the 
J O U R N A L will  venture a remark or two 
touching the action of the complainants 
in asking for an injunction to prevent 
the reading of the Biblo and singing 
of hymns in our public schools. The 
complainants evidently hold that to read 
the Bible or to sing a hymn, or to offer 
a prayer in school, is teaching sectarian 
religion, for if they expect to secure an 
injunct ion by legal process to prevent 
this they must do so under the statutes 
prohibiting the expenditure of public 
monies for the support of sectarian -

schools. If it is teaching sectarian re-
ligion to read a chapter f rom the Bible, 
or to sing a hymn in school then it must 
be "sectarian" to read f rom a school 
reader containing a psalm or any pass-
age f rom the Bible. If it is "sectarian" 
to do this then it must be "sectarian" to 
read the Declaration of American Inde-
pendence, for the support of which the 
signers thereof, "wi th a firm reliance on 
the protection of Divine Providence," 
pledged to eachothgr their "lives," their 
" fortunes" and their "sacred hono r " 
All  their knowledge of Divine Provi -
dence came from the Bible. If i t is 
teaching sectarian religion to read the 
Bible or sing a hymn in school, then let 
us be consistent and throw out with 
these our standard dictionaries, for in 
defining "God,' ' and many other words, 
they quote many passages of scripture. 
A sectarian dictionary in school is a bad 
thing. Then there are tne sectarian 
spelling books. They spell God with a 
big "G." and get their definitions f rom 
the sectarian dictionaries. The sectarian 
hchool readers, as we have said, quote 
freely from the Bible, and contain scores 
of selections f rom religious books, both 
in prose and poetry. Of course they 
must go—all of them. As to other tex t 
books, it looks as if we might be a'ble to 
save a few arithmetics and algebras ;)ro-
yided they don't contain any embroider-
ed book marks, such as "God Bless our 
Home," etc. The blackboards and maps 
are not strictly sectarian. The bell on 
the central building is rather methodistic 
in lone, but the rope was bought of a 
Baptist, and a boy that attends the con-
gregational church sometimes pulls it. 
The bell evidently comes under the 
King James version and is somewhat 
sectarian, but not enough so to be of fen-
sive. 

As to the singing of hymns in school, 
wo think the sectarian lessons drawn 
f rom them by the pupils aro not so im-
pressive as to prejudice their young 
minds one way or another. That sing, 
'ng ia a refreshing opening exorcise, en 
joyed alike by teacher and pupil, few 
who have tauglit or attended school will 
deny. "The " in junct ion" asked, how-
ever, precludes only the singing of 
• 'hymns."' Very well. While serving 
an injunct ion on "Rock of Ages, cleft 
for me," perhaps it would be well to 
ask for a mandamus compelling teachers 
and pupils to sing "Ho! Bob Ridley( 

hoi" That is non-sectarian, certainly. 
Now there is the grand old hymn, 

• "America." I t has been sung in ten 
thousand schools by ten hundred thou-
sand voices. 

"My country, 'tig of thee, 
Sweet land of liberty, 

Of thee I sing: 
Land where my fathers died, 
Land of the pilgrlm'g pride, 
From every mountain Hide, 

Let Fisedom ring. 
There doesn't seem to be anything se«' 

tarian in that. Sing i t . Don't read it, 
simply; sing it right dut. Now sing the 
next two stanzas. There, that hymn is 
all r ight so far; now sing the last s tan-
za. But—ah, we see—there's been an 
injunction served on that last stanza. 
It 's not only a hymn—« W a P R A Y E R ! 

and right bore in school, too! Well, 
at the risk of being called sectarian, we 
are going to sing the whole th ing 
through, so here goes the fourlh and 
last stanza. 

Our fathers' God, to Thee. 
Author of Liberty, 

To Thee we sing; • 
Long may our land be bright, 
WItS freedom's hely light; 
Protect us by Thy mlgfit, 

Great God, our King. 
There, having sung the hymn, in 

eluding the sectarian stanza, we settle 
back to watch the "pernicious effect." 

—The Ionia Standard last week con 
tained a very lengthy editorial on "The 
Democracy on the Liquor Question.' 
The writer, however, gave his own 
views as an individual and not the re 
cord of the party, save that of its ear 
lier years. One very absurd and gross-
ly untrue statement lie makes when he 

says our present liquor law "has been 
shorn of its strength by Republican leg-
islation." The J O U R N A L is surprised 
that so learned a man as John B. Hutch 
ins should exhibit such ignorance con-
cerning the att i tude of the respective 
parties in the legislature on the liquor 
question. The records are against him, 
however, and clearly show that Kepub-
lican legislation has been steadily di-
rected toward the fur ther restriction of 
the tra(lie while the Democrats in the 
legislature, as a party with few individ-
ual exceptions, have taken exactly the 
opposite stand.

The fair a t Grand Rapids last week 
was a grat i fying success iu all respects.

The attendauco on Thursday was est i-
mated at 30,000, which was a large es 
thnato. Tho crowd, however, was the 
largest that has been seen on those 
grounds since the state fair was held 
there. The gate and grand stand re-
ceipts were $8,875:15; about $000 more 
than last year. There were 881 mem-
bership tickets sold and the entire gross 
receipts amount to about $12,000. Af ter 
paying its debts the society will  have 
over $0,000 dollars In the treasury; prob-
ably near $7,000. The question of 
where to hold the next fair of the soci-
ety has not been decided as yet.

