The Dlvlilon of Diikotu. 

No Territory of the republic now en-
grosses more interest than Dakota, and 
therefore the adoption of a constitution 
by the people of the southern half, by 
the vole of last week, as a preliminary 
to an application for the admission of 
southern Dakota as a state, attracts «en-
eral attention. In June the capital of 
Dakota was removed to Bismark, the 
thriving young city on tho Missouri riv-
er and the Northern Pacific Hallway, a-
boul 1,800 miles from New York. The 
loss of the capital exasperated the peo-
ple of the southern part of the Territory 
and they have detenuined to cut loose 
and make their half of the Territory an 
independent Slate. Gov. Ordway has 
exerted himself to prevent the sepera-
lion, but Iho action of last week indi-
cates that Congress will  soon he called 
upon to decide whether a division shall 
be made. I t is uiged that the part of 
the territory lying south of the forty-
sixth parallel has 250,000 population and 
possesses natural resources which amp-
ly just i fy its admission as a State. The 
whole Territory is about three times as 
large as New York, although not quite 
as large as California. Its area exceeds 
that of the British Isles, and its space 
contains comparatively little wasteland. 
The admission of a part or whole of the 
Territory as a State cannot long bo de-
ferred, and it appears that the southern 
Dakotans will  insist upon a division.— 
N. Y. Mait uiul Exjiress.

Mlclileun Crop Report November 1, 1883, 

For this report returns have been re-
ceiyed from 752 correspondents repre-
sentiug 005 townships. Four hundred 
and ninety of these returns are from 384 
townships in the southern four tiers of 
counties. 

In the southern four tiers of counties 
the wheat crop of 1883 weighs 91 per 
cent of full  full  weight, or less than 56i 
pounds per measured bushel. The acre-
age seeded to wheat this fall is 91 per 
cent of tho acreage seeded m 1883, and, 
compared wi th vitality and growth of 
average years, the condition is 88 per 
cent. Compared with 1883 there is a de-
crease of 31 per cent in the area of clov-
er seed harvested, and of 38 per cent in 
the yield per acre. The potato crop is 
less than four-fifths as large as in 1882. 
Tho condition of cattle and sheep is 
slightly below their condition one year 
ago. 

Owing to dry weather at seeding time 
wheat was generally sowed late. The 
top is small, and the ground only par-
tially covered. Although the plant 
seems to be healthy, wheat is going into 
the winter in poor condition. 

At the t ime the reports were made on-
ly a small portion of the clover seed had 
been hulled. 

Reports have been received of the 
quantity of wheat marketed by farmers 
during the month of October at 257 ele-
vators and mills. Of these 215 are in the 
southern four tiers of counties, which is 
forty-three per cent of the whole num-
ber of elevators and mills in these coun-
ties. The total number of bushels report-
ed marketed is 1,280,713, of which 311,424 
bushels were marketed in the first or 
southern tier of counties; 433,587 bush-
els in the second tier; 212,315 bushels in 
the third tier: 220,175 bushels in tho 
fourth tier, and 112,212 bushels in the 
counties north of the southern four 
tiers. At 19 elevators and mills, or sev-
en per cent of the whole number from 
which reports have been received, there 
was no wheat marketed during the 
month. 

Tho total number of bushels reported 
marketed in August, September and Oc-
tober is 3,810,970.
