About eight o'clock Saturday morning 
fire broke out in the second floor of the 
Somerby building east of the post-office 
and, although discovered early, the 
flames rapidly spread beyond control and 
it was at once evident that many more 
buildings must go with it. The work of 
moving om goods was vigorously begun 
and quite successfully conducted by the 
occupants of the buildings west of tho 
Somerby building. Tlie wind coming 
from tho north east drove the lire 
through tho entire wooden row west to 
water street, burning also the wooden 
row up Water street to and including 
Mrs. Lane's restaurant. The fire also 
reached over the bridge and burned four 
wooden buildings on the south side, mak-
ing in all 20 buildings destroyed. The 
Lowell firemen's hose was made to doits 
best work which is at best mighty poor. 
Help was asked early from Grand Rap 
ids and No. 2, steam fire engine, Thos. 
Gibbon, engineer, and several men with 
foreman David Walker, made haste to 
respond. Delay in ga t i ng transporta-
tion prevented an immediate start, but 
the run to Lowell was made in 25 min 
utes and the Grand Rapids fire laddies 
did good service, although the flames 
had about spent their fury before their 
engine arrived. The Lowell flouring 
Mill  was seriously threatened and had 
it not been for the mill's force pnmp and 
hose tho mill  would have burned and 
with it the east portion of Union block 
in which the JOURNAL office is located. 
The mill  nose did effective service and 
is worth more than all the fire apparatus 
tho village owns, for extinguishing fires 
in its vicinity.

According to these estimate? tho total 
loss foots up over $3-1.000, on which the 
insurance is about #7,500. Further re-
covery of lost goods and closer esti-
mates will  probably reduce tho loss 
somewhat. Secretary Mansfield, of the 
Michigiin Mutual Fire Ins. Co., Grand 
Rapids, says his company bad risks in 
the burned buildings to the amount of 
$3. 300. The balance is distributed 
among other companies, tho names of 
which nobody cares so long as they pay 
up the losses promptly. Then they will 
want a $3 puff in the paper for merely 
doing what they agreed to do when they 
took the risks. 

F I R E NOTES. 

It was lively work. 
And everybody worked lively.

Parties who discovered the fire and 

broke into Chapman's gallery say there 
was a box, which they thought con-
tained chemicals, on fire close to tho 
stove-pipe running up into the gallery 
from Iline'u jewelry store. Mr. Chap-
man says the box was not close to tho 
stovepipe and did not contain chemi-
cals. 

Too many helped themselves to the 
contents of the burned saloons, and be-
came noisy. Handy Taylor of Suranac 
and his crew were especially loud and 
ought to have been jugged at once. 
They went through the streets shouting 
and swearing like wild Conianches 
and some ladies on the stioets were bad-
ly frightened. Such demonstrations aro 
simply disgraceful and ought to be nip-
ped in the bud, every time. A big fire 
is no excuse for a big drunk. 

Tho post-office boys did nobly and 
saved all the mail, stamps, furniture, 
and everything of value. The mail was 
necessarily badly mixed and it was a 
big job to get it straightened out. Post-
master Perry has temporary quarters in 
the New Lyon Block. He extends his 
best thanks to those who aided him. 

Several burned out parlies had articles 
of va-ue stolen while the fire was raging, 
and atterward. Somebody is likely to 
be called a thief before long—several 
somebodies, in fact.

M i c h i g a n C r o p R e p o r t F o r j H i i u u r y . 

For this report returns have been re 
ceived from the correspondents repre-
senting 591 townships; 466 of those re-
turns are from 343 townships in the 
southern four tiers of counties. 

At Lansing the average temperature 
during December was 28 5 Falironlieit. 
the highest, on tho 7th. 50® Fahrenheit, 
and the lowest, on the I9h. 2 - Fahren-
heit. I t began snowing in various, per-
haps all parts of tho State on the 14th. 
and during the next few days snow fell 
in sufficient quantity to protect the 
wheat fairld well, and the ground has 
not been bare since. Th,-> statement is 
made up from meteorological returns to 
tlie State Board of Health. 

Farm animals are yet in very good con-
dition, but correspondents quite gener-
ally note the fact that the failurs of the 
c o r n crop begins to tell in their appear-
ance. The question. "Has wheat dur 
ing Deco. .her suffered injury from any 
c a u s e ? " 8 9 correspondents m the south-
ern counties and 78 in the nortlien. an-
swer "YOB." and 133 correspondents in 
the southern counties and 151 iu the 
northern answer "No" "Horse distent 
per," "epizootic." and "catarrhal im 
tlamation" in horsesaie reported preva-
lc*iit  in a number of localities. "Hou 
cholera" is reuorted from a low locali 
lies, and the presence of "chickeu cho!e 
ral' is noted by 2 correspondents. 

The quantity of wheat on hand m the 
southern four tiers of counties isestima 
ted at 33 per cent, and in the nortlien 
counties at 28 per cent of the 1883 crop 
These figures indicate about 8.509.28 
bushels of wheat now in the hands " 
farmers. 

Tho quantity of wheat reported mar-
keted since September 1. is 5,977,712 nu. 
but as reports have been received from 
only about one half of the mills and ele-
vators in the state, the total quantity 
marketed is probably twice this amount 
or say 11.959.006 bushels. The q a itity 
used for seed is probably about a.dUC.OOO 
bushels, and the amount consumed bv 
farmers and others supplied directly 
from farmers' bins may be estimated at 
1,500.000. making the total amount mar 
keted, used for seed and consumed by 
farmers 15.950,000 bushels. Dedu. t this
