Ho gives employment to hundreds of 
laborers and in ever) instance bus he 
been to them a friend. This fact so well 
known to the workingmen all over the 
state, by whom ho is HO strongly en-
dorsed, brought to him the earnest and 
solid support of the delegates from the 
sections where the workingmen of the 
woods and factories are found. They 
know him and will  enthusiastically sup-
]>ort  him. As a soldier candidate Mich 
igan could furnish no lietter. A hero of 
many tattles, his rapid promotions 
were well earned, He wears the scars 
of ugly rebel hulletx. Like Custer he 
was a brave and hrilllant  lighter and 
his men followed I heir Intrepid  leader 
as ('lister's men followed him.

The eminent temperance reformer of 
Chicago, Francis Murphy,  has I wen in-
terviewed upon the third  party move-
ment ostensibly in the interest of 
prohibition.  He looks at the matter 
from tho standpoint of the work in 
which he is engage 1 and pronounces it 
ill-advised. He is very positive about 
it. "1  am not."  he says, "a  political 
temperance worker, but a gospel tem-
perance worker,"  and while he lias only 
kind words for those from whom he 
dissents he has no hesitation in saying 
with  all positiveness, in the light of 
exj-erience, that the cause to which his 
his life is devoted will  lie injure  1 and 
its f.uccess retarded by a political third 
party. He alludes to the fact, so fresh 
in the public mind, that the victories 
won in Iowa, Kansas, Maine and Illinois 
were achieved without any such agency, 
and further  says: "I  have never known 
during my whole experience as a tem-
perance man, where th • organization of 
a third  party has helped the cause of 
temperance, but it has always injured 
it."

For this report returns have been re-
turns have been received from 870 corre-
spondents, representing 640 townships. 
Six hundred and two of these returns 
are from 100 townships in the southern 
four  tiers of counties. 

The weather during harvest l ime was 
exceptionally lino. The rain-fall  at 
Lansing during July amounted to :! and 
12-hundredths in'-hes as compared with 
10 and !2-hundiv^]ths  inches in July, 
'8;l.  Wheat and hay have lieon secured 
in excellent condition and are of super-
ior  quality. Wheat seems to bo yield-
ing better than was anticipated, and it 
is probable that the aggregate produ ct 
will  exceed the estimate of one month 
ago. The amount of wheat In farmers' 
hands was reduced about two percent, 
during July. 

Corn| promises, in the southern four 
tiers of counties H5) per cent, and in the 
counties north of the southern four tiers 
011 per cent, the comparison being with 
vitality  and growth of averaga years. 
Oats are estimated to yield about 33 
bushels and barley 21 ami one half bush-
els per acre. The yield of hay per acre 
was about If!  per cent less in quantity, 
but much better in quality than in '83. 
Meadows and pastures, and clover sown 
this year have lieon badly injured  by the 
drouth. 

Apples seem to promise about two-
thirds, and j leaches one-fifth of an aver-
age t rop. From many localities the es-
timates for peaches are believed to be of 
but little  value. 

Reports have been received of the 
quantity  of wheat marketed by farmers 
during the month of July at '.'11 eleva-
tors and mills. Of these 180 are in the 
southern four tiers of counties, which is 
thirty-six  per cent of the whole number 
of elevators and mills in these counties. 
The total mnuLer of bushels reported 
marketed is 199.104, of which 79,321 
bushels were marketed in the first  or 
southern tier of counties: 40,025 bushels 
in the second tier;  30,601 bushels in the 
third  tier:  :I5I029 bushels in the fourth 
tier, and 7,109 bushels in the counties 
north  of the southern four tiers. At 50 
elevators and mills, or 27 per cent of the 
whole number from which reports have 
been received, there was no wheat mar-
keted during the month. 

The total number of bushels reported 
marketed in the twelve months, August 
—July, is 9,057,805.

