Hubbell moved to have the charges in-
vestigated but the Senate took no stock 
In the rantingfl of Innea and declined to 
go to the trouble and expense of an in-
Tt/stigation. Hubbell then arose and 
said that were General Innes on the 
floor of the sonato and wt re it p^rlia 
msn ta ry . Hubbell would say to him in 
the language of Horace Greeley, " Y o u 
lie, you rascal—you lie." 

The language being unparhnmentary 
of course Senator Hubbell could not use 
it, bu t could only say what he would 
Bay wero the language not unparl iamen-
tary . No one can fall to appreciate Mr. 
HubboU's conscientious regard for par-
l iamentary usages. The JOURNAL ap-
plauds the careful observance thereof 
and would not object to an encore. Mr. 
Hubbel l , however, did not. quote Mr. 
Oreeley quite correct ly. The great 
journal ist used the word "villian"'  in-

stsad of "rascal," the former word being 
more euphonious as well as expressive. 
Bu t Mr. Hubbell meant well enough 
and Gen. Innes will  not fail to give h i m 
credit for the best of intentions. Ho in-
tended in the course of his vigorous and 
t imely speech to remove the cuticle in 
its en t i re t r f rom Gen. Innes ' person and 
he did i t with neatness and dispatch.

There has been ii.troduced in the leg-
idature of Tennessee recently a bill  pen-
sioning he rebel soldiers f rom that 
state. The republicans are opposing the 
measure, bccauso of its revolut ionary 
character and encouragement of rebel-
lion. 

The lower house of the Dakota Legis-
lature has passed a woman-suf f rage bill. 
Woman suf f rage appears to be a great 
deal more popular in the Territories, 
where suffrage amounts to but little, 
whoever possesses it, than it is in the 
States, where it controls the election of 
State officers ana the enactment of laws. 

The total exports of the United States 
to Mexico dur ing the last year were some 
$15,000,000.
