The fol lowing te legram 
f r o m Washington, dated March 7, 18(55 
refers to the thr i l l ing event as fol lows:' 

"Wh i le a t the Wh i te House yesterday 
the Michigan delegates were treated like 
a surprise. Jus t as Mr. Houseman had 
taken Mr. Cleveland's hand and was in 
the act of pul l ing his head down to whis-
per a confidential message in his ear, 
the doorkeeper howled out : "Gent lemen 
step this way as soon as your interv iew 
wi th the president is over." This r a t h -
ei disconcerted the par ty and they lef t 
w i thout securing any definite i n fo rma-
t ion. ' ' 

The "Michigan Delegation"' ihen-ad-
journed sine die, weighing about a 
pound apiece. Their diplomatic adven-
tures ought to appear in book form, pro-
fusely i l lustrated. 

THE PRESIDEWS ADVISERS. 

The ablest members of Cleveland's 
Cabinet—Bayard, Lamar and G a r l a n d -
are f rom the south. Mr. Lamar was n 
member of the secession convent ion in 
bis state ai>d a f te rward a colonel in the 
rebel a rmy. Mr. Gar land aasisied in 
d ra f t ing the const i tut ion of the C. S. A. 
and served in the confederate congress 

Mr. Bayard's sympathies were also wi th 
the " lost cause*" They are three of the 
Bouth's most eminent Htatesmen. The. 
members of President Cleveland's cabi -
net f rom the nor th a re not known as 
statesmen. The best known of them is 
Mr. Vilas of Wisconsin. Mr. Manning 
of New York is a banker and a shrewd 
poli t ician; Mr. Endicot t of Massachu-
setts, a lawyer wi th a good s t ite reputa-
t ion; Mr. Whi tney , ot New York, a son-
in law of Standard Oil Pftyne of Ohio. 
The southern members of the cabinet 
are men ripp ia .egislatlvo experience 
and are recognized as leading represen-
tat ives of their party. The nor thern 
members are not so well known, being 

as yet untr ied. 

LOOKING AHEAD. 

Ben Butler says Gen. F i tzhugh Lee 
received more at tent ion at Washington, 
inaugurat ion day, than any other man, 
and, he adds, "perhaps he ough t to be 
the next president." Gen. F i tzhugh Lee 
was a gal lant officer in the rebel a rmy 
and is worshiped by all who wore the 
grev. There is a notion enter ta ined by 
some that an ex rebel officer should not 
be elected president of the Nat ion which 
he fought to destroy hut It must be 
borne in mind tha t 158 of the electoral 
votes that elected Cleveland came f rom 
the very men who fought w i th and un-
der Gen. Loe. As those who wore 
the grey are now in command 
we see no reason why they should no t 
select Gen. Leo as their nex t command-
er if they wan t to. They fu rn ish the 
votes and have a r ight to name the can 
didates.

QUERIES.—In reply to " Ichabod, ' I have 
used White Helebore du-ted on the cu r -

rant bushes and found it effectual. Last 
year it failed, ow ing I th ink to adu l te r -
at ion. I then used a weak solution of 
Paris Green w u h syringe. Proved e f -
fectual. If any one uses this, make it 
weak and use early and I th ink there is 
no danger; a t any rate we found no bad 
effects. 

Has any one tried spraying the f ru i t 
trees with Paris Green water or any oth-
er preparat ion to destroy inaecta thai in-
fest them? 

Why do wo have such a prejudice 
against "book farmers?"' Cannot a per -
son who Is able to write his thoughts, 
farm practically? Who can say J . John -

son or Joseph Harris are not pract ical 
farmers, and most successful ones, too? 

Tho t ru th is I th ink we take their 
wr i t ings too l i teral ly; we should apply 
what wo read to our own case jud ic -
iously. So little comes under our p e r -
sonal observation, if we depend on this 
wholly how narrow our minds would be, 

hence prejudice; for w i th a broader 
view of th ings, prejudice, ignorance 
take leave.

we chanced to read in some paper t ha t 
some lady hail got rid of them by means 
of po ta to water, and knowing tha t tho 
water in which potatoes had been boil-
ed was poisonous, when boiled wi th the 
skina on, we put • n a ket t le of amall po-
tatoes and boiled them and dashed the 
water oyer the inside of the ben house 
and in a few days every louse disappear-
ed, and not one haa been seen since. I 
remember when I was a lad tha t m y 
fa ther , when he boiled his potatoes for 
his hogs, was very careful to d ra in off 
the water before mix ing in hia meal, 
believing i t was hur t fu l . I th ink the 
water ahould not be given to any an i -

mal. Cabbage and cur rant worms 
hereafter, in theirseason, H. HOLT.

There are a great many potatoes market-
ed m Lowell, and genen l l y a t five to 
ten cents a bushel less then they would 
command if they were properly jor ted. 
.-Vll  potatoes smaller than a large hen's 
egg. sun burned and scabby potatoes, 
should be left at home, when potatoes 
are being sold, then you would have 
tnoae sorted out to feed to your stock, 
and wha t you sell would br ing aa much 
as if all were left in. I t won ' t do if 
one half of the fa rmers sort and the 

other nai f don't , as the potatoes are 
general ly thrown In a pile together, and 
tho good suffer for the company they fall 
into. There is a good deal more that 
be said wi th profit to the farmer and buy -
er on this subject , but now having intro-
duced it I will  leave it to tne fofpiers to 
discuss.
