Personal ment ion of people coming f rom 
or going to some place distant is "news" 
and acceptable as such. There is a ten-
dency, however, to over do thi8uper8on-
al" business and the local press should 
put on the brakes when it f inds valuable 
space in its columns occupied more by 
personals than any th ing else. The ques-
tion is—"wliat 's the n e w s r News tha t 
will  interest the general reader, we 

mean. The more fact tha t J o h n Jones 
called on his neighbor, John Smith, is 
not impor tant news for publication. If 
John Jones calls on John Smi th and 
buys his form, tha t is a good news item. 
If  a person is dangerously ill,  or badly 
hur t , or has lost a houso or b a m by Are, 
or is bui ld ing a new house, or is moving 
to another placc, or has been get t ing 
marr ied, let the papers say so. But if 
a person is jus t comfor tably sick, or has 
had a tooth pul led,or is visi t ing a neigh-
bor ing town, or has found two yolks in 
one egg, or is spark ing a new girl—these 
and similar i tems are not real ly of sufti-
cient importance to be heralded to the 
world 'by the press. 

—By the death of Emery A. Storrs, 
of Chicago, which occurred at Ottawa, 
111. last Saturday morning, this country 
has lost one of its most bri l l iant lawyers 
and one of its most eloquent orators. Mr. 
StoiTH was not in al l respects a model 
man . He had faul ts—was careless in 
meet ing his obligations to his fel lowmen, 
sometimes, but he was a geniup and a 
man of great talents. Some of the finest 
gems found in t he Engl ish language are 
just ly credited to Emery A. Storrs.

Lowellltet have Vound It. 

The fol lowing f r o m the Gainesvil le 
(Ga.) Eagle and Press of Sept. 4, will  be 
read w i th interest by the JOURNAL read-
ers, most of whom will  recognize Messrs 
Strong and Gibbons as fo rmer citizens of 
Lowell. The JOURNAL and their f r iends 
here hope that their find) wil l  prove a 
rich one. The Gainesvi l le paper says: 

A few days ago, wo were shown some 
exceedingly fine snecimena of gold ores, 
tl iat were obtainea a t h e Young and 
Propes mines, in t h a l o w e r par t of th is 
county. These mines were worked to 
some extent th i r ty or for ty years ago, 
but, on account of the very rude machin-
ery used, and the diff iculty of l i f t ing 
the w ater to dra in t he vein. M ere aban-
doned. Those who have known these 
mines best, however, have cont inued 
unshaken in the opinion tha t they are 
rich in the precious metal . A few weeks 
ago Messrs. J . H . Summerour , 1. E. 
S t rong and E. H . Gibbons, exper t min-
ers and mineralogists, d e d d e a to open 
these mines, and see for themselves 
whether the fabulous stories told of 
their wealth were t rue or fa lse. W i t h 
this purpose in view, these gentlemen 
went to work to open the old s h a f t s and 
uncover the vein. I n doe t ime, this was 
done, when ail t ha t the most sanguine 
expected was more than realized. The 
ores obtained not only showed up liand-
somely by the ordinary tests, but a large 

>portion of i t was speckled and dotted 
w i tn the yellow metal , which could be 
seen a t a distance wi thout the aid of a 
glass. 

The specimens which we saw were 
most certainly, marvelously r ich—how 
rich we have no means of ascerta in ing 

•but i t would doubtless r u n to several 
hundred dollars tier ton. 

The ledge h a r d y comes to the surface, 
and, w i thout exception, is pronounced, 
by those who have examinea it, a fissure 
vein. From our knowledge of these 
mines, and f rom the samples of ores ex-
hibited, we feel sure tha t when worked 
by ski l l ful miners, and w i th improved 
machinery for crushing the ores, and 
modern appliances for sav ing the gold, 
they will  prove to be bonanzas. W e 
congratulate the gent lemen in charge on 
t h e b r i g h t prospect ahead, and wish for 
each the largest measure of success.
