A motion for a now 
tr ial was prompt ly denied and a stay of pro-
ceedings refused, the j u d g e saying tha t he 
could n.>! jus t i fy a stay on the facts in the 
case.

This law 
allows the sale of lands obviously unfi t ted 
for agr icu l tura l purjxises at a m in imum price 
of fc/.jO jier acre in t racts of not to exceed 
10 i a- res lo any one p -r^on or association.

WASHI.VOTON CITV, Ju l y IS. —The decision 
of tho inter-state commission d^ icHing i.l 
tho complaints of the Dakota fa rm i s against j 
the Mani toba ra i l road company has boon 
made of reconi and. is of genoral inujrest as 
showing the course of tho commission in re-
spect to many of the mat te rs which como lie-
fore it in o ther but st r ic t ly legal form, but 
which nevertheless appear to have meri t and 
to be b rough t in good fa i th. The substance 
of the complaint is sui ted to be a refusal of 
thecompany to fu rn ish cars last fall and win-
ter, and a fear tha t the course of the defend- i 
ant will  l>e s imi lar tho coming fall. 
The commiailun finds no charge of 
any misconduct since the passage of the 
inter-stato act, and, hav ing no author i ty 
to ant ic ipate violations of law or issue man-
datory process based upon supjiosltions or 
fears, i t says it might with ent i re propriety 
have advised the part ies to wai t until it was 
seen whether their fears were to lie realised. 
But, as i t was quite possible tha t tho fears 
m igh t not bo wholly g round le* , it was deemed 
proper to send dofendant a copy of the |)oli-
tion tha t it might have an oppor tun i ty for 
explanation and for g iv ing assurances as UJ 
the fu tu re if inclined to do so. To tho peti-
tion the de fendant com(»any answered, ex-
cusing its fa i lure to fu rn ish cars du r ing the 
t ime specified by compla inant ami aver r ing 
that the company hail now procured an ad-
ditional numlior of cars, so tha t it was b •-
lieved there would hereaf te r be no dif f iculty 
in handl ing its business prompt ly and with-
out delav. Tho complainants did not apj iear 
at tho subsequent hear ing, and the case WHS 
therefore dismissed. 

The complaint of cit izens of Ho t Springs. 
Ark. , against the R ichmond & Danvi l le Rail-
i-oail company, al leging un jus t d iscr imina 
lion ami excessive passenger rates f r om Hot 
Springs to Unuka, Ark. , was heard before 
the inter-state commerce commission Mon-
day. The specific compla in t in this case war 
thut 05 cents was tbe fare charged f rom Hot 
Springs to Unaka, a distance of six miles 
The deposltiqns of a number of witnesses 
were read in support of tho complaint. Th.-
rai l road company, th rough thei r a t torney 
denied t l ia t the compla in t was well founded 
and insisted tha t if there had ever been any 
foundat ion for it, i t hail been corrected be 
foro this complaint was made. Tb( 
I l ichmond & Danvi l le road bad Rent 
out a c i rcular on the 10th of last J u n e reduc-
ing the ra te f r om Hot Spr ings to U n a k a to'.V. 
cents, but this had not been acted upon by i u 
connecting line, the Eas t Tennessee, Virginia 
& Georgia road. Upon this s ta tement ol 
fac ts the di f f icul ty was v i r tua l ly settled at 
headquar ters Monday b y the Richmond & 
Danvil le conqiany agreeing to re fund t< 
.•very person who had paid this 55-cent fare 
the difllerenco between thut amoun t and '•'* 
cents.
