Sunday by the announcement that Banker 
Hawwii  had been sbot by his itep-«on, Will-
iam Ralph Lee, 17 years of aze. The shoot-

Lee 
came within  three 
feet of him from 
behind, holding a 
revolver iu both 
hands, and pulling

BARKER BAWBON. at the second shot 
he fell forward  upon his face Lee sprang 
after him, and fired three sholi, which en-
tered the victim's left arm and hip. 

A t  the first  shot women screamed aad men 
turned their heads to fwe where the shooting 
was. Two or three shots had been fired, and 
Rnwsen was lying in the sreet, before the 
men nearest him comprehended the affair. 
Several a t sprang the boy, and just as his re-
volver was emptied ho was sfiwsd by a 
brother  of W. H. Holden, one of Kawson's 
lawyers. Lee struggled to escape, but was 
overpowered by several strong arms, and his 
revolver taken from him. When a policeman 
rushed into the crowd and laid his heavy 
hand on the boy's shoulder he became quiet, 
and, looking around, inquired for his hat, 
which bad been knocked from his head dur-
ing the struggle.

Fir*  In. an Insane Asylum—Six Women 

Ki l led,  Others Injured. 

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Oc t 13.—Tbo Northern 
Ohio Insana asylum, near tho southern limits 
of the city, was the scene of a horror  Wednes-
day n ight While 350 of the inmates, in 
charge of attendants, were diniug bi the 
chapel, a cry of fire was raised. Stilling 
smoke swept through the room a moment 
later, aud flames shot up all around. There 
was a stampede—a wild rush of inoano peo-
ple for places of safety. The poor unreason-
ing creaturea shrieked with fear, and scram-
bled for the doors, but became bewildered in 
the smoke, and were worse than helple«. 
The brave and cool-headed attendants, grop-
ing amid the smoke and flames, suoceedod In 
rescuing all but sl^ of their charges. 

These, all women, were either asphyxiated 
or trampled to death and their lifeless bodies 
were found upon the floor after the flro  bad 
been subdued. Three others were badly in-
jured Two of the dead ore unracognizabla 
The names of the others are: Mra  Margaret 
Pitts, Miss Jennie B. Hall, Miss Eveline 
Scribner, and Mrs. Charlotte Knowlton. 

The injured  are: Miss Caroline Knowlton, 
cousin of Charlotte, perhaps fatal ly;  Miiu 
Mary  Ogle, and Mias Jane Block. 

The flro  started in the laundry and at-
tendants' quarters which adjoin the chapel, 
and was soon gotten under control Tho loss 
will  not be largo. But for the heroic conduct 
of the physicians and attendauts the loss of 
life must have been very great, and but for 
the prompt action of the firemen the flames 
would cortaiuly have communicated with the 
great main buildings, which are among the 
fluest iu tho state.
