ular ly in the p ist. Accordingly, at 9 o'clock 
Sunday morning, sher i f f Matson, wi lh tho 
nssUtniice of a s t rong guard of jnil  em-
ployes, proceeded to tho work. 

A few minutes a f te r 9 o'clock Ja i ler Folz 
ordered Guard E / a n to proceed immedi itoly 
to Li i igg's cell and br ing him out without al-
lowing Itlm one moment 's delay. The guard 
wont to the cell, th rew open the door, and 
in iz i iu Llngg, who wore noth ing but his nn -
der-clothes, d ragged him out. The Anarch-
ist at first g m w pule ami t rembled with ex -
citement. l i e asked to be al lowed to re enter 
the cell for tho purpose of pu t t ing on his 
trousers. The request was denied and the 
door quickly s lammed to. When Lingg SAW 
tha t he had been bafll'-d he began to fight and 
curse, and struggled desperately to get bock 
into tho ••ell. He was nniuccessful , however, 
and, assistanca ar r iv ing , he was taken down 
f rom "Murderers ' row" and placed in the law-
yer's oage. fingel's cell. No. S-l, which

A ninnber of bombs were found by the po-
lioe Monday on West Nor th avenue. For 
obvious reasons the police decl ine to go into 
part iculars.

Some Anarchists in the c i ty 
a re being followed so closely t ha t they a re 
t ry ing m get rid of bombs and il5'nainilo in 
tlu ir posn-ssion.

Moro than that I can 
not say now. The papers are hu r t i ng us by 
giving publ ic ly to mat ters t ha t should lie 
kept secret. I hope they will  help us by pnv 
rerv ing a discreet silence on sume things tha t 
may be done " 

There is scarcely a piece of property in 
Chicago belonging to the city t ha t is not 
guarded Reserve detai ls of oltlcers are 
ready for action, and f rom every stat ion-
house in Ihe city an ex t ra force is ready to 
depart for"the scene of any t rouble at a mo-
menl 's notice. The oflli-ers are not al lowed 
to go home, but are fed in their respective 
stations. Dn l lmas te r Fnz j^ i l r ick is traini i ig 
the mon in the iin» of the rifle, Companii-s 
K and K, Sixth Cnited Status in fan t ry , 
f rom For t Doug las , Utah, will  bo in the 
city soon, and will  be in readiness for any 
outbreak. There are elghty- f lve men in the 
two companies Tho city ball is well 
guarded by a Imlf-doz-n policemen, and the 
innocent-looking men who walk slowly 
around tho c i ty and county bui ldings a re 
Chief Steele's detectives.

Re.ls F lock ing to ChicuRo. 

CINCINNATI, Ohio, Nov. 7.—An af ternoon 
paper says tha t dur ing tho last few days 
thoro has been a g rea t deal of mys tc r iom 
whisperings and steal thy movements in An-
archist circles in this city. The propr ietors 
of a number of tho large rol l ing mil ls have 
observed it nnd were uneasy for fear another 
str ike was imminen t A number of promi-
nent work ingmen have beon interviewed in 
regard to tho mat ter , and It was ascertained 
tha t while the a f fa i r had noth ing to do with 
the main body of the laborers In Cincinnat i , 
yet they all admit ted there was an ugly sub-
s t ra tum movement on foot, the aim of which 
they did not see through. 

I t has been discovered, however, t ha t on 
Thursday there wero certa in employes in 
most all tho rol l ing mills, men of well known 
desperate courage, and all Anarchists,- who 
applied for ten days leave of absence. When 
the ul eady suspicious proprietors persisted in 
learning why they wanted a leave of ab-
sence, it leaked out t ha t tho Anarchis ts of 
Cincinnati , Louisville, St. Louis and all 
other largo cities in the count ry bad boen re-
quested to send a number of chosen men to 
Chicago to bo there nex t ThuraJay. Over 
fifty  lef t Cincinnat i Fr iday evening. They 
were Joined by about tho same number f r om 
Louisville. What few men there are who 
know any th i ng of the movement a re very 
much agi tated, and declare t ha t there will  be 
a murderous ef for t made to prevent the hang-
ing of the seven Anarchists in Chicago next 
Fr iday.
