ADUAHAM  USCOUt . t h e m e t ; o d w a s 
s e v e r e l y criti-

cised; in 1S24 It broke down entirely, nnd 
four candidates were in the Held, in 1828 
the Tennessee legislature nominated Gen. 
Jackson and Pennsylvania indorsed It, 
while John Qulncy Adams was 1 le oppos-
ing candidate "by common com. nt " and 
the Indorsement of various bodies. In 
1832 the Democrata held their llrst na-
tional delegate convention, and -o great 
was the improvement tha t witii  slight 
changes all parties have since .-tdoptcd 
that meihod. 

The Republicans, therefore, (ound the 
convention system ready made to the'.r 
hand; but followed Whig precedents In-
stead of Democratic, requiring but a ma-
jority of all the vote# cost to nominate. 
Of the 1,886,580 men who voted in 1853 
for Gen. Wlnfleld Scott, It Is certain that 
a t least flve-slxths in the north became 
Republicans, and as large a proportion in 
the south went by way o f . tbe "Know 
Nothing " organisation Into the Fillmore 
party ot 1858 and the Bell-Everett, or 
Union party of 18C0. Ot the 155,825 who 
"voted abolition" in 1852—for John P. 
Hale—probably every one became Repub-
licans; and by that ingenious trickery of 
making a part stand for the whole, which 
Is such a marked feature o( American 
politics, this small minority gave the 
slang names of -abol i t ion" and "black 
Republican" to the new party. This form 
of moral (iiiackery, by which a psrt is p u t 
for the whole and the whole made respon-
sible for a part . Is peculiar to the United 
States; in tho politics o( other nations 
proper allowance U made (or factions, and 
real sutesmen are not weighted by vica-
rious foUy. 

Tbe passage o( the Kansas-Nebraska 
bill.  May 30, 1854, was the signal for a 
tremendous moral uprising In tho north. 
The young and middle aged voters had 
been educated to believe that tho Mis-
souri Compromise o( 1830 was a solemn 
covenant, registered in heaven, and more 
stable than the Constitution, since the lat-
ter could be amended In good faith; and 
wiihont a word, almost without a thought, 
of tariff, bank and sub-treasury, tho anti-
slavery meu o( all parties rushed together 
in a sort of moral enthusiasm, and, organ-
izing with state and local names only, ob-
tained political control of nearly all the 
northern states and elected a majority of 
the Tbirty-fourtb congress. The first ses-
sion of tbnt congress—Deo. 3, 1855, to 
Auy. 30. 1850—was one long end relent-
less war of words In regard to Kansas and 
slavery: routine business was attended to, 
of course, but readers living at the t lmo 
can remember nothing but the two sub-
jects. In Harper's Magazine (or Decem-
ber, 1854 (jwigo 109|, Is the first record wo 
find of the name "Republ ican" as applied 
to the new parly; lu the next year it came 
Into general use, and was officially 
adopted by (hose who supported Hon. 
Natlianlcl P. Hanks for speaker of the 
house of representatives. 

After preliminary conventions In all the 
states nnd congressional districts of the 
north, and informal appolntmonts from a 
few places In the so-called "border s tates," 
the first national Republican convention 
met In Musical Fund hall, Philadelphia, 
on (bo 17th of June, 1850. Never bus the 
political feeling at the north been a t 
greater heat. A dozen Incidents com-
bined to helgh'en the feeling. But a few 
d.iys before Senator Charles Sumner, o( 
Miissncbnscfts, wss brutal ly assaulted 
und beaten to Insensibility.In the senate 
chamber; about the same time the " f ree 
s ta te" town of Lawrence, Kan., was cap-
tured bya Missouri mob and the principal 
buildings burned; a t the very hour the 
convenilon met John Brown and his 
" a r m y " were flghtlng In eastern Kansas 
against a southern force, and In other 
parts of that distracted territory armed 
bands were plundering and murdering 
their respective opponents, while th# 
great city of Sun Francisco was lo complete 
control of an extra legal body known as 
the "Vigilance committee," which was 
liatiglng, lianlshlug and Imprisoning at 
will.

Four yean of turmoi l over the a la very 
(lueatlou passed, t a d In 1800 all the Issnca 
about Kansas and Nebraska were sett led: 
but there was bitterness la tbe sonth end 
angry controversy in every school distr ict 
o( the north. Tbe Demoeratio dir lsloa 
took place; three conventions were held 
by them snd two candidates nominated, 
and so tbe RepnbUeans convened at Chi-
cago In May, 1800, with calm anuranee of 
success. The glorious story ot that ooa* 
vent Ion has been published 10,000 t loee— 
in papers, pampbleta, epeecbes, magaxlaea 
and liooks almost without number. I t 
was the matr ix fo r the remolding of a 
nation; the beginning of tbe mlghtlsst 
revolution In secular history. I t Is only 
uoccssary to say here that there probably 
never convened a body containing m o n 
earnest, honest and able men; almost 
every man prominent In It or before It haa 
since attained national fame, and many 
are known nnd noted wherever tbe English 
language U read. In one respect ths re-
sult of the campaign was unfortunate 1 
Lincoln recdved b a t 40 per ceut. of t he 
popular vote, and in all the slave stataa 
hut 20,000 votes, while be bad 180 electoral 
votes to 123 for al l others. 

There was, str ict ly speaking, no na-
tional Republican oonventlon In 1881 
The party name was, as far as possible, 
ignored; and It was qnletly assumed t h a t 
all earnest f r iends of tbe Union were to 
act together in a great "Union par ty . " 
It Is a part of t he Irony of politics t h a t 
this wss tho somewhat boastful t i t le o( 
the party which supported Bsll and Ev-
erett in 1800. 

