Its won t and the i-x|MVtHtlons of loos have 
been fully reullied. Both levee* have 
brokeu and over 'J0U,UU) acre* of iiruwlug 
crops aru ruined and hundred, of head 
of stock drowned. The flntl crevasse 
occurred In the Indian Drove leveo 
Sunday night ut a point u few miles 
above the city, and ulnce then the 
levee has Klven way In two other places. 
Tho breaks were oiTonipunied by a rouring, 
rushing sound that could lie heard lull;-
two miles away. When the first break 
occurred u large force of men was 
set at work to try and repair the 
damage. A steamboat and barges were 
pushsd into servlro hauling ruck. The 
men worked with the courage of despera-
tion, but to no avail, as nothing could with 
stand the mighty force of water pouring 
thiough the rapidly-widening breach. The 
sight was one uever to be forgot-
ten. Great tree* were bent and 
broken aud huge rocks were torn 
away. The three breaks were each 
originally about IUU feet wide, and are be-
ing cut awn.v at the rate of ten or twelve 
feet an hour People living in the doomed 
district, which Is about twenty mllea long 
by eight wide, were forced to Bee for their 
lives, saving only such articles as they 
could pick up In their flight. 

What was Hunday Bight ill*  square mile* 
of ferti le, growing fields Is now a lake 
from eight to ten f ret In depth. Individual 
escape* from the onward rush of the water 
are numerous, and many thrill ing stories 
havo been told of famlllea going to sleep 
Sunday night in fancied security and wak-
ing up to find their dwelling rocked to aad 
fro by tho motion of the water. 

Individual losaee are not obtainable but 
the aggregate will  be enormous. In this 
d t y foundries, factories and mills havo 
been forced to suspend. All  railroads 
north, west and south have been aban-
doned and the mails to Inland towns In 
Missouri are carried In skiffs. 

The town of Canton, Mo., is half under 
water and much loss and suffering will  c -
sue. 

The river was still rising, but it is thought 
the highest point will  bo reached by to-
night. Tho stage is now eighteen feet four 
Inchoa 

Loi - isum, Mo., Msy 15.—The Bny levee 
succumbed to the pressure yesterday 
morning aad opeaed at a point a t the foot 
of Murphy's bay, known as "Turkey-
Foot," about eight mllea above this city. 
An opening over 100 ysrds wide was 
mode, and a vast volume of water rushed 
through with a loud roar, rapid-
ly inundating Bny valley and driv-
ing the farmers from their homes 
to seek safety in the bluffs. Some 
Idea can be formed of the damage that will 
result from this innndation when it la con-
sidered that the Sny valley extends from a 
point live miles below this city to a point 
ooposlte Hannibal, with an average width 
of five miles, and poasetsing as rich soil as 
there Is In the Utste of IlUnois. 

On the Missouri side ths break at Alex-
andria has caused a great sea covering 80,-
000 acres of land, la the midst of which is a 
modern Venice with Impromptu era f t of 
all kinds and sizen. Tbo water floods the 
town of Alexandria from two to alx feet 
deep. The people were la a man-
ner prepared for the flood and the suffering 
is not grest. The bottom waa planted in 
wheat and corn and tho f a m i n g community 
reckon oy their loss at figures aggregating 
1300,000. Most of the live stock has been 
driven to the bluffs. 

BDRUXOTO*, la.. May IS.—The river here 
laeks but two inches of the high water of 
1881—ths biggest flood since ISM-and may 
poaslhly oomo to it, although it can not 
pass it. Several small herds of cattle In 
the adjacent bottom lands of Illinois and 
lows have been drowned and much loss to 
fanners occasioned. 

GALSNS, III., May 15.—The flood came to 
s stand at this point Sunday morning, and 
at 6 o'clock last night tho water bad fallen 
a l itt le over one Inch. I t will  take weeks 
to rooover from the effects of the Inunda-
tion hero after tho water goes down. Ths 
stoppage of the factories and other indus-
tries by the flood has thrown many persons 
out of employment. 

CLIVILIHU,  O., May 11.-A cyclone 
passed over portions of Northern Ohio yes-
terday afternoon. Considerable damage 
waa done to farm buildings, fences and 
orohards, but no loaa of life is reported. 
At West View, Lorain County, tree* two 
feet in diameter were twisted off. At New 
Philadelphia, Tuscarawaa County, shade 
trees were blown down, windows broken 
and chlmnays demolished. 

B c u i x a r e x , I s , May 13.—Tho river a t 
this point Is higher than in years and baa 
oovsred the farms for mites in extent on 
the Illinois bottom loads. Much loss has 
been caused. 

LAWTON, Mich., May 11.—Two million of 
lege-in Hamlin's lake belonging to Pardee, 
Cook ft Co., were washed away yesterday 
by the floods breaking the dam, and went 
into Lake Michigan,, carrying aoventeen 
housoa with them. 

FoLtoif, I I I ,  May 13.-This city Is com-
pletely surrounded and pertly Innndated by 
the Mississippi. The river Is now eight-
sen feet nine Inches above low-water 
mark, and is still rising at the rate 
of nine Inches in twenty-four hours. In 
June, 1883, ths river was nsver nineteen 
feet ten inches above low-water mark, and 
this year it will  probably exceed that height 
Four miles above the city tho river is six 
miles in width and la flowing swif t ly over 
improved farms. Farmers have no graso, 
and are removing their catt le hack from the 
river for pasture. 

V i t n o n , Bl., May 13.—A cyclone 
passed south of this place Thursday night, 
domol'.jhing tho brewery buildings of 
Hsegele ft Both, causing a loss of 110,000, 
and ruining the brick residence and barns 
of William Brockhausen, a few rods dis-
tant, causing an equal IOSB. 

VALTAOAISO, Ind., May 11—On tho Nlok-
el-Plate railroad at WInalow Siding, six-
teen cars were blown off their wheels dur-
ing a tornado yesterday and at Wanatah 
roeffe, chimneys, fences and trees suffered 
severely.
