T h e Moravians, especial ly In 
Oormcny. we a re assured by au tho r i t y 
too t r u s t w o r t h y to be quest ioned, havu 
set apar t and observed w i th sppropr i s le 
serv l ro s day In Augus t fo r tho exr lu-
l i v e beneQt a n d p leasure of t h e y o u t h of 
t he i r Sunday schools for t he las t ISO 
y e a n . Tho Church of Eng land has for 
many years made a special fea tu ro of 
Chi ldren s day Th i s occurs on a Sun-
day d u r i n g one of t he s u m m u r months , 
Qxed by the b ishop and ce lebra ted simul-
taneously by all t h e Sunday schools, and 
In a s imi lar manner . T h r o u g h o u t Swltx-
er lond t h e Roman Cathol ics observe a 
ch i ldren 's day unde r t h e s ign l f l ran t n a m e 
of " W h i t e S u n d a y . " which a l w a y s comes 
tho first Sunday a f t e r Fas te r . 

The exact t ime t h a t tho first Ch i ld ren 's 
day ww) ce lebrated in t h i s coun t r y cannot 
bo def ini tely te ld. More t h a n one de-
nominat ion claim t h e honor of hav i ng in-
t roduced I t ; and da tes of i t s or ig in , ss 
g iven by those h ighes t in au tho r i t y , a re 
somewhat conf l ict ing. T h a t tho I ' W of a 
Chi ldren 's day was bor rowed f r o m tho old 
coun t ry appears t o have been proven, and 
It Is a well known fac t t h a t i t s general 
observance began wi th us abou t t h e year 
1808. t hough prev ious t o t h a t per iod sev-
eral denominat ions had inc luded In the i r 
church sen- ices a ch i ld ren 's Sunday . 

The Methodis t church, a p ioneer of ou r 
count ry In many good works , wss an 
ear ly p romoter of Ch i ld ren 's day. Pre-
vious to t he cen tenary of Method ism In 
1800 a commi t tee of six men w a s appointed 
by t h e au tho r i t i es of t h a t denominat ion 
to inves t iga te a n d repo r t u p o n t h e var ious 
ex is t ing Ins t i tu t ions of t h e i r church. 
Th i s commi t tee , dur ing: I ts Invest iga t ions, 
were so forcibly Impieesed by t h e absence 
of any special day o r serv ice sot a p a r t fo r 
t h e benefit of t ho ch i ldren t h a t they lost 
n o t ime in dev is ing a p lan t h a t would 
supply wha t they considered an impor tan t 
necessi ty. Th i s p lan inc luded t h e adop-
tion of a Sunday in June , t o be eaeh year 
observed In al l t he i r r h u r c h e s w i th a ser-
vice especial ly appropr ia te fo r t h e y o u n g 
people of the i r congregat ions. The i r p lan 
met w i th h igh favor , a n d w a s formal ly 
adopted as a regu la r chn rch Ins t l tn t ion a t 
t h e centenary a l ready ment ioned. 

I t Is a f a r t w o r t h y of record, a n d one In 
which t h e xealous commi t tee of s i x m a s t 
have fel t an honest pr ide, t h a t t h e collee-
t ions t a k e n u p on Chi ld ren 's day t h r o u g h 
ou t t he Method is t c h u r c h e s In t h e cen-
tenary y e a r amoun ted to t h e considerable 
sum of leO.OOO.
