He talked geni-
al ly and charmingly, and seemed pos-
sessed of as much mformat ion as any 
man of tho world. Clad in his right 
mind and conventional clothes, he lost 
his character of hermi t entirely. Many 
of the f igns of ago, too. liad disapjwired 
under tho good oinccn of tho tai lor and 
tho barber. He did not look a day over 45. 

Ho was ouite well now, but ho showed 
no disposition to return to his semi-sav-
sge life, so far as any one outside of Mr i. 
Har t 's home knew.

Christmas was afmoct a t hand. Hills-

ford was busy buviug Us presents and 
gett ing up festivity's. At Mrs. Hart 's 
tho preparations were on a scale so 
BIOJJJIO that thoy ware almost pnthetio. 

Two days belore Chr istmas tho town 
had something n-w to talk a b o u t A 
middle aged gent leman and lady of tho 
upper class, apparent ly , arr ived at tho 
Hillsford hotel and asked for Weaver. 
Whi le thoy rested and dined they were 
regalod with tho story of tho hermit 's 
queer doings, tho inolloctual a t tempt to 
send him to the poorhouse, tho widow 
Hart 's interference and everything. 
Then they were piloted to the Har t door, 
and for two days a f te rward , a l though 
the town was almost eaten up by curioe-
ity, it oould And out nothing at all about 
them.
