•va ry th ing w f th l n Ita roach and r a . t It 
r i f h t and lef t . Out In t he coun t ry hi u ies 
and ba rns w e r e unroote.1, f u n n outbui ld-
l o t s wore over tu rned , crop* rooted up 
and doat ruc t lon spread In every d rer l lon. 

Tho t rack of t he atorni wu« not more 
than S00 foot wide, and It Is lucky tbut It 

-only touched the suburbs of tho city. It 
came f rom the west aud passed ulong the 
nor thern bo rde r of KfudlnK. 

Ktrst i t u m c h e d tho Mount r e n u stove 
works. Hero t ho corner of t he bul ldln* 
was s t ruck , and a port ion of the roof was 
cu to f f as n ice ly a i If done by a pair of 
adsao r t . T h e n tho atorni crossed some 
field*  aad took oS a por t ion of tho root 
of J . B. t i tonibern*s rol l ing mill. 

On one t i de of the t rack of tho Heading 
ra i l road was s i tuated the pa ln t - ihop of tho 
companr. I t w a t a one-story bui lding 
ab iu t 80 by ISO feot In slsoi Here 
about th i r t y men were employed In pa in t -
ing passenRer c a n . Tho bui lding was 
atruok si iuaroly In tho midd le , and the 
br icks sca t te red about as if thoy were 
piayth lnga. About twen ty of the t n n 
had a chance to c raw l out of the debr ia, 
bu t tour of the i r compan lon i wore en-
velope.l in t h e flamea. T h e i r cr los were 
beard for a moment by t h e torrlf lod work-
men and t h e n the i r vo ices were bu ihed 
forever. Thoy wero qu ick ly roasted to 
death. 

When th is was going on tho s torm w a s 
t ravel ing w i t h f e a r f u l rap id i ty . It must 
have t rave led a t the ra te of 100 miles an 
hour. I t s t r u c k somo more pr ivate houses 
and unroofed a doten p r i va te residences. 
The huge sheets of t in w e r e carr ied half a 
aqnare away and deposi ted In a lot. Then tho 
• tom-proooeded In I ts fu l l  fu ry . Direct ly 
In Ita path, a t the oornor of Twe l f th and 
Marion s t roots , stood t h e Reading s i lk 
mill,  one of t he Indust r ies of tho ci ty In 
whloh the d t l i e n s took tho grua les t prido. 
U r n a l a r g e number of g i r l s wore work ing. 
The bui ld ing wai |a huge s t ruc tu re , most sub 
•Un t l aUy bui l t , four a tor los in hoight, and 
had a baseroent besides. I t occupied an 
ent i re block of ground. The bui ld ing 
llaalf w a s near ly SOO feo t in length and 
about ISO fee t wide. I t wa* surmounted 
by a mass ive tower fu l ly 100 feet from tho 
Itround. The funne l -shaped storm-cloud 
s t ruck the bui ld ing d i rec t l y In tho cen te r 
on Ita b roades t side, wh i ch faced the w e s t 
I t fe l l t o pieces as If comiioted of 
•o many bui ld ing blocks. Over aw 
human be ings wont down In t he 
aw fu l w reck . Human tonguo can nover 
te l l t he t e r r i b l e scene* of t h a t hour. The 
wal ls gave way , t ho floor* fe l l down, one 
on top of t he other , and ca r r l cd tholr g r e a t 
m a t s of h u m a n be ings to t he bottom. The 
b r l ok i w e r e piled u p In t he greatest cou-
fua.on. A m i d the hur r i cane, tho wh is t l ing 
and roa r i ng of t h e wind, ter r ib le crlon 
for raooor WON sent u p to Ueuvon. 
U waa a moment t h a t t r ied men 's 
ioa la. Q i r l s w i th b lackened faces, bruisod 
a n d b roken Umbo, t h e i r c luthing ta t tervd 
and torn, d ragged Ihomsolvos Trom' tho 
r u l a a Bo. probably, 75 to 100 e icaped 
or were d ragged out l<y tbol r f r iends. 
Theee worked on t h e u p | » r floor* 
and w e r e t h r o w n nuar tho top of 
t h e debrl*. A t some p laces tho b r i c k s 
wore pi led twen ty feot deep and uudor -
noath w e r e ly ing human bodies by t ho 
score. 

The a l a r m for rel ief wo* Immedlntoly 
*ent out, and In a shor t t ime thousands of 
o i t l ieos a r r i ved to holp ou t the dead and 
the dy ing . Tho soono w a s h a r r o w i n g 
and beggars descr ip t ion . The mill  Is 
d t u a t o d n e a r t he foot of Mount Ponn, 
a h igh mounta in over look ing tho c l t - . 
When t h e people a r r i v e d every t h i n g 
wa* enve loped In da rknass . Hugo bon-
fires were built, which oast u dlamal g l a r e 
on th * *00001 The fire companloi l e f t 
t he bu rn ing paint -shop and assisted In 
the reaoue of t he dead and the dy ing. 
The e n t i r e police fo rce waa cal led 
out. T h e ambulance aud relluf co rps 
and J,000 people w e r o In among the 
debr ia c a r r y i n g out brlok*, pull ing away 
Umber* and aas ls t ing wherever they 
oould. A young woman WHS taken out al l 
b ru ised a u d cut. One body dragged ou t of 
t h e v r o c k bad Its head cut off. O the r * 
were In var ious posturoi i The l i v ing 
were a l l suf fer ing f rom tho must ter -
rible wounds, and sumo wero a lmos t 
soared t o death. In t ho basement of t he 
bu i ld ing were found five bod es of y o u n g 
gir l*  l y i n g togother. Tho flnder t r ied to 
poll t h e m ont, bu t they wero pinned down 
and I t w a s Impossible to got rtiem out .
