The crime was not dlwovered until Sun-
day morning About 1U o clock some of Uie 
neighbors noticed that the curtains of tbe 
Silvers house «era closely drawn and that 
there was no sign of lllo shout the plsce. 
Their curiosity waa excited, and after wait-
ing for au hour It wm decided to luvestl-
gate. An axe wns procured and the rear 
door was forced open 

The kltcbeu was deserted. Ihe dining-
room door stood ajar however, and, push-
ing it open, the part> entered Ihe parlor, 
where a horrible right met their gate, 
Thore upon the Hoor near the atove, 
full  dressed And with hei glossy eyes 
sUiring at the oelllug, lay the body 
of Mrs, Sllvont In a pool of blood. But if 
this was not calculated lo terrify, a more 
terrible one was lu stoic for thu lo\estlgat-
ora. After searching the lower part of tho 
house they wended tliulr wny up stairs En-
tering a small bed room, directly aliovo tho 
parlor, they found tbe bodies of the two 
little girls only a few feet apart, while at 
the foot of the bed lay tbe form of Mr. Sli-
vers weltering In blood, and with life al-
most extinct Tbe victims had all bcenahot 
through the temple, and. with the exception 
of Mr. Slivers, all had died Instantly, 

Those who have known tho family say 
that Mr. and Mrs. Silvers were a seemingly 
happy and aflcctlonate pair, They went 
out tug.-tbur fnniuently and their 
bom* aeemed bright and cheerful al-
waya Tho little girls were un-
commonly pretty and attrnctivo, and, 
taken all In all. the family seemed to ba 
one of tbe happiest that could be found 
any where This being tho caae, no 
caoae can be ascribed for tho cr ime A 
note waa found tn Mr. Silvers' pocket 
requesting his friends to break open 
Uie safe and bnd directions for the disposal 
of his property and keepsakwi The note Is 
written In a bold, stesdy band, and In It the 
writer declares that the reason for the 
dreadful crime will  never be known. The 
coroner Is s t work on Uie case, but no olew 
to the cauae of the tragedy hM been ob-
tained, and the crime bids fair to prove one 
of the moat mysterious as U Is one of the 
moat atrodous over committed lu Michigan.

Tho father rushed to tne door and 
and M he opened It Mary and Hose stood on 
the stei"i. tho blood trickling down their 
faoea "We have been shot by Joe Chema-
leek.'' exclnlmed ll"-e as she fell fainting 
to the Hixir A half willed boy was sent 
for help, mid not luturnlng. Uie father 
went In search oi aid As soon ns be had 
left tho house Joe (hemelock entered 
and golug i,p-u.l i ^ shot down the 
mother of ihe girls. Mary, who 
WMhalf dead ironi lofe. of blood, managed 
to get out of the door, and barefooted and 
hatt-olod. made her way shalf mile through 
the snow lo a neliiliboi s where |be fell to 
tho floor dead Ihe niunleier, after com-
pleting his blooiU work lushed out of the 
house Into tha yard « In ic voices from the 
rood caused him to hall Seeing that es-
cape wan Impossible he placed a revolver 
to his temple nnd sent a bullet through his 
bra l a 

The girl Hose died shortly after midnight, 
and the bodies of thn two girls and their 
mother were t.ikcn to an upper room to 
await the aclbiii of the loronor. The mur-
derer's body lay all day where bo had killed 
hlmeelf. and until Saturday evening, when 
It WM picked up mid taken to his father's 
house. 

The only cause suggested for the murder 
Is the fact Uiat tha girl Mary had given 
testimony against a friend of Chomelnck 
tn a lawsuit last week. " "
