Thara were six deadly wound* on tha head, 
Inolndlng three skull fracture*. Twenty-
flva of Dr. Cronln'* friend* Identlfled tha 
body, which wa* badly decomnoted. Thera

The train waa running at a high rate of 
•peed, when suddenly the track gave way 
and the locomotive, baggage car and Hve 
coaches went over tho euibaukment. The 
trainmen and those only slightly Injured at 
unoa sat to work to prevent tha additional 
horror of fir*.  In whloh they soooaaded, and 
then turned their attention lo th* mora un-
fortunate Injured, and In a abort tlmu the 
paasanfar*. all badly hurt, had been re-
sat*d from th* debrla. A temporary hos-
pital was Improvised at Salllvan, and the 
mast seriously Injured w*r» taken there, 
while ether* were broaght to St Louis on 
ths tallsf train which was hurtled to the 
scene of the disaster. The wounded are 
under the care of l i t  Slclntyre, chief sur-
geon of the road. 

I t w a * l l : 2 ^ p m. when the accident oc-
curred and moat of th* paaaengere bad aU 
ready gene te eleep. There I*  a curve In 
the read about three mile* west of Sullivan, 
and when this point wa* reached a sudden 
]olt and Jar waa felt all over the 
t rala Every body felt It, and tha 
people In the rear cata could hear 
the forward conches rattl lag and 
tumbling over the ties ami the crushing 
noise of cars being demolished. A creek Is 
oro**ed by the road at that point and there 
Is a ateep embankment thirty feet high. 
Most of the powH-ngers thought that the 
train waa going Uuough a bridge, and a 
feeling ef horror chilled their blood. In an 
Inatant all tlie coaches except the two aleep-
Ing-cars had been thrown from the rails 
People were thrown about In the car* In 
all dlrtcllon*, and *ome of them were 
thrown from tho coache* and down the 
embankment Oue man, Walter David-
ton, who travel* for the WesUng-
house air brake, was thrown right 
out of a window on the opposite side of 
the coach from where he was sitting and 
•ent rolling down the embankment te the 
edge of the creek. Ilia feet were In the 
water. Another paaaenger In the same coach 
w u thrown from the rear end of tha oar 
te tho forward end; and. In fact, men, 
women and children were thrown about 

Comlscuoiuly. Fortunately there were no 
St In any of the cars and the Jolt ex-

tlngulshed the lighte Immediately. Other-
wise a conilsgration would have been 
oaused, and there Is no telling how many 
lives might hove been lost As It was, most 
of the forward cata were smsahed Into 
smithereens 

Tho explanation given by the trainmen 
(o the passengers wa* that the spike* and 
fish-alate* had been removed from the rati 
at the curve, thus leaving tho tall too 
loose en th* Ilea The forward |>ortIon of 
the locomotive pasaed tho place all right, 
bat tka tender Jumped tho track and was 
thrown part of the way down 
as embankment Who removed the spikes 
snd plates 1* net known, but the 
snpnodtleu I*  the work waa dona by traln-
rohbera who wanted to held np the train. 
Btlll  ao robbers put In an appearanoe, and 
if  the acctdsnt wa* o*u**d  by them they 
mutt have either weakened In their pur-
poaa or hava throw n tha wrong train. I l ia 
yoad oBlolals claim It la a olsar oaae of traln-
wreoklng. 

On the train was a large body of phy-
