PUSKIX, A. T., March 8.—True re-

ports from Walnut Grove dam show 
oonolusively tha t the work of oonstruo-
tion was very faulty. Tbe company's 

aa te , oonUiinlug tlu.oou, whiuh was 
token six miles on the rushing 
waters, waa recovered Fr iday. Tbe 
steel boiler used at tHe lower dam waa 
foond th i r t y miles below, crushed l ike 
a dtove-pipe. There are no traces to be 
seen of e i the r of the dams. Tbe town 
of Seymour is wiped out; not one stons 
stands to mark Its site. Since the flood 
a number of nuggets of gold have boon 
found down the canyon. A piece of 
iron four Inches square and th i r ty 
iaohss long, used to anchor the 
tower a t the upper dam. was picked up 
forty mi les below. For a distance of 
thirty-l ive miles tbe canyon la strewn 
w i th bedding, dead horses, catt le and 
hogs, .broken wagons, and. in fact, 
•very th ing used by the set t lers In the 
valley. Hundreda of men are search-
ing for and burying tbe dead and secur-
ing tbe l iving. I t is said the dam wil l 
a o t b s rebu i l t .
