The call ended with the sentence 
"Come prepared for act'oa." imd at 10 
o'clock In the morning several thousand 
excited men assembled at Clay square. 
Speeches were made by W. S. i'urker-
son, a prominent lawyer, as is also W. 
D. Dem gar, who followed him. James 
D. Hon ton. tho third speaker. Is one of 
the foremost men of the state. The 
great crowd, excited to frenzy by the 
remarks, rushed along to the arsenal 
where aims were supplied, and from 
there to Congo square. 

Sheriff VlUer. after arming his dopu-
ties, started to find Mayor Shakespeare, 
assisted by the Italian consul. The 
governor had no time to act and the 
police were powerless. The great 
crowd battered down the doors, over-
powered the turnkey, and securing the 
keys, dragged out tho terrified Italians 
and cither shot or hanged them to 
convenient post*. Geraci was ahut in 
the head. Uomero, who had fallen 
to his knees, was mercilessly slain. 
Monaslcro and James Caruso fell to-
gether, their bodies riddled with bul-
lets. Comit r and Trahlnp, who had 
not been tried but who were accused 
jointly with the others, were killed. 
Machecs, Scoffedi and old man Mar-
chcsi run upstairs but were followed 
and shot In their cells. 

Politz, the crazy assassin, was locked 
In a cell but was shot, dragged out and 
strung up to a croas-lmr In the lower 
corridor, l lagnetto was shot in the 
flrst rush and his body was taken out 
and hanged to the limb of a tree. 

After the bloody deed I'arkerson ad-
dressed tbe crowd and usked It t j dis-
perse, but he was seized and hoisted to 
the shoulderk of b; ny men and car-
ried to the street The lynehers re-
traced their steps to Clay square and 
then dispersed. O'Mnlley, the deteet-
Wc. and many of the jury that acquitted 
the Italians are in hiding. 

The leaders In the movement hold a 
soviet tuccting Saturday night and dis-
cussed the occurrence of the day and 
the action to be taken In the future. 
I t was decided that there should be no 
more bloodshed, but that the men who 
have not yet Ix-en tried for the murder 
as well us those mho suborned the wit-
nesses and the jury shall be vigorously 
proaecuted before tbe court* of the city. 

At a mooting of thn cotton exchange 
Saturday afternoon resolutions were 
adopted declaring that "deplorable ad-
ministration of criminnl justice In this 
city, and the fr ightful extent to which 
the bril-ery of juriei. ha* been carried, 
rendered it neco sury for the citiseus of 
New Orleans to vindicate outraged jus-
tice; and while deploring at all times 
the res-.rt to violence, we con-
alder the action by the citizens to be 
proper and justifiable." Resolutions of 
similar purport were also adopted by 
tho board of trade (produce exchange), 
tho sugar exchange and the stock ex-
change.
