RIOTERS KILLED. 

A Terrlblo  Battle In tl ic Coke Ro-
gione of Ponnsylvanla. 

StrikMW  March on (h. K.tahll.hmenl at 
Mwcwwwod—tiaanl.

TROOPS ORDRRKD OUT. 
Mot'XT  PLRASAXT. I'aft  April  8.— 

Ominous signs of the gathering of a 
storm in the coke region have been ob-
served by experienced strikers here for 
some time, and at i o'clock Thursday 
morning they foenKd and bnrst with 
sudden fury  at the Mi*ewood plant, 
which haa pnivlded such a bone of con-
tention between the strikers and their 
employers. 

The fight was brief an J deadly. Two 
rounds of cartridges were fired by a 
bend of sixty-five guards and seven of 
the charging mob of strikers fell dead, 
while at least forty  others were wound-
ed—how badly cannot lie definitely 
learned, ,v> they were taken away by 
their  companions. 

Word was received later that two 
more men concerned in the riot  had 
died In a striker's  house near the More-
wood works, where they had been 
dragged by their fellow-rioters. 

The attack on the More wood plant 
was well planned and conceived and 
headed by determined men evidently to 
lotimidste Ihe men working there 

» for all. Some time eflcr 
8 o'clock a m the guards 
at More «»od heard from the 
Standard works that a raid was immi-
nent. The warning reached the More-
wood plant none loo soon. As the 
noisy band of strikers, now nnmbcring 
fully  1,200 men. approaclieu that plant 
they were oixlcred by the guards to 
halt, but the only at'ention it received 
was the firing  of three shots by mera-
bers of the mob. After  three orders to 
halt the guards were ordered to fire, 
and did so with tbe result mentioned 
above. The volleys from the Winches-
ters were well directed ami but a 'ew 
rounds were necessary to drive the 
friglitened rioters bade Ui the hills, 
where hus.dredsof their fellow strikers 
had gathered. The firing  on both 
sides continued hardly three minutes. 
All  the men killed boar foreign names, 
end it was a fact that not one of theia 
was a naturalized ciliren of this coun 
try. 

Reports from all over the region in-
dicate a fearfully  dangerous and ex-
cited condition of affairs, and the woid 
that the uiililary  was soon to be on 
guard was received by the law-.abiding 
labor officials and coke operators alike 
with  the liveliest evidence of satisfac-
tion. 

HARRlsBirRO,  Va, April  8. -The slate 
militia  was ordered ont Thursday for 
tbe first  time in fourteen years to sup-
press a riot.  Telegrams were rent to 
Gov. Paltison to the effect that tlie 
rioters had aitaciced the sheriff's posse 
and had been fired upon, a number 
being killed He was assured that Ihe 
authorities could not handle the mob, 
aad he at onoe ordered out tbe Eight-
eenth regiment to start for Morewood 

PnTSBi'StcB. Pa, April  8.—Mr. H. C. 
Fricke. the owner of the Morewood 
plant and the largest coke operator in 
tbe country, was seen and in an inter-
view said; "We placed our men and 
properly  in the hands of tbe 
lawful  anthorities for protection. The 
sheriff in the Morewood ease has 
done his duly; the governor h. doing his. 
This is no quarrel ahcnl wages, but 
only whether our men working are to 
be shot down at midnight and our 
property  destroyed liy rioters. The 
authorities mnst settle ibisjind  we will 
know whether a mob or law is to rule." 

MorsT Pl.VASAXT, P a . April  4 . -The 
situation in the coke regimis lies not 
materially  changed within  the last 24 
hours. The troops have charge of 
the coke company's property, and 
the fet'ling  prevails that as long as 
the militis  remains there will  be uu 
more lawlessness. Tlic soldiers cannot 
slay always, however, and it is'feared 
that unless the strike is settled 
before they nrr called home the 
deprudaliuns will  be renewed 
Just as soon as their backs are 
turned. The feeling among the strikers 
is intensely bitter,  but they are care-
ful  to commit no overt act aud content 
themselves with scowling at the mili-
tia and murmuring  in unintelligible 
tongues.
