Sioux Ciry, Ia., May 28, —With a few
days’ warm sunshine Sioux City will
begin to feel herself again.

THE GREAT FLOOD.

The Losses in the Mississippl Val« |
ley Are Immense.

Hundreds Reduced to Poverty—A Great
Opportunity for the Charitable—Sad
Scenes of Desolation lo the
Inundated Districts,

IN NEED OF AID.
8t. Lous, Mo., May 21.—The declive
in the river, though it has stopped at

788 85.0, has given the people of the af-

flicted district an opportunity to esti-
mate the losses of the districts, im-
mediately tributary. to St. Louis, and
the figures are appalling. Here they are:
8t. Louis county, 83,000,000; St. Louis
city, 81,000,000; St. Charles county, $3,-
000,000; the American bottom, from
Alton, IIL, to Cairo, 85,000,000 (this in-
cluding East St. Louis and vicinity)s
total, $11,000,000. These figures,
astounding as they may seem,
are considered by competent judges
extremely conservative. In looking
at this loss it must be remembered
that in all the flooded territory referred

waters have rendered it in a majority
of cases impossible for the farming
population to raise a crop this year.
In St. Louis at least 15,000 per-
sons have been temporarily thrown
out of work by the stopping
of factories by the high water. The
outlook is perhaps no brighter, but cer-
tainly no darker, and it is believed that
what has been done by way of protec-
tion, supplemented by further work ren-
dered possible by the breathing time
given, will suffice to avert further seri-
ous damage.

St. Lours, May 23.—Gov. Fifer is
seriously considering the issue of a
proclamation calling upon the "people
of Illinois generally to contribute to
the relief of sufferers by flood in
that state. Thousands of such
sufferers, including 850 at Belle-
ville and 2,500 at Alton, are
not only in need of assistance for the
present, but will in numerous eases be
dependent upon others for weeks to
come, owing to lossof crops and homes,
and in some instances the loss of
their farming land, which was swept
away by the flood. Gov. Fifer will im-
mediately obtain a census of the suf-
ferers in each county where they have
taken refuge, in order to determine the
exact number of persons who will be
burdens upon the various communities
for some time to come and to form a
systematic plan of relief in which the
people throughout Illinois will probably
be asked to cooperate.

The Mississippi and Missouri valleys
present & melancholy picture of ruin
and devastation.
