Panic-Stricken—Little Evidence of 

a Scare in New York City.

NEW YOUK, S e p t . 5 . - Dr. J e n k i n s , ac-
coinpanied by QnanmliQe Commissioner 
Allen and Prof. Hii^s, went to lower 
quuiuntine 8U:)day morning, and on 
his return It was loaiiu-d that the 
cholera had claimed a number of 
victims on the InfeoUd steam-
ers during the day. The startling 
fac t was made public that 
three deaths had occurred on bonrd of 
the Normannia, two on the Moravia 
•nd one on the Uugia. All the dead 
were taken to Swinburne island 
nnd cremated. I t was also ascertained 
tha t six cases of the disease were sent 
to Swinburne island Sunday. 

Dtiln't K n o w T h H r DunK^r. 

Confusion and panic reigned supreme 
on the Normannia. The 1,000 mid pas-
sengers were kept in densest ignorance 
of the true state of affairs during the 
entire voyage. They were told that 1 
the deaths which had occurred were 
from natural causes. Saturday i 
and early Sunday morning they ; 

were laughing and joking at the 
mischance which detained them In 
quarantine and sure of being shortly I 
released. Sunday noon, they learned 
better. Newspapers and letters were 
brought on board. They discovered | 
that they were prisoners for an in- I 
deflnite length of time, cheek by jowl ' 
with the terrible scourge. 

It Wuh n I'lllablo Scene. 
The scene that transpired Is In- , 

tlescrlbable. Women were crying and | 
wailing, men were cursing and all 
were terror-stricken. One passenger 
offered the health officers Si,000 In cash 
m take him ashore. Others frantically 
(aid their entire fortunes at the feet of 
the visitors and begged that they be 
allowed to hide In the boat on the re-
turn trip. The health officers were 
overcome by the pitiable scene and 
made haste to depart. 

Cr<mv.tUnK the Dead. 
The crematory retort on Swinburne 

Island has been kept at a white heat 
night and day since the first pest ship, 
the Moravia, arrived. At midnight 
Saturday night it received its first 
dead, the three who died Saturday. 
Under the direction of Dr. Byron the 
bodies were placed on the. long iron 
trays and shoved into the flames. 
They were "cholera corpses," their 
skins dry as parchment, eyes deeply 
sunken, faces livid with the bluish 
black hue due to the disappearance of 
the fluid matter In the blood, leaving 
only the ultra marine pigment. The 
bodies of all who die in quarantine 
will be cremated, unless friends are 
prompt in making other arrangements. 
I t Is possible to embalm the bodies in 
such a way as to kill all cholera germs, 
•nd conveniences for this process are 
at hand. 

Not Mnch Alarm In New Tork . 

There Is no real scare feeling in this 
city in spite of the additional deaths 
from cholera on board the steamships 
detained at quarantine. 
board representatives, police authori-
ties and quarantine officials are 
working night and day in their 
efforts to guard against any spread 
of the much dreaded disease to this 
city; but the public at large, while ad-
mitting that the situation is serious, is 
foing about its business as uMial. I t 
Is t rue that disinfectants are having a 
large sale and that people are cleaning 
their houses, and looking to their 
drainage with more than the usual 
care, but this is not done with any feel-
ing of alarm, but simply as a matter of 
proper precaution. The weather here 
for days past has been delightfully 
bracing, and this has a great share in 
calming the public mind and in leading 
everybody to hope tha t the cholera 
cloud will not hover over New York 
bay for any great length of time.

l)r. Jenkins has sent a request to 
Mayor Grant for six patrol officers 
who will be stationed at quarantine 
ftnd arrest any person or persons en-
deavoring to communicate with the 
vessels in lower bay. All the passen-
gers in the steerage of the Normannia 
have been transferred to Hoffman 
island, where they will remain 
under observation. Six cases of 
cholera were t ransfeired to the hospital 
on Swinburne island. This leaves the 
Normannia with no one sick on board 
and with no steerage passengers. The 
Moravia has no sick but has her cabin 
and steerage passengers on board. The 
Engia has no sick and her cabin and 
steerage passengers are on board.
