Paris, Oct. 8. —Joseph Evneste Rennn,
the distinguished philologist  and
author, whose serious illness was an-
nounced Saturday, died at an early
hour Sunduy, after enduring intense
suffering. The ailment which resulted
in M. Renan's death wus contracted
Tuesday last. On that day he went
driving and caught a severe cold. which
speedily developed into congestion

of the lungs. He was slighly bet- |
ter Baturday morning, and his
friends took hope that he would

and  recover from the

disense with which he had been pros- |
trated. They were doomed to deep dis- |
appointment, however, as toward even- '
ing his legs and stomach began to |
swell, and he suffered great agony.

. His condition necessitated a painful

operation which had the effect of weak-
ening the patient's vitality, After the |
operation had been performed M. Re- |
nan fell into a state of heavy somno-
lence from which he never rallied. He
continued to grow weaker and weaker, |
and died at 6:20 o'clock Sunday morn-

ing.
His Cureer. |
[Joseph Ernesta Renan, phllosopher and his. |
was born at, Treguler, Cotes-du-Nord
February 27, 183, His parents wished him to
enter the priesthood, and at an early age he
was sent to Paris to obtain his preparation.
At the close of his classical studies he was
placed in the seminacy of St. Sulticéte to com-
plete his theological course.  While there |
he showed remarkable aptitude fn  the
study of the Hebrew; Arabic and Syriac lan-
guages. He had already developed, however, |
o mich independence of thonght to qualify
for the priesthood, and therefore he quitted
the seminary to follow the beut of his own
mind. In 1847 he won the Volney prize for
8 work upon the Semitie language. In
1851 he was attnched to the department
of manvscript in the national library, and |
five years later was clected a member of the
Academie des Inscriptions in the place of M.
