•uho aM willing to support thi'f.e prin-
ciples aud the nominees ot the sliver 
par ty to organize in the usual manner 
lo r that purpose. The national conven-
t ion of the silver men Is to be held at 
fit  LO MS July 22, the same day as the 
meeting of the populist tjitional con-
vention A total of 1,28k delegates 
wi l l  move up the convention, this num-
ber being apportioned among the states
