But by this t ime it was 
growing too dark t o dis t inguish them, 
and as I tried to move a little nearer, 
they both flew off to the roof of tho 
house, aud there the clear whistle rang 
out loudW", than ever. They wore the 
f tmnies tu^t le birds, with heads that 
seemed nearly half as big as the body, 
which looked absurdly small between 
it and the broad out-spread, fan-like 
tail. They belong to a family of b i rds 
called go.it-suckcrs. They are also 
called night juis, from the notes they 
ut ter nt n i g h t ; ami another nnmo for 
tiieiu is the night s\vallow,bocause they 
feed on insects as they fly. They have 
large mouths, v.hich they keep open 
while on the wing. The month is 
fringed with l o n g h a i r or bristles,which 
make a t rap in which insects are en-
tangled.

Steam Plomrliimr. 
From the N. Y. Evening Poat. 

I t is a rather s ingular fact that all 
a t t empts at steam cul ture in th i s coun-
try have so far prove 1 to be failures. 
In th i s respect, progressive though we 
aref t s a nation iu o ther matters , we 
have been left behind by many Euro-
pean countries. Yet in the cultivation 
of largo tracts of land steam p loughing 
is undoubtedly more efficient, as well 
as more economical than the present 
system. Our Engl ish cousins fully ap-
precia te this. There are in Eng land 
several different es tabl i shments em-
ploying over twelve hundred men c i*h 
in the manufacture of s team ploughs. 
Tho plan found to work the 

.bes t iu Great Britain' is to have 
organized companies, who hire out 
their s team machines and do tho work 
by contract, and. i t is said, tha t more 
than five hundred steam ploughs aro 
t h u s held for hire. Tho sue . e s s of 
the experiment is proved by its work-
ings on a t rac t of five hund red acres 
near London. So poor was th i s land 
deemed that it would not b r ing a ren t 
of three dollars per acre, bu t a f te r be-
ing ploughed by steam it brought a 
olear profi t of $18,000 on grain crops. 
Scot land also finds no difficulty in mak-
ing steam ploughing " pav.'1 In Ger-
many the same mechanical force meets 
with general approval, while fu r the r in 
the Eas t the Pacha of Egypt employs 
four hundred of these ploughs. 

Two difficulties seem to have at-
tended all efforts to makes team plough-
ing a success in this count ry—the 
na ture of tho machines themselves and 
the lack of any organization to pu t 
t h e m in operation. As to tho first d i f -
ficulty, tho machines have been too 
cumbersome and too expensive. The 
plan of stat ionary engines drawing the 
ploughs by means of cables had a fair 
trial, bu t for many reasons abandoned 
as impracticablo on u large scale, and 
too complicated for small farms. Then 
an engine drawing a dozen ploughs was 
exhibited, but met with no favor, as the 
cost of one such mtudiino was very great 
aud disproport ionale to the resul ts 
Attained. Of course steam ploughing 
is most needed on the prairies of our 
western states, where the soil is level 
and fertile, and here is where the 
second difficulty occurs, in the necessity 
for some regularly organized company 
to introduce tuo engines. Take <i new 
colony for instance. If i ts members 
combine one of these machines can 
easily be purchased, and will do more 
work iu a single day than all the men 
together T us the laborers would 
have t ime to perfect the o ther details 
incident to the es tabl ishment and per-
manent location of a set t lement . Some 
such system will doubtle-ss soon take 
the place ol the independent work of 
each laborer. 

Meant Nnrlgallon. 
It seems to be b u t yesterday since the 

learned Dr.Lardi ier plainly demonstra-
ted—for there was no other word t o 
apply to his clear and convincing logic 
—the impossibility of steam navigation 
of the Atlantic. Hut. alas for the fal-
lacy of human judgment , since not 
long after ,one bright summerday , the re 
came gliding into our waters a t r im-
bui l t bark, with graceulfy moulded 
hull and taper spurs, regardless of winds 
and tides, a messenger from the fur 
shore of the AtlMitie. showing tha t 
logic was as nought , and tha t the great 

imiblem of oc'eiiu steam navigation had 
iad been solved virtuously. Now every 

mari t ime port of Eu iope sends forth 
myriads of swift-winged steamers, anni-
h ia t r ing t ime and distance,while people 
wonder with what new marvel science 
intends to surprise u s ; she has tauglii 
us to traverse the s ea l i kea bird,and yet 
desire outs t r ips fulllmeiit.

the United States. It would seem tha t 
he has met with but poor success, and , 
at last accounts was living in des t i tu te 
circumstances a t Zurich.

