MUST HAVE THE NECESSARIES
OF LIFE AT ONCE.

A Sammary of the Report of the Com-
mittee Which Investigated the Condi-
tion of the Destitate Miners In the
pper Peninsula—Prospect for Work,

After over a week of thorongh in-
vestigation into the condition of the
destitute miners of Gogebic and Dick-
inson connties, in the upper peninsula,
the relief committee—composed of Wm.
C. Maybury, E. W. Cottrell and R H,
Fyfe, prominent Detroit citizens—have
made an exhaustive report to the ex-
ecutive relief committee. In substance
the report says: The annual tax levy
in Gogebie has long since been ex-
pendead and that the private charities
of the connties have given to the full
extent of their abilities until now al-
most all the citizens are reduced to the
same level. In Dickinson county the
public funds are down 1o the lowest
notch and there has been but little
actual suffering as yet, although help
will be needed at once and for some
time to come.

In both countics there is but one in-
dustry—mining—and this induostry was
the first to feel the business depression
which has covered the whole country,
consequently the mines have nearly all
been closed since last spring. The
miners conld not leave the dis-
trict with their families, or, if
able to do so, no employment
opened up to them elsewhere to en-
courage such a step.  Bat little is pro-
duced in this district and everything
which enters into daily hving—food,
clothing, ete., except wood—mast come |
from without. These circamstances
make their disadvantages almost ap-
palling. The proportion of families
living without the aid of husband an
father, is greater by far in the mining
district thun yn any other. The casual |
ties, fatal in charucter, freqnently oc-!
curring, soon invests a mining com- |

In Ironwood more eapeclaﬂ{ and else* |
where on the Gogebic and Menominee
ranges, typhoid fever and other dis-
eases have been epidemic. Many have
died and multitudes are in stages of
convalescence. The physician whom
they could mot compensate and the |
medicines for which they could not pay
were indispensible. Both were pres-
ent we are happy to say without money
and without price, throngh the noble
self-sacrifice of the physicians of the
stricken counties. From these and
other reasons which might be ad-
vanced, it will be seen how far-reach-
ing the of depend isand how
absolutely beyond the miners’ control
are the conditions out of which de-
pendence came, and from which it is
likely to coutinue.

As to the number of persons who
will require aid until mining opera-
tions are resumed, your committee ob-
tained the most exact information
possible. 1o this end, a thorough can-
vass was made. In Gogebic coanti
there are the townsof Ironwood wit
4,000 destitute; Bessemer, 1,500; Lake-
field, 600. in Iron Mountain and Nor-
way & total of 2,000 persons must de-

nd upon charity this winter. Mak-
ing the total number 8,100 at the pres-
‘ent time with the unha p{ prospect
that the number will pro{)m. ly be in-
creased as the weeks go by. The cop-

r mining communities of Ishpeming,

arquette, ete., will try to care for
their own destitute. The committee
personully investigated the condition
of the miner's homes and found that
not only was food in instant demand,
but children could not attend school
for lack of footwear and clothing. The
imminent need is boots and shoes, Ger-
man socks and overshoes and second-
hand clothing of every description,
more especially underwear for women
and children. Nothing of this charac-
ter can go smiss. Everything can be
made available. Prompt giving in this
direction is double giving. As to the
donations of food, supplies and money,
these will be continuous and appor-
tioned us the needs increase or de-

crease.

At least 820,000 per month in
supplies and money, one-fourth of
which should be cash, will be needed,
if even the necessaries of life are to be
supplied. This would be on the basis
of only $2.50 monthly for each person,
and is scant relief at that.

In each of the counties of Gogebic
and Dickinson a central committee has
been formed composed of three repre-
sentative citizens in the former and
five in the lntter county, The designa-
tion of such committees by name will
be the Gogebic and Dickinson County
Relief committees respectively. Tt is
suggested that all contributions be
consigned w either of these commit-
tees, who will upportion contributions

to the number of their dependents.
Gen. Alger has communicated with
owners of several of the mines with a
view of inducing them to resume work.
A number have agreed to do so if they
‘can get a little more thun the operat-
ing expenscs. There is also u disposi-
tion on the part of the big fee (land)
owners to make a redoction of their

The annual meeting of the Michigen
State Grange was held at Lansing.
Reports {from the secretary and other
minor officers indicate that the finances
of the order are in excellent condi-
tion, although the organization has
experienced small growth during the
past year.

