FPassport Regulations.

for a foreign port. This is a vexatlog
measure enforced apparently for the
sake of enabling a few officials to col-
l_ect small fees, In Cuba passports are
procuced whenever travelers arrive or
depart. This precaution is considered
necessary in view of the political con-
dition of unrest prevalling In the
island.

In Russia passport regulatjons are
enforced with great stringency. No
traveler is allowed to enter the empire
untfl he has obtained a passport and
convincad the Russian consular offi-
cers at the port from which he salls
that he is neither a Roman Cathollc
priest nor a Helwsw. The question
ordinarily asked Is: “What Is your re-
liglon " but it is designed to provide
agalnst the entry of either of these two
classes.

When the traveler arrives at a Rus-
slan port with a passport which has
been properly viseed and countersign-
el at a consular office, It is critically
examined by a police officer, and duly
registared,
At the entrance of the hotel another
police officer takes possesslon of the
dccument, and in the eurse of twen-
ty-four hours returns it with a pérmit
for a limited residence in the country.
When the traveler departe for anoth-
er city In the empire he must have the
passport countersigned by the police,
This process continues until he reaches
the frontler, which he cannot rross un-
less the passport has been viseed and
stamped by the police. © Not Infre-
quently tourists are stopped at the
frontier and subjected to serious incon-
venience beciuse they have nezlected
to comply with the police regulations
respecting passports,

All this red tape causes annoyance
and irritation among tourists, who are
apt to overlook the fact that Russians
as well as foreigners are compelled to
obesrve these police regulations, It {8
the business of the police to know
where everybody lodges. A permit io
required if a native removes from ono
quarter of a town to®hother. Every-
body I8 registered by the pollce when
he arrives or departs, and foreigners
when they are in Russia are dealt with
on equal terms with permanent resi-
dents,

The same system prevails in Tur-
key, where it is not practicable for a
foreigner to travel without a passport,
Elsewhere in Europe passports are not
required, They are relles of a bygone
period when communications between
countries were slow and infrequent.
Now that all nations are drawn to-
gether by the ties of constant Inter-
course a pussport is out of date except
In countries like Russia, Turkey and
Cuba, where it fits into the police sys-
tem of registration.

Corn Silage Va Corn Fodder.

Director E. B. Voorhees of the New
Jersey experiment station has made
careful, comparative tests of corn sil-
age and fleld drled corn fodder for milk
and’ butter production, with fcllowing
results: ’

1. That the cost of harvesting, stor-
Ing and preparing the dry matter con-
tained In corn was greater in the form
:f silage than in the form of dried fod-

2. That the changes that occur in
the composition of silage were not
such as to decrease its feeding value
in a greater degree than those which
occur In the proeess of dry curing corn
fodder.

3. That for milk and butter produc-
tion the feeding value of the dry mat-
ter of the sllage was greater than that
of the dried fodder corn. The yleld ot
milk was 12.8 per cent greater, and the
yleld of butter fat 10.4 per cent greater,

4. At one eent per pound' for the
milk produced, the valne of the corn
crop was near $10 per acre greater
when fed in the form of silage rather
than in the form of dry fodder.

This test was from a fleld of ff-
teen acres that ylelded only 11.25 tons
of sllage to the acre, From this it will
be seen that when one has ten acres of
a falr growth of corn (1125 tons), It
would pay fer a hundred dollar sllo
the first year, to ensile it instead of
feeding it dry. Sometimes a little fig-

better). Put ome quart of lime In
trough and pump on say fifty gallons
watep, then let se(fle and water sheep
off the top; as the strength decreases
fill up with mew lime. The sheep,
scouring, were feverish and drank
heartily; therefore the remedy went
where needed most. The effect was
magieal; all began Improving at once;
the offensive smell disappeared, and
anly lost one weak lamb after using
lime. All are eating fine and appear
to be galning. I don’t know what ef-
feet lime would have on Intestinal
worms, {f any, but I do know how It
worked with the scours. There has
been quite a loas of lambs In this coun.
ty, In some cnses 60 per cent dying.

