Lowell people have been made the recipients of a most gener-
ous gift, Frank T. King, president of the King Milling Company,
has presented 1o the Village of Lowell the islands in Flat River
north of the Main Street bridge. The gift is made outright with no
reservations excepl those of flowage nights. The announcement
of the generous gift was made last Friday 10 E. C. Foreman, a di-
reclor of the Lowell Board of Trade, and deed of the islands will
be made out in proper form 1o the Village of Lowell

Mr. King, who came to Lowell as a boy and who for more than
60 years has been identified with the commercial life of this com-
munity, makes the gift as a testimonial of his affection for the
communily where so many years of his life have been spenl.

Mr. King's gift now makes it possible for the village to pro-

/| ceed with its plans for the improvement and beautificetion of

the islands and river banks. The plans contemplate filling in of
some of the islands, adequate landscaping and removal of some
of the unsightly bogs. This improvement will matenially aug-
men! Lowell's park system, which already boasts seweral beauti-
ful parks. But the one under consideration is the first effort
fowards the development of the river islands as a part of that
system. It has been appropristely suggesied that the islands
comprising the gift should be called “King park" in honor of

this suggestion meets with unanimous approval.

Since the islands are the property of the King Milling Company,
joining in with Mr. King in the gift are the following afficers
and stockholers: Charles Doyle, vice president;: Wm, C, Doyle,
secretary: T. M. Doyle, treasurer,and Florence Lee King, danghter
of the president of the company, and Bertha E. Shivel, sister of
the Doyle brothers.
