Stale College, E a s t Lansing.

The issue is known as the Agri-
cultiiral Outlook for 1930. 

Interesting Forecasts 

Among the specific forecasts 
are the following: 

The demand for horses will be 
strong for the next three to five 
years with colts and young mares 
suitable for both breeding and 
heavy work leading the market . 

Dairy products prices will re-
main favorable partly because of 
the reduction in dairy animals 
Ih rough disease eradication pro-
grams. Poultry products will be 
profitable because of low feed 
costs and shortage of poultry 
supplies. (High lamb and wool 
prices will continue fo r 1930 be-
cause of the low quanti ty in 1935. 

Hog and beef cattle prices will 
be maintained for the first six 
months, when prices will be 
afifected by increased product ion 
ready for the market. 

With average crops, Michigan 
truck gardeners should do bet-
ter lhan last year. Celery, onions 
and tomatoes are due for acreage 
reductions. Canning companies 
a re order ing increased acreage 
especially for tomatoes. 

Sugar beet prices are uncertain 
par t ly because of the illegality of 
the processing lax. Pota to prices 
should rise while the acreage 
will remain the same as in 1935. 
Increased acreage of wheat will 
depress the price. A ca r ryover of 
two and a half million bags of 
Michigan beans will also depress 
bean prices. Increased consumer 
purchasing power will increase 
sales of f ru i t but local condit ions 
and carryovers f rom 1935 will 
definitely affect the price. 

America's rai l road freight bill 
last year w a s $2,033,399,103. 

The most severe critics of thc 
socalled New Deal of the present 
national admininstration c o m e 
from the inside, original Roosevelt 
supporters and official advisors of 
the President. Gen. Hugh S. John-
son, first Cxar of the NRA and la-
ter director of all relief work in 
New York City, thus give his views 
of the WPA: "It is not practicable; 
it is indirect. I t costs three times 
as much to get relief to the people. 
Oi.e PWA project in New York 
City, when I was in charge, cost 14 
times more than it would have un-
der private contract." 

The Boondoggling Choir of De-
troit is one of the most popular 
"relief" enterprises so far created 
by the New Deal. The members 
are paid for "singing"; no previous 
experience required. Audiences are 
NOT paid, which seems to be the 
most unjust part of the project. 

Guests a t the White House ap-
pear to be getting bored. The New 
Dealers and Brain Trusters ap-
parently are tired of exchanging 
ideas among themselves and be-
ing kidded about the latest boon-
doggling fiasco. So the President 
and Firs t Lady gave t h e m a 
change. George Burns and G r a d e 
Allen, nit-wits of the air, were the 
entertainers a t a recent get to-
gether. No broadcast. 

Nothing, not even the weather of 
Michigan, changes quite as quick-
ly and uncertainly, as the trend of 
political sentiment. Six or eight 
months ago no one would have 
been guilty of quoting odds against 
tbe re-election of the President. 
Now, in Eastern financial circles. 
It is even money, F. D. R. vs. The 
Field. 

As an example of the success of 
the New Deal our Democratic 
friends have a happy faculty of re-
ferring to the "RFC". That is very 
nice of them considering the fact 
that the Reconstruction Finance 
Corporation was created during 
the Hoover administration and it io 
perfectly constitutional. Its head 
for years has been that outstand-
ing successful Texas businessman 
Jesse Jones, was was appointed by 
President Hoover. No brain trust-
ers, new dealers or crack pots in 
this organization. 

The check-up of the government 
shows that 12 percent of the mem-
bership of the American Federa-
tion of Labor can be classed as 
non-citizer. aliens, foreigners in 
this country illegally and subject 
to deportation. Congressman Deis, 
of Texas, a Democrat, is authority 
for the statement that there are 
now in this country illegally 3,500,-
000 aliens; 1,750,000 of these and 
their families are on welfare and 
cost the taxpayers $500,000,000 an-
nually in the way of relief. 

T h e Republican state central 
committee will meet at Lansing on 
February 27th to arrange the pro-
gram for selecting the Michigan 
delegation to the-national nomina-
ting convention at Cleveland the 
second week In June, 

Labor unions have started to 
move upward the salaries of their 
executives to correspond with the 
pay of government brain trusters. 
The United Mine Workers will pay 
their President $25,000 for the cur-
rent year and his chief aid $18,000, 
They are to tell the American peo-
ple how the down-trodden miners 
are on the verge of starvation. 
Nineteen percent of the membsr-
ship of this organization are aliens, 
illegally In this country so not el-
igible to citizenship. 

