Wasp For Peach Moth

It was a “waspy” time In our
office last week Wednesday., We
recelved 10400 wasps by air ex-
press from Morrestown, New Jer-
sey, These wasps are the parasite
of the oriental peach moth. No
polson control is known for this
pest hence a parasite has to be
used. The wasp stings the moth,

The paraeites come in boxes of
200 each and cost $6.00 .a box
Sxpress on this shipment was close
to §1800. Two hundred wasps are
distributed In five acres of orchard.
Growers placed orders last April,
the bulk of the shipment going
to Kent County farmers, a few
to Tonia and Ottawa counties.
Growers in the latter county re-
celved 4600 wasps the day pre-
vious.

The wasps will live in our coli-
mate. With distribution each year,
and natural increase, should soon
put a curb on the work of the
oriental peach moth. The latter
Is the pest that is responsible for
a wormy peach,

More economy is Involved In
making sure the machine Is on the
level and in a comparatively cool
place away from the stove or from
the sunny windows, and in the win-
ter away from radiator or heat
register,

Temperatures are important. A
temperature a little under 50 de-
grees Fahrenhelt will keep most
perishable foods a reasonable length
of time. There should be one area
that Is 45 degrees or lower, and
service men usually point out this s
directly below or beside the ice or
freezing unit.

Milk, cresm and butter quickly
take up odors from other foods, so
these perishables should be kept
covered and In the coldest part of
the refrigerator. Meats, fish and
poultry also rate the colder portion
of the storage space. Uncooked or
cooked, these should be kept cover-
ed and until cooked should not be
stored very long, especially fresh
fish. Eggs should be popped into
the refrigerator, too, as a few hours
at room temperature can injure
quality,

Cleanliness is essential. Spilled
food should be wiped up immediate-
lyand a thorough weekly cleaning is
recommended with defrosting, or
when the ice is low in an ice re-

frigerator.

Itallan airplanes raided British-
mandated Palestine, and dropped 50
bombs in 20 minutes. They pep-
pered the Mediterranean port of
Halfa, where an oil pipeline for the
British navy feeds John Bull's wa-
ter monsters. It brings in petrole-
um from the rich flelds of Irak,
and Is considered a key spot in the
empire. In the Italic aerial stab,
one American oll-refiner was In-
jured. His name was Flannigan,
Italian planes also were ralding off
the Grecian coast, while Italian and
British warships were skirmishing
up and down the blue waters of
Mare Nostrum. But the loudest
bombs exploded on the pages of the
Italian newspapers. The above was
anclent Palestine's first experience
with streamlined, modern, bellicose
methodology.

The hideous Spanish civil war,
1036-30, killed more people by mur-
der and execution than it did in
actual fighting between the armies,
It resulted in the clerical dictator-
ship of Generalissimo Franco, a
kindly, pudgy creature on the whole.

Spanish reds fled to Latin Amer.
ican spots like Mexico and Chile. In
Mexico they made a certain amount
of trouble, but in Chile they agitated
actively against the fascists of
Spain. Chile had a so-called Popu-
lar Front government, and loyalist
Spain had had the same thing, The
Spanish radicals felt quite at home
in Santiago and Valparaiso.

Dogs Seldom Live to
The Age of 20 Years

The question as to how old dogs
get comes up frequently. Some dogs
live longer than the average and a
few breeds are noted for their
longevity.

In general, while dogs have been
reported as living into their 20s,
such cases are decidedly unusual.
The average dog does well if he
lives to be from 12 to 15 years old.

One old-time method for figuring a
dog's age was to check the period
during which his growth continued
' and to multiply that by seven to get
| the age the dog would attain. Such
2 procedure is not necessarily ac-
curate because many outside fac-
tors such as diet will have their
effect upon the life of a dog.

A dog is actually approaching old
age when he gets to be 10 years old
and his exercise and his. food
should be regulated in accordance
with this fact,

Some dogs retain all of thelr vigor
up to almost the end of their lives,
but there are others who slow down
perceptibly and who grow deaf,
lame and generally less physically
able.

Care in feeding the right amounts
of the correct foods will do the most
to keep & dog so that he goes be-
yond the average age. A fat dog
is one out of condition, and a dog
out of condition is more likely to
pick up the various diseases which
may strike him low.

Next to feeding and probably of
equal importance s the proper
| amount of regular exercise. In fact
| regularity of all habits will help to

of exercise and regular lengths of
exercise should be the course for
any dog, if he is 10 be heaithy.
Little dog {lls should be cared for
at once lest they grow and sap the
dog's strength. The dog's teeth
should be watched for decay and
bad teeth should be extracted.
