Prevention
of scours Is the number one job,
The agent lists these pointers
which come from the American
Foundation for Anunal Health,
First, remember that there are
two types of scouss. One kind
iasdue to digestive upsets, while
the other Is contagious, and may
sweep »wiftly through a herd

The non-infectious type usually
is Brought on by overleeding, feed-
ing from dirty utensils, irregular
feeding, sudden change nof feed,
or chilling. In some cases, it Is
caused by the milk itself,

At the first sign of trouble, own-
ers should obtain a veterinary
diagnosis to determine which type
of scours is present. Ay a salaty
measure, the scouring calves' ra-
tions should be cut in half, until
a course of treatment lv worked
out.

Infectious, or white scours Is
much more dangerous than the
type caused by digestive upsets
The healthy calves should be im-
mediate'y isolated from the sick
ones. Quarters which have housed