A bill  was filed in the circuit court at 
Grand Rapids last Saturday asking for 
an injunction to restrain the school 
trustees and teachers of t h h village from 
allowing or giving Bible reading, pray-
ers, hymn singing, or any religious ex-
ercises in tho Lowell Union school. The 
complainants, as published in the Times, 
are C .T . Wooding, W. J. Danforth, 
William Pullen, J . C. Train. C. McCar-
ty. Chandler Johnson, W. II. Blaisdell. 
1. B. Malcolm. E. A. Chapman, A. A. 
Andrews, Win G. Sayles, F, B. Fair-
childs, J . C. Wardwell, S. F. Edmonds, 
Edward R. Huxley, E. W. Avery, Will 
F. Lally, H. E. Clark, Henry W. Booth, 
Jno. W. Randell, E. Clark and H. F. 
Clark,G. Behler. 

Tho parties they seek to restrain are 
Robert Hunter . Jr. , Robert W. Graham, 
Jacob C. Hare, I'. B. Hine and Daniel 
Pletcher, comprising the Board of Trus-
tees of School District No. 1, of the 
township of Lowell, and Worthy L. 
Shuart. Miss Mary McVean, Miss Agnes 
Easterby, Mrs. P. B. Bell, Miss Lucy 
McVean, Miss Emma Lamb, Wil l  M. 
Chapman, Miss Eva L. Rickert, and 
Miss Emma Chapman, teachers in the 
same school. 

Tho affidavit sets forth that the com-
plainants are residents in and citizens 
and taxpayers of school district No. 1. 
of the village and township of Lowell, 
and - that the said school is maintained 
as an integral part of the school system 
of tho state, continued in existence by 
taxes levied upon the property and 
against tho residents: that they are very 
much divided in opinion and practice 
upon matters connected with religious 
belief, worship and education: that some 
of tho citizens are Israelites who reject 
the christian religion altogether, as bo-
ng the religion of those only who believe 

and espouse the doctrines and teachings 
of Jesus Christ, and who profess that 
Christianity is their form of religion: 
that said Israelites believe only in the 
inspired truth of what is known as the 
Old Testament and this only in the orig-
inal Hebrew tongue or language, and 
such other religious truths as are perpet-
uated in their body by tradition; that 
also many of said citizens do not believe 
the writings embraced in the Bible to 
be entitled to bo considered as contain-
ing an authoritative declaration of relig-
ious t ruth: that a still greater number 
of said citizens together with their chil-
dren aro members of the Roman Catholic 
church, and conscientiously believe in 
its doctrines, faith and forms of wor-
ship, and that by said church tho K ing 
James version of the Bible is taught and 
believed to bo incorrect as a translation, 
and incomplete by reason of its omis-
sion of a part of the books held by such 
church Io be an integral portion of the 
inspired Canon, and furthermoro that 
the Scripture  ̂ought not to be read in-
discriminately, insomuch as said church 
has divine authority as the only infalli-
ble teacher and interpreter of tho same, 
and that the reading of the same with-
out note or comment and without being 
properly expounded by the only author-
ized teachers and interpreters thereof is 
not only not beneficial to the children in 
salo schools, but likely to lead to the 
adontion of dangerous errors, irreligious 
faith, practice and worship, and that by 
reason thereof tho practice of reading 
the King James version of tho Bible, 
commoniy and only received as inspired 
and true by the Protestant religious 
sects, in the presence and hearing of Ro-
man Catholic children is regarded by 
the members of the Roman Catholic 
church as contrary to their r ight of con-
science: but there are other religious 
sects and denominations, and bodies of 
citizeus, who either do not regard tho 
Bible as the authoritative source of re-
ligious truth, or who regard themselves 
as possessed of tho only true sense there 
of." 

After quoting at length variousacts of 
the legislature prohibiting the expendi-
ture of money by officials to support 
sectarian schools, they pray that tho 
Board of Trustees and teachers bo re 
strained and enjoined by an injunct ion 
from holding mid conducting said relig 
ions exorcises or any religious exorcises, 
reading the King James version or any 
other version of the Bible, praying and 
singing religious hymns or permitting 
the same to be done in the schools of said 
school district No. I, of the village and 
township of Lowell 

Wo are infonned that Albert J . Chap-
man of Detroit, brother of E. A. Chap-
man of this village, will  appear as at 
torney for c.miplainants. The " t r ia l1 

of this matter, our readers will  remem-
ber, was begun m the J O U R N A L a long 
t imeago and thrown out of the J O U R N A L 

court, finally, on account of "no juris-
diction." It was held that there were 
legal questions involved and the J O U R -

NAL recommended those interested to 
take the case into court where legal 
questions are settled. If it is illegal to 
read the Bible, or pray, or sing hymns 
m school, let tho court so determine. 

It will  bo an important test ease t 
as it is something mere than a local mat-
ter, and the outcome will  be looked for 
with much interest by tho people else-
where.