The Itepublican State Convention,held 
in Detroit last Wednesday, was one of 
the most earnest and enthusiastic con-
ventions ever assembled in Michigan. 
Omitting  details ami routine work the 
J O U R N A L presents lie low brief sketches 
of the nominees for Governor and other 
state offices admirably prepared by the 
Lansing Republican: 

" U E N . K. A. A L Q E U , 

The Republican nominee forgovernor, 
was born in Lafayette township. Medina 
county. Ohio, in 1836. When but eleven 
years of age both parents died, leaving 
himself and a younger brother and sis-
ter to struggle for subsistence without 
any substantial means of support. That 
he acquitted himself nobly is seen from 
the following brief history: He worked 
on a farm in Richfield, Ohio, for the 
succeeding seven years, saving money 
enough to defray his expenses at tho 
Richfield academy during the winter 
terms. He obtained a good English ed-
ucation, and taught school for several 
subsequent winters. From 1857 to 18!i9 
he was a law student m the office of 
Wolcott &  Upson at Akron,  and at the 
end of that time was admitted to the 
bar by the Ohio supreme court. He 
soon after removed to Cleveland and 
entered the law office of Otis &  Collin-
bury, where ho remained for several 
months. Close confinement and laird 
study bad uiidermmed his health, and 
he was forced to give up tho law and 
find a more healthful pursuit. He re-
moved to Grand Rapids, Mich., to en-
gage in the lumber business. In this he 
was eminently successful, for push and 
industry  are his prevailing characteris-
tics; and fair  dealing and a generous 
spirit  toward employes has gained him 
hosts of friends in every part of the state. 
He removed to Detroit in 1805 where he 
has since lived. He was a member of 
the well known firm  of Moore &  Alger 
until  its dissolution, when he became 
the head of the firm  of R. A. Alger & 
Co. He is now president of the firm  of 
Alger, Smith &  Co., which succeeded R. 
A. Alger &  Co. He is also president of 
the Manistiqtie lumbering company, and 
president of the Detroit, Bay City &  Al-
pena railroad  company, besides lieing a 
stockholder and director of tho Detroit 
National bank and in the Peninsular 
Car company. 

But the most interesting and brilliant 
part  of his life record has been written 
m the history of the great rebellion. 
The conspicuous gallantry of Michigan 
soldiers has been hcknowledgcd. not 
only by the sister states of the Union, 
but by the whole world, and among her 
noble sons who went forth  to battle none 
acquitted themselves more valiantly 
than R. A. Alger. He first  enlisted in 
the 2d cavalry, and was commissioned 
captain of Co. C. The service per-
formed is summed up in the following 
sentence: 'He took part in 00 battles 
and skirmishes: and at the close of the 
war was brevetted brigadier general 
and major general "for  gallant and 

meritorious service in the field.'"  Ho 
was twice severely wounded, first  at 
Booneville, Miss, and second at Boons-
borough, Md. Ho won his bars and 
stars under the very eyes of those great 
and gallant soldiers, Sheridan and Cus-
ter. He has never sought public office, 
but if chosen Governor will  make as 
faithful  ami successful a public official 
as he has been a thorough business man 
and gallant soldier. He is worthy of 
. nd entitled to every vote in tho Repub-
hcan ranks; and tho Union veterans, 
without  distinction of party, will  rally 
to bis standard. In tho convention ho 
received 371 votes, against 243 cast for 
Cyrus G. Luce. 

ARCHIBALD BUTTARR, 

the nominee for lieutenant governor, 
was born in Manchester, England, in 
1838, and came to Michigan in 1852. He 
has been a resident of Charlevoix since 
1850. He received a common school 
education, has been a wood cutter, lum-
berman, land-looker and merchant. He 
was chosen state senator in 1880 and re-
elected in 1882. II.s popularity  at home 
is shown in the fact that ho received 
1,870 majority  over George Parmelee, 
who received the democratic and green-
back vote combined. The esteem with 
which he was held by brother senators 
is shown in the fad that he was chosen 
president pro tem of the senate, a JIOSI-

tion which he now holds. 
The good sense of the convention was 

shown in tho fact that it renominated by 
acclamation Secretary of State Harry  A. 
Conant of Monroe, State Treasurer E.H. 
Butler  of Wayne, Auditor  General Stev-
ens of Washtenaw. Land Commissioner 
Minor  S. Newell of Genesee, and Super-
intendent of Public Instruction  H. R. 
Gass of Hillsdale. James M. Ballott of 
Allegan was nominated for board of ed-
ucation.

torney general. He is a sound and bril-
liant  lawyer and is the very best selec-
tion which could have been made."