In 18CS the old al ignment wss restored, 
though th* admit ted Republicans were of 
msny shades of opinion, of which Ben 
Wnde msy bo taken u o f one extreme and 
Wllilam P. Fessenden of the other, and 
the Republican convention of that year 
was a romparat ivsly tame affair. Th* 
Republicans had no other name be fo r t 
tbeir convention for president than t h a t 
ol Gen. Ulysses a Grant, and as long aa

Hon. K. 1). Morgan, of New York, 
called the ronventlnn to order; lion. 
Holier! Kminet, of Ihe same state, was 
clinscu leinporary chairman, and af ter tho 
prajlmiimry orgMi ia i ibn, the eloqumit 
Henry S. I j tne, of Indliuia, was chosen 
pcrtiiiiiirnt  president. Muny candidates

Why, who Is hef" It Id not de-
nied by t t e Democnita that the ticket then 
nominated gained strength with every 
week of the campaign, nnd many old He 
publicans still Insist that with one month 
more to work In they could have elected 
It. The result was, on the popular vote, 
for Buchanan 1,838,109, (or Fremont

he lived he was to tha t party all t ha t th* 
great hero iTackson had been to the old 
Democratic par ty , except that he nevsr 
dictated tho par ty policy. The day for 
that sort of th ing was gone forever. The 
convention met a t Crosby's opera bouMla 
Chicago, May 20, a t noon, was in session 
less than two days, had no excit ing de-
bates, snd raised bu t one question of un-
usnal Interest—the calling of all tbe states 
regardless of their progress in reconstroo-
tlon. Every state and territory In tba 
Union was represented, for the f irst t ime 
In ony Republican convention; and men 
of all shades of color, f rom fu l l black to 
Scandinavian white, participated on a 
common level, for tbe Hrst t ime, i t la be-
lieved, In the political history of any na-
tion. The German, Gen. Carl S c h u n , 
was temporary chairman, and Governor 
Joseph R. Hawley, permanent president; 
there were four candidates for vice presi-
dent, and on the f i f th ballot Schuyler Col-
fax was nominated. The conveatkm, la 
Its union of whi te and block, nat lvs 
Americans and natives of several 
European nations, was a signif icant 
Index of tbe new era to which tbe great 
party had brought the nation. The sue-
cess of the t lckst seemed at first r i ew 
overwhelming. Grant and Colfax re-
cclved 214 electoral votea to 80 for 
Seymour and Blair. And yet the popu-
lar majori ty was b u t 800,684, la a total 
vote of nearly 6,000,000, though many 
thousand southerners were dlsfrsnchlasd; 
while In several states the major i ty wsa 
sc. small that tho mt fes t accident mighA 
have changed i t . Republicans . ' i r e dis-
tinctly warned that they could only main-
tain their supremacy by continued wsll 
doing. I t was plain that tbe country wss 
rapidly returning to that normal condi-
tion In which the two parties are nsarly 
balanced. 

The a m a ^ n g Al ly  of tbe Democrata la 
1872 gave that tendency to equaliaatioa 
ot parties a t remendous check. Tba 
Republicans mot In convention at Phlla-
delphla on the 8th ot June, simply to 
rati fy the popular renomlnation of Prasl-
den'. Grant. Senator Henry Wilson, of 
Miissachusetts, was nominated for vice 
pret ideut; and a campaign of almost ua-
exnmpled personalities resulted la f i r i n f 
thK ticket the unprecedented popular 
ma j irity of 743,000. Another resolt, aa 
pninful to the victors as the vanquished, 
WHS the complete prostrat ion and death 
of Horace Gneley, probably the greatest 
editor, unquestionably ths moat perfect 
master of popular, racy and IdlomaUo 
Eugllsh, the western oontlnent haa yet 
produced. 

Tim Republican convention of 1871,net 
June 14, ut Cincinnati, under rather 
gloomy auspices. The Democrata bad 
carried the congressional elections of 1874 
by majoriilea aggregating 400,000—a po-
litical change In two ysars of over 1,100,-
000 votes—a change wi thout precedentin 
political history. Oae Important point 
was vigorously debated and sctt ledi tbnt 
Hopnbllcan conventions were composed 
uf district delegates, not of s tate delega-
tions, and the so-called "un i t r u l e " waa 
abrogated for all subsequent eonveatlona. 
The (inestlon wss again raised a t Chicago 
In 18S0; the decision was reufDrmed, and 
thus the party advanced another step la 
liberality. Eight candidates were pre-
f i n e d s t Cincinnati, and on tbe aer-
cnth ballot Rutherford Burchhrd Hayes, 
then governor of Oblo, wus nonilnatad. 
The facta ut the e r a t namorab le Chicago 

coiivcntion of 1880 are sti l l f raah la t t e 
public mind. The couvention waa in see* 
alon alx entire days, besides as many days 
uf heated preparatory discussion; the Intel-
lecitiul glnnta of par l lmentary atreagth 
and experience contested every point to 
the last, and on the thir ty-s ixth ballot 
Geu. James A. Garfield was nom-
inated. His election a n d I n a n g u r a t l o n w u 
follo-.ved In a (aw months by his assassi-
nation; and i t may be ssld that the 
twenty-two years of Republican rule la 
the United States ended soon after, as t t e 
Democrats had a popula.- major i ty of 
nearly 800,000 lu 1882, and dec tod 0 rover 
Cioveland In 188t Tho Republ ican cou-
vendou ut that year was again held la 
Chicago and was wi thout special Incldeat, 
as the excit ing questions of party pro-
cedure bad been finally settled tn 1880. 
The present year opens wi th the Republi-
can convention again set. for Chicago, acd 
the party prospocta br ight.