At one time Mr. Bientano was pritici-1 

pal proprietor of tho Illinois Staalz-

F A R M , O A U D K X A N D I I O I S K I I O I . D . 

T h e S t - v e i i t l i Y r n r I l u i n y S r i t * o n . 
Mr. J . E . Hickok. of Whitesville, 

Missouri, writes as follows to tiie Fa rm 
Jou rna l . Wo gi ro it for wha t it is 
w o r t h : 

Would i t not be well to d iaw your 
readers ' a t tent ion t o this year , 1872. as 
being tho regular septennial rainy sea-
son; " Being forewarned is be ing for 
ea rmed . " In 1858 I was farming in 
Illinois. We hud some forty acres of 
co in t h a t we could not cult ivate in at 
all. In 18155 I cultivated iu the mud. 
No mat ter how many wet seasons inter-
vene. I t h ink we may surely prepare 
for abundance of rai n every seven years. 
L e t our farmers strive to ge t their corn 
ground ready for the seed early, and 
plant while fresh, before the weeds 
have s tar ted . Tiien,perhaps, ono good 
cul t ivat ion can he given the crop, 
which on new lands at least, will give 
a fair yield. The great secret of rais-
ing a good crop of this impor tan t sta-
ple (any sensou) lies in get t ing the 
young p lan t s tar ted ahead of the weeds 
"when i t is comparatively easy to culti 
vato properly. 

F l u x a * n P n y l n S C r o p . 

T h e quest ion has been repeatedly 
asked whether flax seed can be profit-
ably raised in Michigan. I t s cu l ture 
has n o t been entered in to in t h i s S ta te 
to any considerable extent, aud in the 
minds of many farmers it is not sett led 
whether i t will pay or not. In th i s con-
nection a " Flax Grower " writes from 
Sandusky county. Ohio, t o n Cleveland 
exchange tha t it will pay to raise flax 
seed. H e goes on : 

Your subscriber sowed ten acres on 
fair g round tho last of April, aud har-
vested the last of July. The ground 
was plowed about four inches deep, 
harrowed once, then leveled with a 

i p lank leveier, harrowed again length-
wise of the furrow, sowing directly over 
the harrow (as it should be sowed even-
1 . ) then brushed in with a good brush, 
o r a linht harrow w o u l d d o . if t h e t e e t h 
aro close together. 

Flux should bc cut when r ipe,as bo th 
seed and fibre are worth more when 
fully matured . 

I t should bo harvested e i ther wi th a 
cradle or a reaper, and bound in small 
bundles and pu t up in double rows, 
with a b o u t two dozen iu each bunch. 

When thoroughly cured it should be 
th rashed or pu t into a barn f i l l w-inter. 
when seed generally br ings t h e h ighes t 
price. Seed should be well cleaned. 
On la i r ground tho yield of seed will be 
from ten to twelve bushels pe r ac r e . and 
aud from six to ten hundred pounds of 
straw. 

F lax straw is worth from six to ten 
dol la is per ton. Flax before wheat, 
leaves the ground in excellent condit ion 
for wheat. 

G o o d C o w a t h e C h e a p e s t . 