The execntive committee's report
handles national issues. The financial
stringency, the committee says, is due
to the withdrawal of interest and. divi-
dends on foreign capital and the with-

of confidence is attributable to the
eastern bankers, who, by painting
gloomy pictures, tried to force the
government to issue bonds. In course
of time the people begun to believe the
bankers and to share their distrust.
The committee deplores the repeal of
the Sherman law. They say that a
single goid standard is not sufficient as
the basis of a healthy currency.

The grange is in favor of restricting
the capitalizetion of railroads and
other corporations to the actnal value
of the property-they own, 8o that wa-
tered stock may be done away with.
They believe in 8 government postal
telegraph, and also in a government
parcel delivery under proper restric-
tions. They believe that penalties,
even imprisonment, be imposed upon
railroad men far violating the ralroad
laws, as, for instunce, those laws which
require railroad companies to issue
tickets good for any member of the
family. They denounce the repeal of
the mo: e tax law of 1891 and say
that the law of 1803, which replaces it,
shows no signs of ability, research or
industry.

Free coinage, government loans and
warehouses for grain are treated as
dead issues, and no recommendations
are made.

A resolution was adopted urging the
contributions of produce for the relief
of upper peninsila miners, but oppos-
ing an extra session of the legislature.
There was also adopted a resolution
condemning the county road law en-
acted by the last legislature. The
position of the grange on this law is
that it places an expense of the im-
provement on the farms while the
wheelman and carringe drivers reap
the large share of the efit. Treas-
urer Strong reported that the receipts
of the year were §5,917.62; disburse-
ments, $5,091.18; cash on hand, $1,-
435.88.

Dispatches from Uonolulu on the
steamer Awara and via Victoria, B. G,
give some very interesting news from
that place. The dispatches recite the
astonishment expressed by the Ameri-
can liawaiians when they received
from the steamer Warrimoo, on Nov.
24, the first knowledge of the ex-
pressed intention of President Clove-
jaud and Secretary Gresham to restore
the gueen to che throne.

The royalists became very jubilant
and the annexationists at once began |
preparations to resist either internal |
or external force.

Congress has full power, bat
Grover Cleveland had no right, legally
or otherwise."

Orders have been given to those
governments having, or to have here-
after warships in Honolula harbor that
no nation will be allowed to land
troops without the written consent of
the provisional government. This no-
tice was served upon the foreign diplo-
matic corps in writing,. Two hundred
and fifty men were put to work ferti-
{ying the executive building. In case
it is the intention to carry out the in-

structions for the restoration of the |adds

monarchy Minister Willis has prom-
ised to give the provisional govern-
ment 36 hours notice before acting.
In case such notice comes, 500 men will
be at once put to work and before the
time expires the executive building
will be surrounded on all four sides
with rifle pits 150 feet from the build-
ing, which will defyattack and be ab-
solutely safe from the guns of the
ships.

It has been learned upon the best an-
thority coming directly from royalist
sources, that British Minister Resident
Wodehouse has lstely stated to differ-
ent persons in Honolulu that there was
an understanding between President
Cleveland and the English government
that the monarchy should be restored.
This theory reached the executive and
an advisory council's special session
was held in which the following reso-
lution, was unsnimously recoinmended
to the executive:

Resolved, That the executive conncil
inquire of the American minister
whether his instructions were covered
trand in harmony with the letter of
“SBecre Gresham to President Cleve-
Innd. 1If so, whether he was instructed
to use force;and. that, shonld the sn-
swer be in the affirmative, these coun-
cils recommend that Mr. Willis be im-
mediately given his passport and the
ex-(reen be made a prisoner of state.

The feur of the councils. seems to be
that the British will offer protection to

restore her.

Immediately upon the arrival of the
Australia the council held a special
session to hear official dispatches from
Thurston. These strongly advised the
provisional government to hold the
fort. The idea is growing here that
Minister Willis will refuse to act and
carry out Cleveland's restoration
policy.

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell, minister of
trade and commerce, of Ottawsa, Ont.,
addressed the Honolulu chamber of
commerce. Mr. Bowell's speech con-
sisted mainly of an appeal for aid from
the Hawaiian government to encourage
the Canadian-Australian steamship
line. He told of the market in Canada
for Hawaiian prodncts, and spoke of
the necessity of cable communication
between Hawaii snd Cenada and
Austrslis. The members of the cub-
inet were seen shortly sfter the meet-
ing the next morning, and even their
guarded expressions of opinions con-
cerning the intent and purpose of Mr.
Bowell’s proposition shawed that the