ABOUT THEE RINGS.

Gorrectnens of the Theory THat They
Denote Agé Proved,

Although forestry experts in Eu.
tope for more than i tehithry have held
ihe theory of determining the age of &
iree by the ring markings to be dbso-
lately reliable, many attempts bhave
been made In this country to disprove
it. To give its official support to the
theory the forestry division of the de-
partment of agriculturé has just is-
sued a pamphlet on “The Annual Ring.”

These yearly rings, In addition to be-
ing sufficlently well defined to be read-

being the “spring wood,” s it is known
to forestry experts, while the latter is
the “summer wood.” The rings in a
tree grown in a park or under general.
ly favoruble conditions are in marked
contrast to those in trees which were
hampered when yoithg—so marked, in.
deed, ns to readily be hoticed. In width
the rings vary from Sne-tighth ineh to
three-eightbs inch In hardwoods | to
from one-twentiet ifich to one-eighth
inch in coniters.

. In the determination of the age of a
tree or of n parti¢ular section it is de-
sirable to make # ¢lean, emooth cut;
and In trees like poplar and willow, and
even in birch, it {s most convenient to
cut out the particuldr cross séetion and
allow it to dry before the counting is
attempted. Tn many woods, if of thrifty
growth, a clesn adw cut Is sufficient and
the aid of the knifé may be dispenséd
with, 'Generally a magnifying glass of
some kind is hiélpful dnd in many cases
indispensable, ‘Whilé with extraor-

The latest repost of Dr. W. T. Harrls,
United States commissioner of educa-
tion, covers the year ending June 30,
1896. In the schools and colleges, pub-
{ic and private, there were then on-
rolled 15,997,187 pupils—an increase in
one year of 308,675. As only 1,631,826
of these were in private Institutions,
parochial and otherwise, the friends ot
public schools can contemplate the
situation with composure. But the
order of the day which may still be
pressed upon the committeo of the
whole people as “urgent” iz a steady
improvement of our educational meth-
ods. The quantity looks handsome;
the quality may be judged by the gen-
eral character of our population.

Proportional representation {8 be-
coming a rather live question o this
country. The more the people inves-
tigate the fdea the more favorable it
appears. What can be more just than
the proposition that each party be rep-
resented in congress or elsewhere ac-
cording to {ts voting strength. The
present congress, for instance, Is over-
whelmingly Republican. Yet on the
popular vote the Democrats polled
within half a million as many votes as
the Republicans. Therefore to proper-
Iy represent the wishes of the people
congress should be nearly a tie. The
Populists, Silver Republicans, Prohi-
bitionists, .iationalists and woman
suffragists would also have represen-
tation according to their proportion of
the vote cast. Big majorities are al-

A TERRIBLE AFFAIR.

Michigan Boy Killa His Father, Fires n
Barn and Suleldes in the Flames

killed his father, John Kammerer,
aged 70, set fire to o shed and then
committed suicide. The Kammerers
were well-to-do fariners a mile from
Millburg, Berrien county, and father
and son were plowing when o trifling
dispute arose and the son struck the
father with o stone.

completely through him, failed to do
its work, By this time the old man
was again on his feet and the son, with
blood oozing from a wound in his
breast, agnin shot his father, who
stood pleading with him for mercy.
The son then enteréd the shed and
pouring oil on a pile of kindling set it
on fire. As soon as it was burning sat-
isfactorily he took down a double bar-
reled shotgun, stepped up to the fre
and pulled both triggers. The charge
tore away his breast and he fell dead
in the blaze. The old father, with
blood flowing from three wounds, at-
tempted to pull him out, but he was so
weak from the loss of blood that he
stumbled and fell near his son's body,
but was rescued by his aged wife who
also pulled the charred remains of her
son from the fire. The neighbors ex-
tinguished the blaze and carried the old
man into the house, where he died.