The demand is being heard in 
some quarters for a reduction in 
the sales tax. The fact tha t the 
state treasury now boasts of a sur-
plus over operating expenses is ad-
vanced among other reasons for 
the proposed change in the tax 
law. While It may be t rue that 
s tate finances are in the best con-
dition in years, still there is no 
guarantee that the gains made in 
recent months will be permanent. 
However, there is plenty of time 
remaining before another session 
of the legislature to make a thor-
ough study of state finances and 
arrive a t a proper solution. In any 
event whatever change tha t is 
made in the law must be based on 
Just how much service is going to 
be demanded of the state.

Washington's 
Birthday 

By R A Y M O N D P I T C A I R N 

National Chairman 
Srntinrl* of thr Republic. 

"Thr character, the counsels and 
example of our Washington . . . 
icill guide us ihrough the doubts 
and difficulties that beset us; they 
trill guide our children and our 
children's children in the paths of 
prosperity and peace." 

That tribute to the enduring in-
fluence of George Washington was 
expressed by one of our earlier 
statesmen during a period as critical 
to America as our own. I t remains 
a true estimate today. 

What counsels can we recall as, 
throughout the nation, wc honor his 
memory? 

The Father of His Country was 
more eloquent In deeds than in 
phrases. He lived his own precept; 
"Actions, not words, are the true 
criterion." But history has, never-
theless. recorded numerous expres-
sions of his wisdom and foresight. 
Many of them hold a peculiar sig-
nificance in a period marked by 
assaults on the very Constitution in 
which he incorporated his hopes for 
the future of our Nation. 

Here are some of George Wash-
ington's comments on the great 
Charter of Liberties so Intimately 
identified with his life and his 
•plrlt; 

"That prccious depository of 
Amrrirnn hnppineM, the ConMiln-
lion of i lie United Stale*." 

"The ConMilnlion nliich al any 
lime exists till changed by an ex-
plicit and authenlic acl of the whole 
people is sacredlv obligatorr to 
• 1 1 . " 

"If in the opinion of the people 
the dislribulion or niodiiiralion of 
the ('.onstitutionul powers be in any 
particular wronp;, let il be rorrrcled 
by an amendmenl in the way which 
the Constitution designates. But let 
there be no change by usurpation; 
for thoimh this in one instance 
may be the instriimenl of good, it 
is the customary weapon by which 
free govcrnmenls are destroyed." 

"Experience is the surest stand-
ard by which lo test the existing 
Constitution of a country." 

To which might be added one 
more. In the light of that odd ad-
herence to a new and alien philoso-
phy which actuates so many recent 
attacks on the Constitution. It seems 
timely to recall Washington's oft-
tjuotcd war-timr order;

solution is generally used. Dissolve 
four pounds of salt In five gallons 
of water In a wooden tub, then add 
very carefully two fluid ounces of 
sulphuric add . Before being placed 
In this, the skins should be covered 
with salt on the flesh side and al-
lowed to stand a few days to dry 
ou t They should remain In the 
tanning bath for one to three weeks, 
then they should be rinsed and 
dried.

W A S H I N G T O N . — T h e g o v -

e r n m e n t is p r o c e e d i n g w i t h i t s 

p l a n s t o bu i ld h u n d r e d s of 

h o m e s a n d m a n y a p a r t m e n t 
houses which It Is going to rent to 
persons who have small Incomes 
nnd cannot afford to pay high rent-
al rates for their places to live. 
These properties are being built out 
of taxpayers ' money whether it 
comes f rom farms or cities. 

Par t of the money used Is actual-
ly a gif t from Uncle Sam because 
no repayment of it ever Is contem-
plated. About half of the cost of 
each dwelling place, therefore, Is 
paid fo r by the government. The 
remainder constitutes a loan f rom 
the treasury and the government 
takes a mortgage for that amount. 

Secret of Low Rentals. 

By that method, apar tments and 
houses can be rented at low rates 
because the government will be 
seeking luterest and installment re-
payments only on half of the total 
cost. Tenants will be able to get 
living quar ters for perheps $7 or 
$8 a room per month. 

But the properties have to be 
managed and they have to be man-
aged according to government (New 
Deal) specifications. So Secretary 
Ickes nnd Prof. Bexford Guy Tug-
well a r e running a school to train 
managers for the new homes and

Great Educator is 
Heard By Parents 

More than one hundred par -
ents and teachers heard the ad-
dress by Dr. Garry C, Myers of 
Cleveland Hts., Ohio, at the high 
school Wednesday evening. T h e 
talk, which Dr . Myers directed 
towards paren ts chiefly was on 
he subject of "Helping Our Chil-

dren Succeed in School." T h e 
first point brought oul was that 
parents should be able to say 
"no" to their chi ldren. T h e 
speaker stressed the fact that 
there is too much explaining and 
loo much reasoning by the par -
ents to the i r chi ldren. This as-
iertion is in direct confiict wi th 
most cu r ren t philosophy.