An the season is a t hand for purchas-
ing niiloh cows, we commend to gen-
eral a t tent ion the following judic ious 
remarks by a practical man : " Many 
poor men would be inclined,we fancy, 
t o think us wild in advising t h e m to 
pay so much as even $100 or $125 for 
an extra good cow, the best tha t can be 
found iu the neighborhood, ye t we are 
confident tha t in a majori ty of cases, 
d u e cure being given t o the animal 's 
health.cleanliness.and ample nutr i t ion, 
the prof i t would be very much greater 
t h a n would an inferior animal. Proba-
bly the average of cows kept for the 
family use of poor men will not give 
more than 1,500 quar t s of milk per 
annum, or at the most 1,800 quarts . 
Th is amoun t of milk, in the family of 
tho ordinary mechanic or laborer, is 
worth five cents a quar t for home cou-
snmption—say from $75 or $80 a year. 
Out of this sum is to be paid the inter-
est of thennimal ' s cost,her depreciation 
iu value and the pr ice of purchased 
food, which i smoreo r less according to 
the circunistauces under which the fam-
ily live. F o r $125. even in oil ier dis-
tricts than those which are 
chiefly devoted to the keeping of cows, 
an ' excellent animal, fro 
qiieutly a grade Ayrshire or Short-horn 
may be purchased, t ha t will give with 
good care, ou rich food, not less than 
5 , 0 0 0 qua r t s of milk per annum. In 
s tances are not rare of the yield reach-
ing even 5,000 quar ts . With such au 
animal wo will suppose that , as in the 
previous case, 1,500 q u a r t s are con-
sumed by the tamily.and are es t imated 
a t $75. This leaves 2,500 quar t s of 
milk fur s a l e ; and, in a lmost every 
village in the laud, this milk may bo 
readily fo ld a t t h e door fo r six or e igh t 
and not seldom for ten cents a qua r t . 
At tho least price—six cents—the total 
amount of sales would be $1;)0, which 
would pay for the extra food required 
to keop this larger animal in t h e best 
condition, ami lo r the increased interest 
and depreciation, and leave a handsome 
profit besides. Any cow mus t be fed, 
shel tered, milked, and general ly at-
tended to. The amotint of labor re-
qui red in the case of the b e t t j r animal 
is in no respect greater than in the 
case of the poorer one. T h e piofi t of 
the operation is all real profit, and no 
small account should be made of the 
greater satisfaction and pleasure that 
result f rom full milk-pails than those 
half full, from fine cows than from 
' sc rubs . ' It is a re turn to tha t old 
principle tha t whatever is worth doing 
is worth doing wel l ; nnd if it will pay 
to keep any cow a t all , i t will surely pay 
t o keep the bes t cow tha t we ean afford 
to buy . "

T h e American Agriculturist gives 
this method of feeding lambs: 

" O n e of tho greatest difllcultios in 
raising early lambs, more especially 
with some breeds which are not natur-
t l ly good mothers, is the disposit ion of 
the ewe to disown or neglect the lamb. 
When she has twin lambs this not sel-
dom happens. Without great attention 
at yeaning time a farmer mav lose some 
fine lambs which might easily be saved. 
We have experienced th i s ourselves, 
and have saved many early lambs by 
feeding with cow's milk. It has been 
said that cow's n.ilk is poisonous to a 
lamb. We never found it so, bu t have 
had very good success, even with that 
every tender breed, tho Leicester^. 
The critical t ime with a lamb, more es-
pecially in colli weather,is tho first day 
of its life. Often the ewe may b o a s 
good a nurse as possible, but the lamb 
may be weak a1; I chilled. A mouthfu l 
of warm milk wiil of:en revive a lamb 
when it is not abl - to get up to suck. 