SUNDAY SCHOOLS

State Assoclation Met at Port Huron—
The New Ofcers.
An audience of over 1,500 people was
present at the formal opening of the
state Sunday school conven!:in in the
Auditorium at Port Huron. Mayor
Boyuton delivered the address of wel-
come. Judge James N. Davis, of Kal-
amazoo, president of the State associn-
tion, responded. The report of the
exceutive committee, read by George
Parsons, of Watervilet, showed that of
83 counties in Michigan all but Alger,
Baraga and Ontonagon had regularly
organized Sunday schools and prepara-
tory work had been carried on in the
three counties mentioned. During the
past year 87 full county conventions
had been held. Reference was made
to the world's Sunday school conven-
tion to be held in London, Eng,,
commencing July 11, 1898, The first
world’s convention was held in London
in 1880 and Michigan had 28 of 400
Americans present. The custom of
holding Sunday school rallies recently
adopted had been very productive of
good results on account of its non-sec-
tarian and patriotic spirit. Fifteen
counties held district rallies during the
past year.

For Better Government of Alasks.
Concerning Alaska, Secretary Bliss
says existing conditions demand a rad-
jcal change in  the laws relating
thereto, and he recommends that the
public land laws be extended to that
district; that ndditional land offices be
created and appropriations made to
carry them into effect; that the grant-
ing of rights of way for railways, tele-
graph and telephone lines und the con-
struction of roads and trailsbe specially
authorized; that provision be made
for the incorporation of municipalities,
providing for the holding of elections,
defining qualifications for voting and
giving such powers as are used and ex-
ercised by municipalities elsewhere;
that the legal und political status of
the native population which is in doubt
be defined; that complete territorial
government be authorized and estab-
lished and that representation in cons
gress be granted.

Some Hope for the Seals
Washington: The Bering sea meet-
ing, in which representatives of Great
Britain, Canada and the United States
have participated, has come to a close,
the seal experts - making ' a unanimous
report concerning the condition of the
seal herds, and the diplomatic repre-
sentatives of the respective govern-
ments reaching an understanding by
which they hope at a later day to ef-
fect final adjustment not only of the
Bering sea question but of other pend-
ing border controversies. For the
present, however, no final action was
taken as to the suspension of pelagic
sealing. .
The Cansaians urged that other
questions be embraced in any plan of
settlement, and suggested an interna-
tional commission to accomplish tais
end. This propasition was fuily dis-
cussed, and an agrecment reached that
the Canadian officials would put their
views in writing after returning to
Ottawa and submit them to the author-
ities here. All parties concerned say
that the outlook is favorable to a satis-
factory adjustment
The unanimous agreement of the ex-
perts brings the governments together
for the first time on all the facts relat-
ing to the seals. This agreement was
reached after painstaking comparison
of notes, which show, in brief, that
not over one-fourth the number of
seals are now to be found in the Bering,
sea that were there a few years ago
and that pelagic scaling would soon
practically extinguish the speeies in
that region.

85,000,000 Fire at Melbourne.
A great fire broke out at Melbourne,
Australia, and in a very short space of
time did enormous damage. It started
in the very heart of the city. A strong
wind was blowing and the flercely fan-
ned flames rapidly engulfed building
after bunilding despite the desperate
efforts of the firemen. The burned
section included many of the largest
business hounses in Melbourne. It is
estimated that the loss will reach
$5,000,000.

Competitor Prisoners Released.

In pursuance of cabled instructions
from Spain Capt.-Gen. Blanco has re-
leased from Cabanas fortress at Havana
Alfred Laborde, Chas Barnett, Ona
Melton and Wm. Gildea, members of
the American schooner Competitor,
captured in April, 1806, by the Spaaish
gunboat Mesaxra on a charge of fili-
bustering. They were delivered to
the American and British consuls and
have sailed for New York.

No Trace of Andree.

The steamer Victoria, which was
fitted out by the governor of Tromsoe,
under the direction of King Arthur of
Norway, to search for Prof. Andree,
the missing aeronaut, and his party,
has returred from Spitzbergen. She
brings no news of the whereabouts or
maovements of Prof. Aandree, though
exploring parties were landed at 10
different points. .