To feed a liinib t ha t has been altogeth-
er disowned by the ewe, we use a tin 
can, a common kerosene oil can. with a 
piece of sponge wound round the end 
of the spou t and covered with a c i t ton 
bag, shaped like a teat, which was tied 
on. T h e milk was made warm and a 
little snirar dissolved in ii. The teat 
being p u t iu the lamb 's mouth it will 
immediately suck eagerly, and will 
soon g e t iieciistomed t o the s t range 
method. When a ewe is weak ami has 
b u t l i t t le milk, a few spoonfuls a day 
will help the lamb very much. When 
a ewe will not own her l i m b 
it is t he best to take her and with one 
hand bold u p the wool so tha t t he lamb 
can get t o the teat. Li t tho sheep be 
held so t h a t she can turn her head and 
Mliell the lamb, and if a little suit be 
sprinkled o n it, she will commence t o 
lick it and her iinmotherly oiijeetions 
be soon removed. Such a ewe sh tuld 
be placed with her lamb in a small stall 
by herself . As soon a s the lamb is 
s t rong enough, it will, by dint of per 
severenco—when the sheep cannot es-
cape—learn t.i help itself. In two or 
three d a y s tho ewe will have become 
friendly to it. Tho sheep pens should 
be visited several t imes a day. and lho 
last th ing at ni;;ht and the first th ing 
in the morniiur. as soon as lambs beg in 
to appear. Tho ewsshould be removed 
a day or two previous to t h i s event, in to 
a pen by themselves, where more care 
and a l i t t le extra feed can be given t hem. 
It should be remenibered that when a 
can or bot t le is used to feed the lamb, 
it should be carefully rinsed with scald-
ing water immediately a f te r using, lest 
any soiireness should occur Sour milk 
will kill l ambs very quickly. In ease 
diarrhoea should occur from any neglect 
in this respect, it may be stopped at 
ouce by udministering tho following 
cord ia l : One pint of peppermint water 
with one ouce of prepared chalk, in doses 
of half a teaspoonful or more,acconling 
to t h e age of the lamb, three t imes a 
day. I t is very rarely, however, tha t 
this will be needed if care is used. I t 
is also very important tha t warm, dry 
quar ters with clean s traw bedding be 
fu rn i shed . " 

T h e I l n i i s e h o l d . 
CARPETED F L O O R S . - W h e n a c a r p e t i s 

taken u p to be cleaned, the floor be-
neath i t is generally very mu Ii covered 
with dust . This dust is very fine aud 
dry. aud poisonous to the lungs. Be-
fore removing i t , spr inkle the floor with 
very d i lu te carbolic acid, to ki l l any 
poisonous germs tha t may be Dreseut, 
and to thoroughly dis infect the floor 
and - r ende r it sweet. 

A N I C E J E L L T CAKE — O n e c u p o f 
good sweet cream and two cups of white 
sugar beaten t oge the r ; add six well 
beftten eggs, three cups of flour, the 
juice of ft lemon, and ono cup of cur-
rants. Dissolve a small teaspoon of 
soda iu pa r t of the cream and double 
the quant i ty of cream of t a r t a r in the 
flour. Bake in a loaf, and then when 
cool cut in moderately thin slices 
around the loaf, and spread with app le 
jelly and put together carefully, and 
the" loaf will be complete again. 

C H E A P P A I N T . — A c h e a p p a i n t m a y 

bo made for ou tbui ld ings 
t ha t will last f s r years, by 
t ak ing milk aud cement— or " wa-
ter l ime ," as some call it—mix and ap-
ply three or four coa t s ; any dry col-
or may be added. Th is will last for 
years," and by renewing once in two or 
three years, a bui ld ing will look as well 
as if painted with oil paint. To p u t 
this on, the paint should be st irred 
constantly, as the finer par t s will soon 
be all used out, and at last you will 
have no th ing b u t sand. 

FARMERS' F R U I T - C A K E . — T h r o e c u p -

fu ls of sour, dr ied apples, soaked oyer 
n ight in warm water. In tho morning 
drain oil the water, chop too fine, leav-
ing tho apple about as large as raisins, 
t hen s immer in two cupfu l s of molasses, 
two hou r s or until d ry . that is. unt i l 
the app l e has absorbed all t he molas-
ses ; one and a half cupfu l s of bu t te r , 
well bea t en ; one of sugar, tour eggs ; 
one cupfu l of sweet milk ; one teaspoon-
fu l of cloves ; one of cinnamon ; one of 
n u t m e g ; one and a half teaspoon litis 
of soda, four aud a half t eacupfu l s of 
flour ; add raisins or currants, if you 
please ; b u t roll in f lour before p u t t i n g 
to o the r ingredh nts ; beat all toge ther 
thoroughly ; bake careful ly m a well-
heated oven. This is excellent, far bet-
te r t h a n the richer kind, say b lack or 
frci t cake, and more easily digested. 