An Ohlo Murderer Executed.
Albert J. Frantz was electrocuted at
the Ohio penitentiary at Columbus for
the murder of Bessie Little, u young
girl whom he had betrayed, at Dayton,
Ang.

Germans Capture s Chinese Fort,
The murder of two German Catholie
missionaries near Yeng-Tu by Chinese,
and the unsatisfactory reply to s de-
mand for reparation led to n naval
demonstration at Kiso Chav, The
three forts there were held by 1,500
Chinese and their guns commanded the
fleet. Admical von Diedrich placed his
four cruisers immediately opposite,
ready to fire, and sent an ultimatum -
ordering the evacuation of the forts
within theee hours  About 600 German
troops and six gure were then landed
and began to march forward. The
Chinese hesitated for a few mowments
and then the whole 1,500 fled across
the hills behind the forts The Ger-
mans quietly entered the fortifications,
hanled down the Chinese flag and
holsted the German standard, which
the warships saluted immediately.
The forts are now held by the Ger-
mans, who, it is belisved at Shanghai,
intend to remain permanently,

In official Chinese circles Germany l#
considered to have committed an acl of
war. American and British warships
have been ordered to Kiao-Chau to
watch developments®

Mauatiny in British-Soudan Army.
Particulars have been received of a
revolt among the Soudanese-British
troops in Maj. MeDonald's expedition
in the lake country south of the equa-
tor in Africa. It appears that the
expedition was advancing into the in-
terior from the Uganda country when
the mutineers, assisted by 150 Mohum-
medan tribesmen, attacked the camp
at Usoga. In the flerce fighting that
followed Lieut. Fielding, Maj. Thurs-
ton, Launch Engineer Scott, Civil
Officer Wilson and 15 soldiers were
killed. The wounded number were 30.
The mutineers were finally defeated,
after losing 100 killed and wounded.
Maj. McDonald has been joined by the
Usoga native army, and it is hoped
that he will be able to quell the mutiny.

Cabans Refuse to Buy Independence.

It is stated that the Cuban provis-
jonal government, acting throush rep-
resentatives in New York, has refused
a loan of $200,000,000 with which to
buy their freedom from Spain, the of-
fer being made Ly a syndicate of mill-
ionuives of St. Louis and the east. The
syndicate proposed to loan the Cubans
the amount stated or any sum in ex-
cess of that necessary to purchase their
independence from Spain without fur-
ther fighting. Bonds of the republic
of Cuba were to be accepted as security
for the amount, and at very near
their face value. Six per cent interest
was to be asked. The insurgent lead-
ers say they are prepared to fight it
out to the bitter end, and to meet
Spain with lead and steel.

Over a dozen men
went there penniless and came away
worth over $500,000 in less than a

rich and sold out for $1,000,000 each.
Fully half the populatio® *valked hun-
dreds of miles to get there. No rail-
road ran through southern Arizona in
those days, and the awful Colorado
and Mojave deserts had to be crossed
In wagons or on foot by the multi-
tude of fortune seekers from Califor-
nla. Desert sandstorms were encoun-
tered, and for days travelers to Tomb-
stone endured a temperature of over
130 degrees In the ghade. Many a man
died on the hot, sandy plains. Miners
on their way to the new camp from
the east and south tolled across the
Arizona alkall plains through Im-
mense cactus areas, and risked tlieir
lives in the then hostile land of the
Apache Indians,

When Tombstone was reached there
were new privations and more physi-
cal distress for the greater number,
especlally for thoze who had hastened
from oflices, stores, clerkships and
their pastor's study. Over one-third
of the men in camp had very little
meney, or none at all, and knew no
way of earning it except by the hard-
est kind of manual labor, to which
they were unused. It cost $1 a night
to sleep in a dirty, rough, pine bunk.
Water sold at 20 cants a gallon, a
small dish of beans at 50 cents, a tal-
low candle at two bits (25 cents), com-
mon overalls at $5 each, smoked hams
at $12 each, and cowhide boots wera
disposed of as fast as they could be
hauled to camp across the desert from
Los Angeles and Yuma for $35 a pair.
In 1881 all the Tombstone mines that
pald well were In the hands of a few
persons and the population of the place
had gone down from 10,000 to 5,000.
In 1883 the mines, with two exceptions,
began to peter out and the population
dropped to 3,000, Since then it has
gone down slowly to less than 1,000
souls.