CRACKED W H E A T . — F o r a p i n t o f t h e 

cracked grain, have two quar ts of water 
boiling in a smooth iron pot over a 
quick f i re ; st ir iu the wheat s lowly; 
boil fast and stir constantly for the first 
half hour of cooking, or until it begins 
to thicken and " p o p u p ; " then l i f t 
f rom the quick fire, and place the pot 
where the wheat will cook slowly for an 
hour longer. Keep it covered closely, 
s t i r now and then, and be careful not 
to let i t burn at the bottom. W!;eat 
cooked thus is min 'h sweeter and 
r icher than when left to soak and sim-
mer for hours,as many thit.k necessary. 
White wheat cooks the easiest. When 
ready to dish out. have your moulds 
moistened with cold water, cover light ly, 
and set in a cool place. Eat warm or 
cold, with milk and sugar. 

HOME MADE CREXM C A N D Y . — I f m a d e 

according to the following direct ion, 
you will have cream candy equa l to 
t ha t of the confect ioners: To any 
quan t i ty of white or clean, light sugar, 
add au eqmll quant i ty of cold water. 
Dissolve a little cold water with starch, 
i n t h e proport ion of two t easpoonfu l s to 
one c u p of sugar, and set it as ide 
ready for use. Set the sugar and water 
on the fire to bo i l ; do not s t i r m u c h 
af te r t he sugar dissolves. Let it boil 
unt i l a little of it d ropped in to cold 
water will harden readily. Theu add 
the starch, st irr ing very rapidly, and 
boil a minute or two ; again try ; when 
when done pour into a imttered d i sh 
or pan, and set aside till cool enough 
to work vvith the hands. Add to it 
while work ing such flavoring extract as 
may be prefern d. Work till very l ight. 
Draw out into flat l eng ths and cut into I 
st icks.

A shocking accident occurred S u n d a y 
opening on the tulo overflow between 
Washington and Davisviile. Yolo 
county, which resulted in t h e dea th of 
three persons, and the narrow oscapoof 
another fr m destnict ion. liver since 
the par t ia l destruct ion of the California. 
Pacific Railroad, travel between this 
city and Davisviile and Woodland, 
Yolo county , has been conducted by 
means of small boats, which made daily 
t r ips between Washington (across the 
river) and Davisviile, over the vast ex-
panse of water t ha t now covers tho 
t ide region •>! Yolo. Th is water is from 
one to twelve feet deep, and be ing open 
to the wind, is great ly d is turbed even 
by l ight gales, and made exceediudly 
difficult, us well as dangerous, to navi-
gate. 

Sunday afternoon quite a still breeze 
from the southwest blew across the in-
land sea. This breeze would be abou t 
abeam of boats passing hi thorward 
from Davisviile. At about a qua r t e r 
to il p. M.. t he wrecked party left Wash-
iiiRton for Davisviile in a boat belong-
ing to a man named Lewis, b u t which 
was in care of a boatman named King. 
The party consisted of Win. A. J o h n -
son, Mis! S. W. Huff, and a lad. to-
gether with King, tho boatman. The 
next heard of them was yesterday morn-
ing, when King, nearly exhausted by a 
night of peri lous exposure, appeared iu 
Washington with the dead body of tho 

j boy and reported tha t the o thers were 
: dead in the orerflow. The sum and 
suhstancc of the boatman's s tory is a s 
follows: T h e boat, a small one. was 
going under sail and pre t ty near the 
wind. K i n g was looking ou t for the 
sail and Johnson handl ing tho rudder , 

1 the sea be ing short aud chopping. 
By some mishap the rudder was un-

sh ipped ; the boat lurched then, of 
course, a g u s t of wind caught t h e sai l 
and capsized tho frail craf t in water 
from four to five feet deep, and about 
three miles f rom land. The woman 
was got ou tho bottom of the b o a t ; 
the boy dr i f ted off about 30 feet, b u t 
was caugh t by King aud also placed on 
the bo t tom of the b o a t : Johnson hold-
ing on to t h e stern, a l ternately wading 
up to his neck or floating, according to 
the inequal i t ies of the ground under -
neath. King held ou as he could. T h e 
woman sl ipped off and was again plac-
ed ou the bot tom of the boat , only to 
fnll off again and again. When she 