Troes and Men.

A single tree, according to a com-
patation in Knowledge, is able,
through its leaves, to purify the air
from the carbonic acid arising from
the respiration of a considerable num-
ber of men, perhaps a dozen or even
a score. The volume of carbonic aeid
exhaled by a human being in the
course of twenty-four hours is put at
about 100 gallons; but by Boussin-
gault's estimate, & single square yard
of leaf surface, esunting both the up-
per and under sides of the leaves, can,
under favorable circumstances, decom-
pose at least a gallon of carbonic acid
in a day. One hundred square yards
of leaf-surface then would suffice to
keep the air pure for one man, but
the leaves of a tree of moderate size
present a surface of many hundred
square yards.

PREDICTIONS OF JOHN ADAMS

Extract from a Letter to His Wife,
July 3, 1776.

Philadelphia, July 3, 1776.
Had a declaration of independence
been made seven months ago, it would
have been attended with many great
and glorious effects. We might, before
this hour, have formed alliance with
forelgn states. We should have mas-
tered Quebec, and been in possession
of Canada,
You will, perhaps, wonder how such
a declaration would have influenced
our affairs in Canada; but, if I could
write with freedom, I c¢ould easily
convince you that it would, and
explain to you the manner how. Many
gentlemen in high stations, and of
great Influence have been duped, by
the ministerial bubble of commission-
ers, to treat; and In real, sincere ex-
pectation of this event, which they so
fondly wished, they have been slow
and languid in promoting measures for
the reduction of that province, Others
there are in the colonies who really
wished that our enterprise in Canada
would be defeated; that the colonies
might be brought Into danger and dls-
tress between two fires, and be thus
induced to submit. Others really
wished to defeat the expedition to
Canada, lest the conquest of it should
elevate the minds of the people too
much to hearken to those terms of rec-
onciliation which they belleved would
be offered us. These jarring views,
wishes and designs oceasloned an op-
position to many salutary measures
which were proposed for the support
of that expedition, and caused ob-
structions, embarrassments, and stud-
led delays which have finally lost us
the province,
All these causes,® however, in eon-
junction, would not have disappainted
us If it had not been for a misfortune
which could not have been foreseen,
and perhaps could not have been pre-
vented—I mean the prevalence of the
smallpox among our troops. This fa-
tal pestilence completed our destruc-
tion. It is a frown of Providence upon
us, which we ought to lay to heart.
But, on the other hand, the delay of
this declaration to this time has many
great advantages attending it. The
hopes of reconciliation which were
fondly entertained by multitudes of
honest and well-meaning, though
shortsighted and mistaken people,
have been gradudlly, and at last totally
extinguished. Time has been given
for the whole people maturely to con-
sider the great question of Independ-
ence, and to ripen their judgment, dis-
sipate their fears, and allure their
hopes, by discussing it in newspapers
and pamphlets—by debating it in as-
semblles, conventions, committees of
safety and Inspection—in town and
county meetings, as well as In private
conversations! so that the whole peo-
ple, in every colony, have now adopted
it as their own act. This will cement
the union, and avoid those heats, and
perhaps conmvulsions, which might
have been occasioned by such a dec-
laration six months ago.
But the day is past. The second day
of July, 1776, will be a memorable
epocha in the history of Amériea. 1|
am apt to belleve that it will be cele-
brated by succeeding generations, as
the great Anniversary Festival. It
ought to be commemorated, as the day
of deliverance, by solemn acts of de-
votion to God Almighty.