' fell oil' tho fifth time i t was impossible 
to recover her. aud she sunk. The wa-
ter was cold, and so was the wind, which 
doubt less so benumbed the woman tha t 
she waa unable to do anything for her-

. self. 
For some time the boat continued to 

d r i f t hopelessly about, Johnson holding 
on tho stern, his strength giving way 
with each passing moment. Final ly h e 
called out to tho b o a t m a n : " J i m , I 
oun't hold out any longer!" " H o l d 
on Bill, fo r God's s ake ! We' l l ge t help 
b y ' m - b y l " was King's u rgen t reply. 
" I m u s t g o , " were the last words of 
J o h n s o n ; his benumbed and weary 
fingers let go of their lust hold on life, 
and his body sank t o the bot tom. T h e 
boat continued to d r i f t all night, with 
King and the boy on its bottom, tho 
chill ing winds piercing the marrow of 
thoir bones, and rendering it doub t fu l 
if e i ther would live to tell t he story of 
the wreck. The boy died before moru-
ing, bu t t he body remained upon the 
boat un t i l it d r i f ted to land, shor t ly 
af ter daylight , a short d is tance above 
the town of Washington, whither i t 
had been driven by the prevai l ing south-
west wind. 

Yesterday boats were cruis ing in 
search of tlm bodies, bu t the heavy 
winds prevai l ing caused such rough 
seas as t o make the work too dangerous 
to prosecute thoroughly. I t is no t 
probable that they will be recovered for 
several days. 

The Coffee Supply. 
The landslide on the l ine of the San 

Paulo Railroad bids fair to p roduce a 
temporary interrupt ion of the s h i p m e n t 
of coffee from Brazil. Abou t 200,000 
bags per month, being more than half 
of t he coffee exported f rom Brazil, was 
t ranspor ted by means of the San Pau lo 
Railroad t o the por t of Santos . Un t i l 
the proper repairs can be made in t h e 
railroad, the only means of conveying 
coffee t o the sea s ide will b e b y a l ong 
and tedious process. I t m u s t first bo 
carr ied on the back of mules by devi-
ous p a t h s along the base of the Sierras 
do Mar to Ju iz da Font, a dis tance of 
over ono hund red miles. At th i s p lace 
it can be taken iu vehicles a long the 
high road to Maim, where it may be 
taken in barges t o Rio do Jane i ro . If 
the de lay in repair ing tho rai lroad 
should be four months, as es t imated, 
the amount of coffee t ransmi t ted to 
Rio do Jane i ro by the route above de-
scribed may prove a most inadequa te 
subs t i tu te for the 800,000 bags which 
would ordinari ly be sh ipped for ex-
porta t ion. 

POTTED MEATS.—It sometimes happens 
f rom some unforeseen circunistauces. 
that large quant i t ies of cooked meats, 
p repared for a par ty which d id no t 
come off, perhaps, remain on baud , 
which are inevitable lost. Such should 
be pot ted. Cut the meat f rom the bone, 
ami chop fine, and season h igh wi th 
sa l t and pepper , cloves and c innamon . 
Moisten with viuuegar, wine, b randy, 
cider, and Worcestershire sauce, of 
melted but ter , according t o ' t h e k ind of 
meat, or to suit your own tas te . Then 
pack it t ight into a stone jar , and cover 
over the top with tibout a quar te r of an 
inch of melted but ter . I t will keep 
months , and alwaya afford a ready and 
excellent dish for the tea-table. 

AT the present t ime Great Britain 
has six hundred furnaces annually con-
s u m i n g upward of 11,500,000 tons of 
ore, and br inging out a product in pig 
metal of 5,500,000 tons, valued at more 
than $675,000,000. This prodticlion is 
not so great as that of the I ni ted 
S ta t e s ; aud m the last ten years tho 
increase of the manufacture in the lat-
t e r country has been 'JO percent . , while 
t h a t of Great Britain has only reached 
14 per cent. Several enthusiast io 
Americans any this, evidently with 

i much reason. ' to the l imited supp ly of 
good ores in Great Britain, and the in-
creased e \penso of raising t h e n f rom 
tiie beds below the iiiruace.
